Senator Duncan U. Fletcher of Florida,
Walter C. riper of Detroit. Hermann

Grace Parker of New York and CharlesNagel of St. Louis, former Secretary of
Commerce and Labor, took occasion to
declare emphatically their nlleglnnco to
the cause of universal military training.
Letters wjcre read from Theodore ltoosr-T- lt

and Oor. Edge of New Jersey
tho samo view.

Mr. Hagedorn sounded tho keynote, of
the congress when ho declared t..ut edu-
cation toward cltlxenshlp was the vitalpart of any national preparedness, the
only hope of the abolition of war.

"We must build up the army and
nvy," he said, "but force must be tho
.errant of the spirit, or It will be tho
muter. There can be no partnership
there. An alert democracy must stand
behind tha army and navy, un Inner wall
of enlightened and vigorous cltlsenshlp.
It Is 1 treason to bo Indifferent. Tho
stupidity of standpat educators makes
aulto as much for war an tho stupidity
ocXtnunitlon makers."

Colonel naps the liar Bill.
In his letter Col. Koosevett character-Ite- d

the Hay bill, which sought to Fed-
erally the National Guard as a second
line of defence, as beln "as foolish and
unpaUlotlo a bit of flintlock legislation
a was over put on the statute books."
The former President said tho navy
Bould be second only to Ureat Britain's,

and that only because Oreat Urttaln had
greater need of" a navy. For the army
be. urged a regular establishment of
150,600 men under .direct control of a
general staff and the adaptation of the
Swiss universal service system to
American needs. t"Be It remembered," he wrote, "that

While very powerful for defence, would
be almost worthless for aggression."

Americanism Is more needed than
anything else, and ha defined American-
ism thus:

i Mt means equality of rights and
therefore equality of duty and of obliga-
tion. It means service to our common
country. It means loyalty to one flag.
t our flag, the flig of all of us. It
means on the part f each of us respect
far the rights of tho rest of us. It
means that all of us guarantee the
rights of each of us. It means free ed-

ucation, genuinely repiesentatlve gov-
ernment, freedom of speech and thought,
equality before the law for all men, gen-
uine political and religious freedom, and
the democratizing of industry so as to

'give at least a mensurable equality of
oportunlty to nil, und so to pb.ee be-

fore us as our Ideal in nil Industries
where this Ideal Is possible of attain-
ment, tlio system of cooperative owner-
ship and management. In order tint the
tool users may, so far as possible, be-

come tho tool owners.

"Preparedness does not mean merely
man with a gun. It means that we

must secure conditions which will mike
the farmer und the worklnginan un-
derstand that it is In a special sense
their country: that the work of prepar-
edness Is entered Into for the defence of
the country which belongs to them, to
all of us, and the government of which
li adminUtered In their Interest, In the
Interest of all of us. At tl.Is moment
IJoyd George Is able to do more than
any other man In rallying the people of
Great Britain to the defence of that. em-
pire, .because the worklngmen, the men
who actually do the manual labor, know
that he has their welfare at heart."

The Rev. Dr. William T. Manning,
rector of Trinity Church, Now York, said
tho assertion that any use of military
forcn Is unethical and unchristian was
"Indefensible, out of accord with the
facts of life, unjust to religion, de-
structive of loyal citizenship and seri-
ously hurtful to the nation."

FOR UNIVERSAL DRILLING
BUI. Likely to Bp Reported From

Committee JVext Week.
Washington, Jan. 26. A bill for uni-

versal military training will probably
bo reported from tho Senate Committee
on Military Affairs next week. Senator
Chamberlain, chairman of the committee,
said y that he would use his best
efforts to bring out a bill for compulsory
training, and he believed that a majority
of the committee were ready to back
him In the effort.

Mr. Chamberlain will close the hear-
ings except that Oen. Leon-
ard Wood probably will be recalled and
Oen. Kcott Is to be questioned again on
some details of their statements at the
former hearing.

Intensely Interesting and impressive
y was the appearance nnd earnest

statement of Bishop Samuel Fallows In
support of. compulsory training, in the
twenty-on- o years Bishop Fallows was a
member of tho board of governors of
the Stnte Reform Institution at Pontlac.
III., he said he had officially paroled
more than 1.000 .young men. "It Is my
deliberate judgment," he said, "that If
we had a system of universal training
nt least IS per cent, of these boys would
not have been sent to a Htnto reforma-
tory Institution,"

OPPOSE GASOLENE STANDARD.

Automobile engineers asked that If a
standard were fixod the Government
keep In mind the fact that millions of
ears lire using the grades of gasolene
now marketed, and that any changes
would cost car usera a vast sunt of
money.

JMvcrs and Hurbors Measure
PaBsed hy Vote of

221 to 132.

GOES TO THE SENATE

Resolution Authorizing:. Presi-

dent to Veto Items
Beaten.

Washington, Jan, 20. By a vote of
221 to 132 the Houso y passed the
138,000,000 rivers nnd harbors bill and
sent It to the Senato, wliere It probably
never will leavo the committee.

The proposed commission especially
aevited by the "pork hunters" to Justify
end perpetuate tho rivers, nnd harbors
grab system was knocked out of the
bill on a point of order before the finalvote.

That the sentiment of the country Is
against "pork" as n mean of bolstering
up the political fortunes of Congress-
men Is Indicated In the results of a
referendum made by the Chamber of
Commerce of the United States.

