The modern day pitcher appears to
have too much of an advantage on tho

developing faster than the batsmen or
whether the game In the last ten years
has produced a higher class of boxmen

'than the boys that swing the mace, tho
batting averages aro getting slimmer
each year.

A table of statistics compiled by Paul
'Purman. a Western statistician, tells
flatter than words how the batting has
fallen off. Mr. rurman has taken a gen-
eral arerage of tho club batting aver-
ages of the sixteen clubs for the last
fly years, and finds that from 1911 to
ltlt there was a batting decrease of 20

Would Eliminate (he Spltball.
.. Fresident Tener of the National
League believes the elimination of the
spiiDall will bring nbout the desired r.

He raid recently he did not think
Ine Joint rules committee would rn nnv
further than that. However, It is doubt-
ful If the elimination of the snltball will
h sufficient tonic for the batting fig- -
urei. ine emery nail, one of the most
deceptive deliveries ever pitched, has
oeen ruiea out or baseball for the last
two years, and batting has gone down
Instead of up.

Two suggestions by local baseball
man would help a lot. and It would be
well If one or both were given a year's
trial. Secretary Heydler of tho National
iague. whose knowledge and under
standing of baseball Is second to none.

balls Instead of four. In reccomendlng
such a change Heydler also presents the
argument that In his opinion it would
not greatly Increase the number of bases
on bails, and not only would It help bat
ting but base running also.

With only three balls required to senda natter to first Heydler believes
woum tena to make, the pitcher more
careful In his service and would do away
almost entirely with the custom of nltch.
ing one or two waste balls when the
catcher believes a fast man Is about to
steal.

Another good sucsestlon. made bv See.

obit one foul strike on a batsman.
often has been argued that tho rule
makers took too drastio a step when
tney made two foul hits go as strikes.

Jamleson started the season as an
outfield regular, but ltle Joo Judge,
another great stutter In Buffalo In 191.'.,
he found the America League pltcheis
much tougher. Jamleson finished the
season on tho bench, and thero was
muoh surprlso when Griffith sent him
in to pitch a few Innings of a game
played on the Polo Grounds last fall.
Jamleson Is a left hnndcr.

Misconception of Phrase Gives Rise to Unjust Preju-

dice Few Instances of Unconsciousness
Following K. O. Blows.

Misinterpretation of ring "phraseology make 133 pounds ringside for Jtmmle

Is responsible In a lareo measure for the
popular Impression as to ollegcd bru-
tality In the roped square.

The word "knockout" as applied to the
ending of many bouts has been, the cause
of much undeserved criticism ot mo
glove amc, those unfamiliar with tho
subject being convinced that a boxer
must bo beaten to insensibility In order
to be classed as a victim of knockout.

A misleading pronouncement as to
what constitutes a knockout was recently
put forth as follows:

"Men have been rendered temporarily
liors de combat und have tnken tho
count, but they wero not knocked out In
tho real sense of the word.

"The solar plexus blow, such as tho
ono which Bob Fltzalmmons delivered to
Jim Corbctt at Carson City, will knock
tho wird out of a man and render him
so weak that ho cannot stand up, but he
will be conscious and hear every count
of the referee.

"A blow on tho neck may close the
Indptpc and send a boxer to tho floor,
hlle a blow to the heart Is weakening

to the same extent.
"Ilut the real knockout blow that sends
boxer Into dreamland must land on

cither aldo of the Jaw near the point of
tho chin, where a branch or tho inferior
maxillary nervo crosses tho Jaw hone.
That Is the scientific knockout punch."

Exception Is. the Tlulr.

COUNTER.

Tho above Is a popular misconception
of the manner in which a pugilist Is
topped or knocked out. Its fatal defect

Is In the assertion that a boxer must bo
unconscious In order to be properly
knocked out.

As a matter of fact, unconsciousness
Is tho exception to the rule In knock-
outs. In ninety-nin- e cases out of
one hundred the letters "K. O." after

boxer's name merely indicate that
he was unable to continue boxing ten
seconds after a knockdown: that his
seconds throw In the sponge in token
of defeat; that the referee stopped the
bout In order to prevent further pun-
ishment to a beaten man. or that the
boxer himself, decldlntr ho had no
chance, gave up tho Dattle.

