LONG EGYPT'S RULER

London, Jan. !9. Everyn Baring,
flrrt Karl of Cromer nni for nearly n
qusrter of a century actual ruler of
ErjTt. lled suddenly this evening Ho
was liorn February 26, 1841.

A the uncrowned Kins of Egypt
tord Cromer was known all over tho
irorlcl. When Itrltlah Agent nnd Consul.
General In Esypt from 1S83 to ISO" he
held In his grasp more power than any
modern ruler, and he used it to rescue
the country from disease, cruelty, star-
vation, Injustice, dirt and despair, a
task at thlch Cleopatra and Napoleon
had failed.

Ho was the son of Henry Baring of
the (treat bankiror house of that name
The father wanted tho son to be a
soldier, and with this ambition the boy
was educated at the Hoyal Military
Academy at Woolwich and then rut Into
the Hoyal 1'nglneern as a subaltern In
1SGS when ho was 17 years old. Ho att-

ained tho rank of major, and In the
line of his duty ho served In 1SGD as
secretary to u rcyal commission to In-

quire Into the cause of a nccro outbreak
In Jamaica, W. I,

Itl First .necr.
He showed tuch ability on that mis-

sion that ho waa taken out of tho army
nd put into tho Held of diplomacy and

finance, exercising his talents In both
directions as secretary, In succession, to
the Viceroy of India, Commissioner of
the E&yptlan Public Debt, Comptroller-Gener- al

In Egypt and as financial mem-
ber of tho council of tho Viceroy of In-

dia.
When the British Government needed

the strongest and best man to undertake
the task of reforming Egypt Major Bar-
ing was selected. The task was colos-
sal; minor officials were collecting ten
tomes the leg.il taxes from the fellaheen
and withholding most of It from the
Government; wealthy landowners were
not paying any taxes at all, but bribing
officials. There was graft and tyranny
In every department of government.
Some of the peasants wera working hard
to pay oft the debts of their grandfath-
ers so they could havo their children
start In life without handicap.

Tho Government was toppling ns the
result of the rottenness of tho financial
structure that was Its base. Specifically,
Egyptian 4 per cent, bondu were selling
for 43; before he resigned Egyptian 3
per rent, bonds found a ready market
at 100.

Attempt at Assassination.
While nominally under the rulershlp

of tho Khedive, Egypt wan virtually a
dependency of Great Britain. Major
Baring did not hesitate to strip of their
dishonest power the cliques .closest to
the Khedive, and this caused many at-
tempts to assassinate him. So many
were unsuccessful that In the course of
a. few years the fellaheen began to be-
lieve that his llfo was charmed.

Meantime ho was bolstering, up the
country's credit, reducing taxation to a
minimum, removing dishonest officials
by the thousand, abolishing forced labor,
building schools and hospitals and In-
stalling sanitation. His biggest single
work was to build tho country's Irrigat-
ion system, considered for years the
model of the world. This greatly In-

creased the country's prosperity, and the
Briton saw to It that tho peasants and
mall fanners received proportionately

the same benefit as the owners of huge
estates

Iml Cromer resigned In 1907 because
of 111 health and received a grant of

::,o,0rtn from Great Britain in recogni-
tion of his services In Egypt Ife had
been nude a baron In 1SPI, a viscount
in 183S and Earl of Cromer, a title
created for him, in 1901.

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STEPHEN MERRITT,

UNDERTAKER, DEAD

Wns Pastor, Friend of Poor,
nnd tho Happiest Man

in Manhattan.

BLIND FOR FIVE YEARS

Assisted at Obscqnios of Grunt,
Daniel Webster and Other

Famous Men.

The Itev. Stephen Merritt, undertaker,
preacher, mission worker and friend of
the poor, died yesterday at his home, 223
Eighth nvenue. In his eighty-fourt- h year.
He had been blind for five years as the
result of cataracts, but up to six weeks
ago, when he was stricken with In-

firmities Incident to old age, he was at
his desk every day. Joyfully doing his
sliaro of work that would havo seemed
a burden to a younger man not so sorely
amictcd.

Although he did a big business in his
day ho was New York's oldest under-tak- er

Stephen Merritt died a poor man.
Among his monuments he left on his
books debts amounting to more than
$100,000, representing unpaid funeral
bills, the greater part of which he never
tried to collect because they were for
services performed for people who ho
knew were too poor to pay. And In the
cases of many of these funerals, he not
only acted as undertaker buf as an or-
dained clergyman ho preached the fu-
neral sermon that gave comfort to tho
living.

Children His Friends.
During his career as an undertaker,

which extended over a period of sixty-fiv- e
years, he assisted and officiated at

the obsequies of somo of the most noted
men of the country, Including President
Ulysses S. Grant. Commander Booth
Tucker of the Salvation Army and
Bishops Simpson and Merrill. Ho as-
sisted at the 'obsequies of Daniel Web-
ster In 1852.

Stephen Merritt was born In this city
on March 6, 1833. and alwayB lived In
the Chelsea section, where everybody
knew him. All his neighbors, particularly
the children, were his personal friends.
When his father died on August 20,
1874, leading an old established under-
taking business at 149 Eighth avenue,
Mr. Merritt, then In his prime at 41, as-
sumed charge of affairs and continued to
conduct funerals while occupying pulpits
as a regular preacher of the Methodist
Church. He had eleven different charges
before he retired as an active minister
and entered heart and soul Into mission
work as a side issue to the undertaking
business.

His charges Included Methodist
churches In Bedford Btreet. Franklin
street. Perry street, Jane street. Eigh-
teenth street and elsewhere. While he
was In charge of the Jane street parish
more than 10,000 persons were con-

verted under his ministrations.
No Par tor Service.

Pastor Merritt never received a cent
as pastor of his various churches. II
always explained that he was abls to
make a living ln the undertaking busi-

ness and didn't need anything from his
reople. On the other hand. It Is known
th.it when It was necessary to piss a
inscription list for church repahs and
other purposes the pastor usually
dropped the hint that he would head the
list, and he usually had his own way
r.bout It.

He waa connected ln the days before
he became blind with a number of mis-

sions, being dean of tho Bowery Mis-

sion. He once conducted mission of
his own at 208 Eighth avenue and fed
from 1,000 to 2,000 poor men a day.

Many stories are told of the undertaker--

preacher's charities, but none I-

llustrates better his ever ready spirit to
help the other fellow than tho story of
the ragged nnd discouraged down and
outer who entered his undertaking es-

tablishment one day and told a hard
lurk tale.

Mr. Merritt looked him over and no
i

ticed that his trousers were in snreas.
Man. you can't get a Job In those

ol-.-" he said with a smile.
Then he excused himself, went up

stairs to his rooms, took off his best
Sunday trousers, gave them to the
stranger, put on an' old pair and re-

sumed his work.
Mr. Merritt ts survived by his widow,

Mary Eliza Merritt. and two daughters,
Mrs. Louis Klopsch, widow of the editor
of the CnrtsHan Herald, and Mrs. Sarah
Crawford, widow of Holmes Crawford,
a lawyer, who died two years ago. There
are also nine grandchildren and four-
teen

The Rev. and Mrs. Merritt celebrated
the golden anniversary of their wedding
on June 4, 1904.
