Henea
these submarine threats, which almost
amount to a declaration of war aguinst
neutrals,

“We nead not be surprized, for the
whole conduct of the German Govern-
ment has been of a piece. They bogan
By Invading Belgium, an innocent couns
try with whisrh ther Lud no quarrel,
merely to guain 4 military wdvantage.
They slaughtered thousands of Innocent
Balglan elvilians, men, women and chil-
d@ren. They drowned (nnocent passen-
Bers anud crews of passetiger anid mer-
chant Wps, many of them neutrals,
1,200 on the Luxitania alons.

“Then the Germun Government stood
by and tacitly acqulesced in the plan of
thelr Turkish allles ta exterminite the
whole Christlun nation of Armenlans
with unheard of crueltics, when thev
could have stopped the massacres by
warning the Turks te desist.  Instead
they have been conferring honors on
the bloodthirsty ruffinn, Enver (Turk-
ish War Minister), the principal auther
of the massacres.

Belgians Made Slaves,

“And now they are carrying inte sla-
wery many thourand peaceful Helgian
workmen, who are driven by force to
toll aguinst thelr own eountry and help
maintaia In Helzlum' German tyranny
of thaspe who have heen slaughtering
their fellow countrymen,

“All these acts show abxolute disre-
gard not only of Internatlonal lyw and
treaty obligations but, whiat s far worse,
scorn for the fitst principles of justles
and humanity.

It has put itself out-
side the paln of ecivilization and the
Interests of civillzation require thut f1s
methods he Lranded Ly defeat. so 1hat
no otlier government will ever hereufior
repeat them. Nothing less thun defea:
will do. Nothing Iees than defent wiil
show the Germun peopls thit they must
Eet rid of such rulers.”

Mr. Bryce when asked why lie thought |
the German action towsrd reutrals had
brought paace nearer replied :

"Because the Germun Government has
ftaelf declared this unbridied submn-
rine warfare, directed ugalnst ney-
trales as woll as belligerents, to he (i
last resource, If this falls everything
Wil have falled, so they tell us them-
Selves through their nawspapers.