The question submitted to Its con-
stituent bodies was whether or not they
favored a constitutional amendment
permitting the President to veto specific
Items In nny appropriation bill. The
fact that the President lacks this pqwer
now Is the main prop under the present
pork legislation. There were 1,195 votes
In favor of such a constitutional amend-
ment nnd only 60 In opposition. The
votes represented 47G organizations.

CARNEGIE FUNDS HIT

Senate Adopts Amendment to
Bar Federal Cooperation

With Foundations.

ATTACK BY CHAMBERLAIN

Franking: Privilege of Univer-
sity Professors Also Subject

of Criticism.

Washington, Jan. 26. After an
earnest and at tlmea almost' sensational
debate In the Senato' this afternoon an
amendment to tho legislative appropria-
tion bill was adopted, eliminating tho
last vsetlge of the alleged Influence of
the Carneglo and Rockefeller founda-
tions In the, work of the Federal Bureau
of Education. '

The amendment' was the Joint work of
Senators Chamberlain and Works. It
provides that no money rhnll be ex-

pended by the Bureau of Education or
any other department of the Government
for cooperative work with nny corpora-
tion' or individual In private life nor
shut nny outsider bo .carried on tho
Government' payroll even at a nominal
salary.

In the course of tho debate frequent
references were made to the Carnegie
and Ilockefelter foundations and to tho
General Educational Board. The influ-
ence of these agencies In the Govern-
ment's educational work was referred to
by tientaors Chamberlain, Works and
others as "insidious,"

Chamberlain's Attark.
"f would rather ft boy of mine were

educated In n log cabin at public expense
than to so through one of theic colleger
endowed In that wny," exclaimed Mr.
Chamberlain. "1 graduated from that
line old Institution from which the Sena-
tor from Washington (Mr. Polndexter)
came and more, than once I havo fiiuzht
strenuously effort to obtain donations for
that Institution from these same sources.

"I have perslatenly and consistently
refused to present requests for donations
to Mr. Carnegie from smaller colleges In
my own State because. I consider tbo
Influence u bad one." '

.Senator Chamberlain said that lt the
Industrial wealth of the country were
directed through government channels
for two generations It might "revolu-
tionize the economic thought of tho
country."

The debate developed the fact that a
practice had obtained In the Bureau or
Education of placing on the rolls of that
barcifu names of educators or special-
ists, otherwise employed nt good sal-
aries, nt a nominal compensation of a
dollar a year.

Prof. Judd of the Chicago University
was one of those referred to In tho de-

bate; also Dr. Charles N. Kendall. Com-
missioner of Education of New Jersey.
The former has a salary of 16,000 from
the Chicago University and the latter
110,009 from his o!tlc In New Jersey.
There are, It wns disclosed, 153 teach-
ers, professor and specialists In edu-
cational Institutions scattered over the
country drawing Jl a year from the
Government, In return for which they
get the franking privilege.

I.ette? From V. II. Allen.'
Senator Chamberlain read a letter to-

day from William H. Allen, who Is dl-- (
rector oi me jnsiiiuie ior ser-
vice. City Hall, New York, nnd formerly
head of the Bureau of Municipal

complaining bitterly at the sys-
tem and mentioning Prof. Judd of the
University of Chicago and Dr. Charles
W. Eliot.

"Tho franking privilege of the Go em-
inent Is given to a number of agencies
or Individuals, as for example, Prof.
Judd of Chicago, ostenstbly to conduct
an Investigation for the United Slntos
Unreal! of .Education." wrote Mr. Allen,
who said the authority ami prestige thus
conferred were Used to circulate the pri-
vate views of the persons employed. In
that way, he declared, "public funds had
been used to circulate broadcast a criti-
cism of Dr. Charles W. Eliot against
the high schools."

Snutor Kenyon Insisted that he had
Information that when colleges applied
for donations to the foundations or for
aid that men were sent out from the
foundations to Inspect their curricula
and If the curricula were nut to the
liking of the Industrial propagandists
the aid was refused, und he declared
there had been cases where the curricula
had been revised to meet the view of
the donors.

Mr. Kenyon said he Intended to In-
troduce n resolution "for a thorough In-
vestigation of the relations, direct or In-
direct, which Oovernment departments
had maintained with the two sources of
endowment through' the cooperative
work.

The whole spirit of the debnte dis-
closed a sentiment that the foundations
were seeking In some way to uso their
wealth 'and thet Oovernment agencies
toMnfltfence the course of political nnd
economic thought In the United States.

It Is said that no
ofllccr of the nuvy has ever before been
Jumped over two whole grades. .The pro-
motion will be equal to one of about 400
numbers In the line.... . j3r (jmygon has been a
capable nnd cfllclent otllccr, but he lias
not made nny brilliant contributions to
tlio science of medicine and he haa not
even had an opportunity ns attending
phjslclan at tho White House to display
unusual executive ability. The nomina-
tion looks so much like public reward for
a prlvnto service that wn are grieved
and surprised to see the President of the
United States placing himself under this
suspicion, and we do not believe that the
Senate of the United States will confirm
the nomination.

"Both the navy nnd the army need
additional surgeons.

Thero still Is
wldo disagreement over wnter power
bills, and several Progressive .Republ-
icans have given notice that they will
talk until March 1 ugalnst tho Webb bill

Some Administration leaders said to-
night that, In their opinion, revenue leg-
islation, somo form of railroad labor
regulation, n mineral lands leasing bill
and tho regular appropriations eventu-
ally would constitute all that could be
accomplished before adjournment.