The term knockout has no reference
whatever to unconsciousness. The origi
nal phrase was "knocked out of time,
meaning that the contestant failed to
continue the bout for one of the several
reasons given above.

Jim Corbett was knocked out at Car
son, although conscious and open eyed.

JncK jonnson was Dy no means un
conscious at Havana when knocked out
by Wlllard, for tho negro's knees were
drawn up and one gloved hand was
shading his eyes from the sun's glare.

John U Sullivan was not unconscious
from the blows of Corbett at New
Orleans, yet 'he was counted out and
was therefore knocked out.

Quick lleooverles.
In a very large majority of knock

outs the victims are daxed by a blow
to the Jaw or stomach, but they re
cover almost Immediately. Instances
are numerous of boxers counted out by
the refereo and then attempting to
continue the bout as soon as they re-

covered from temporary disability.
Under the humane rules of boxing a

contestant cannot resume his ring
activities before the referee counts ten
Is not permitted to resume at all and
must leave the ring.

In football and other forms of vigor
ous sport a plaj er, no matter If knocked
unconscious. Is permitted to resume play
as soon as sufficiently revived, thus op-

ening the door to danger of collapse
from exertion following Injury.

All of which goes to show that boxers
are safeguarded by the most humane
rules that apply to any branch of rough
contests and that much of the prejudice
against the ring gamo Is based on Ig-

norance of the facts.

"Welling is tho first top notch Ameri-
can lightweight who can fight at 133
pounds ringside, the legitimate limit, de-

Kid I,avlgne,
Frank Erne, Jo Cans. Jimmle Britt,
Battling Nelson and Ad Wolgast.

"Willlo Illtchle went out of the light-
weight class when he met Freddie Welsh
at 136 pounds at 2 o'clock, which brought
thorn Into tho ring around 138 pounds,
or five pounds over the recognized limit,

"Freddie Welsh has proved In all his
fights in this country since becoming
champion that he cannot make 133
pounds ringside and automatically for- -
felts his title.

Forfeiture of title on account of
weight or any other cause has been
unknown since the Queensberry rules
went into effect. Therefore Britt never
got the lightweight title by forfeiture
and Welsh Is still the world's light-
weight champion.

In substance 133 pounds ringside is
not the limit of the lightweight class
in America, and the figure In all other
boxing countries Is officially 13S.

In Memory of Mmlthaon,

Just how wonderful a hurdler was
Forrest flmlthson, the old Multnomah
A. C. fence flier, can be shown by Bob
Simpson s failure to equal Snilthson s
world's 70 yard high hurdle record at
the monster meet of the Millrose A. A.
In Madison Square Garden last Wednes-
day evening. Smltheon captured loth
hurdle races, hanging up a new record
over the low fences but only coming
within a fifth of a second of Smlthson's
figures In the dash over the tall tim-
bers.

The rare over the high fences was at
70 yards with five (lights ot hurdles.
The record, 8 5 seconds, was made by
Smlthson In Madison Square Garden on
March 10, 1908. Simpson, the greatest
hurdler of all time, pushed to tho limit
by worthy rivals only did 9 seconds laFt
Wednesday evening.

When Simpson hung up his world's
120 yard high hurdle record of 14 ,,

seconds at Columbia. Mo., la May. the
sporting world marvelled nt the feat
Yet wonderful as was Simpson's rare it
scarcely was less brilliant than Smith-son'- s

remarkable race in tho 110 meter
(120.3 yards) hurdle race at the Loudon
Olympiad In 1908.

Smlthson carried Old Glory to vic-

tory in that race in 15 seconds flat. The
race was run on the turf and over thick,
heavy, stationary hurdles, not tho light,
collapsible kind now used. Any hurdler
will tell you th" difference in running
over stationary barriers and collapsible
ones. Smlthson also found tho tuif
strange to him. being accustomed to
racing over the cinders In this country
