AttnrU In Oee'p Sliorr
The German attack began on Monday

after violent artillery fire. On a consid-
erable front tho gray clad lines started
through deep snow, clambering up to tho
Russian positions perched upon heights.
They captured one height.

No sooner had night come than a Rus-la- n

counter attack to regain the height
was launched. All night Jong Russians
and Germans struggled hand to hand,
hurled bombs, raked each other's ranks
with machlno guna as one or another bit
of trench changed hands. When morn-
ing came, however, tho brown clad Rus-
sians were back on the mountain top and
the gray lines hud fallen back, leaving
IS3 prisoners.

Hut the Germans were preparing an-
other attack. It was launched again on
a wide front and succeeded at some
points. The fighting lasted the entire
day and the lines swayed forward and
back until Anally the Russians were
forced from two heights and had to re-
treat two-thir- of a mile to a new posi-
tion, where they dug themselves In.

The Official Ilenurts.
The oftlcUl accounts of this and other

fighting on the eastern front follows :

German Front of Archduke Joseph
In the Meste Canescl sector yester-

day our troops gained new successes.
Several Russian positions were
stormed and held against violent
counter attacks. The number of pris-
oners rose to twenty-thre- e onVers and
more than 1,200 men, the amount of
fcooty to three cannon, twelve machine
guna and sir mine throwers.

Front of Field Marshal von Macken-e- n

Along the Sereth' and Danubo
there were outpost skirmishes and ar-
tillery Are.'

Russian During February II the
Germans, .after violent artillery prep-
aration, attacked "with strong forces
our positions on both sides of the
Jacobenl-Klmpalun- g high road and
after a number of attacks occupied a
height two and one-ha- lt miles east of
Jacobenl. On tho rest of tho front
all the attacks were beaUn back.

Monday night our detachments by
counter attack' and after an obsti-

nate battle lasting all night dislodged
the enemy from the height and re-
stored the position, capturing seven
German officers and 146 men. In this
battle the gallant regimental com-land- er

Col. Tosenke was killed.

Germans Take Offensive.
Tuesday the enemy, after strong

artillery preparation and with superior
forces, again assumed the offensive on
both sides of the same high road.
After a battle that lasted the entire
day the enemy captured two heights
about two and a half mllea east of
Jacobenl. Our detachments withdrew
two-thir- of a mil and occupied a
fcalght about on mil aast of Jacobenl,
Where they consolidated themselves.

On the remaining sectors of the Ru-
manian front there were scouting re-
connaissances and Infantry firing.

Galtctan Front After very Intense
artillery preparation. In which shells
charged with chemicals were used, the
Germans In strength of mora than a
battalion attacked our detachments
occupying positions south of Drls.
vlaty Lake (below Dvlnslc, on tho
northern end of the front), and broke
Into our trenches. They were driven
back and our positions were reestab-
lished as a result of our fire and coun-
ter attacks.

In the neighborhood of the villages
of Semankl and Lechenlata the Ger-
mans discharged poisonous gases. The
number of casualties has not been as.

attained.
Monday night the Germans attacked

ur positions In the region north of
Klselln (In Volhynla, northwest of
ZiUtsk). They were stopped by our
curtain of fire. In the region north-We- st

of Clekslnets our dotachments
after an obstinate struggle occupied
tho near edge of a crater formed by
an explosion.

Our airplanes dropped bombs on the
Povrusk railway station east of
Kovel and on the depots north of tho
Fovursk station. Bombs were dropped
on tho station at Rodenrols, east or
Riga; cn the little town of Uhlnhof,
In tho vldnlty of Frledrlehstadt ; on
Valelka, the village of 8vlatlca, north
of Vygonov liako, south of Klselln ; on
JUdilvllov and In the regions south of
Brody. In the Riga region, south of
Frledrlehstadt and west of Dvlnsk
three enemy airplanes caught by .our
fire were forced to descend behind the
enemy lines. East of Kovel Pilot
Captain Kostratzkl fought six aerial
engagements with German machines.

not phllanthroptnttly ent out tho
boundaries of the blockado zono In
which German undersea boats will sink
nil ncutrnl vcssols without warning.

Capt. Wlllem Krol, after his wireless
operator had given him the Arlington
warning, called his officers together,
plotted out tho restricted area and found
that they could not get to Rotterdam
without going through tho zono, and that
the only other ports open to thero
seemed to bo Vigo, Spain, and Bergen,
Norway.

Tho skipper then decided, that ho
would rather turn back to New York
than take doubtful chanced at ports that
might have llttlo'or no coal. Bo on his
own responsibility, when ho was 140
miles from the danger area and 400
inllet west of the Irish coast, ho headed
for Sandy Hook. Tho passengers did
not know what was happening until noon
tho next day, when the skipper ad-
dressed them at luncheon, telling about
tho new German order and that he
thought It best for their safety to land
them In New York.

Homo passengers wero much disap-
pointed, but most of the twenty Ameri-
cans took tho decision good hunmredly
and were' glad to get back. Fifteen
voyagers engaged passage by wireless
aboard the Scandinavian-America- n liner
Frederlk VIII., which left hero yester-
day afternoon. The Ryndam had ample
coal for the fifteen day excursion and
plenty of food. Hhe brought back a large
quantity of wheat and flour consigned

THINKS AMERICANS

SAFE IN GERMANY

Berlin Trade Association Sees
No Ilcason to Be Alarmed

or Hysterical.

Bekus, via London, Fob. 14. An ap-
peal to Americans In Germany not to
become alarmed and to conduct their
business as usual Is contained In tho
weekly bulletin of the American Asso-
ciation of Commerce and Trade, an or-
ganization representing American busi-
ness Interests In Germany. The bulletin
says :

"Americans resident In Germany
should always boar In mind that during
the present war reports and Information
reaching Germany must pass for the
greater part through cables and censor-
ships of nations waging war on Ger-
many. It la not to be supposed that
these nations will permit favorable re-
ports to reach the ears of Americans
residing In Germany or countries allied
with Germany.- Wo say without the
slightest hesitation that reports of every
nature must be taken with a grain of
salt. We cannot know definitely what
the situation Is, and certainly cannot
know the Intentions of those who are at
present at the head of the Government
of the United States. It Is our belief
that they do not desire war with any
nation in the world, and certainly the
traditional friendship of more than one
hundred years between Germany and
the United States is a good guarantee
that these relations should continue,

"At the present time we cannot see
any reason why Americans should be-
come alarmed or hysterical and neglect
or abandon their business. We know
there are many Americans In Germany,
owners of businesses or representatives
of firms, who would suffer almost Irrep-
arable loss should they leave the coun-
try. Establishments once closed and the
personnel dispersed will have difficulties
In reopening, and many years of valu-
able labor would be lost.

"No matter how the situation may
develop we believe Americans In Ger-
many, who conduct themselves properly
and circumspectly, will have nothing to
fear and will In no way be disturbed.
The treaty of 1799 between Prussia and
the United .State, as well as subsequent
treaties between the two countries,
guarantee full protection to the citizens
of the respectlvo countries."

The association Is continuing Its ac-
tivities as usual and American Arms In
Germany are also carrying on their
business. Only three or four members
of the American dentists colony In Ber-
lin, which Is qulto numerous, have left
Germany, and the remaining Americans
In the German capital are apparently
settling down to their usual routine
after the flurry following the breach of
relations with the United States.

HEAVY FIGHTING IS

RESUMED ON CARSO

Italians Bepnlso Attacks of
Anstrians in St. Peter Dis-

trict Big Guns Active.

London, Fab. 14. Artillery and raiding
operations along tho Austro-Italla- n front
are reported In the Vienna headquarters
statement of February IS as follows t

In the Vlppach Valley (Car so Pla-
teau), lively artillery engagements
continued yesterday. The Italians
fired numerous gas grenades. Hostile
nttacks from tho district of St Peter
were repulsed. The number of pris-
oners brought In south of the Coalba
Gorge has Increased to three officers
and eighty-eig- ht men. Near the Tonal
Pass (Trentlno front) our troops sur-
prised a hostile point of support and
took prisoners twenty-thre- e Italians.
The Austrian headquarters report for

February 12 announced the capture In
the Coalba Gorgo operation of two of-
ficers and about sixty men, with one ma-
chlno gun, two "pistol machine guns"
and one nrine thrower. It also reported
rather lively artillery activity on the
Cnrso and In tho Vlppach Valley and
successful raiding operations In Tyrol.

The Austrian Admiralty announces ;

On the afternoon of Febnnry 11 a
group of our seaplanes undertook a
successful reconnoitring raid to Avlona
(Albania), Santl Quaranta and Corfu,
Another group of seaplanes In tho
early morning hours of February 12
attacked torpedo boats and military
objects at Brlndlsl (In Italy, on the
Adriatic). Hits were obtained with
bombs. All the seaplanes returned un-
damaged.

The Italian War Office says:
Our artillery Are has again reached

nnd hi: tho station at Tarvls. In the
zone north of Sober. In the Gortlx
district, nn enemy attack last night
wns completely repulsed.

Knemy aviators dropped a few
bombs on Le Vallone, on the Carso,
and on the Laruna dl Grndo. They
were driven off by our artillery and
pursuit airplane.

BRITISH WIN MORE

GROUND ON SOMME

Captnro Fortified Post Near
Orandcourt in Now Attacks

With Largo Forces.

FIGHTING VERY BITTER

Germans in Dugouts Kef uso to
' Surrender nnd Mnny Are

Killed by Hnig's Men.

London, Feb. 14. Fkshtlng on the
Ancre and Somme fronts continued to-
day, with the British tho aggressors.
Halg's men captured a German fortified
post near Orandcourt, south of the An-
cre, but north of the Ancre the German
statement reports that tho British were
repulsed.

These British attacks, made In strong
force, wero aimed at tho capture of tho
stronghold of Serre village, whero tho
Germans have held out stubbornly since
the beginning of the Somme offensive
last July. Tho British advanced twlco
nnd reached tho Gorman trenches, but
were thrown back after derperato hand
to hand fighting. Berlin says.

On the remainder of the front In
France and Belgium there has been great
activity by patrols and artillery In which
the troops of all four armies German,
British, French and Belgian engaged.
The official statement Issued y fol-

low.:

Large Force In Attack.
German Army group of Crown

Prince Rupprecht: On tho north bank
of the Ancre tho enemy after a very
violent artillery preparation continued
his attacks, employing strong forces
of Infantry, Before noon two attacks
were made south of Serre. Both wero
repulsed In hand to hand ti'Shtlns.
Enemy detachments which gained a
footing before our front wero driven
away at the point of the bayonet. Our
artillery directed un effective annihi-
lating Are against further reenforee-ment- s

north of the Ancre, and In tho
afternoon south of the river, which
were observed to be held In readiness.

Aa far as the Somme and also In
other sectors there was violent artil-
lery fighting.

Army group of the German Crown
Prince: We mado successful recon-
noitring advances In the salient at
St Mlhlel and on the west slope of tho
Voeses.

Enter Orrmin Trenches.
British Durinr the day we cap-

tured an enemy strong point southeast
of Orandcourt and took a few prison-
ers. Another very successful raid was
carried out this morning northeast of
Arras. We penetrated 250 yard Into
the enemy's defences and reached his
third line of defences. Two machine
gun emplacements and a number of
dugouts were completely destroyed.
Many of the enemy wero killed In the
riugouts, which they refused to leave'.
We captured forty prisoners and a ma-
chine gun. Our casualties were very
light

We also entered the German lines
last night on the Somme and north-
east of Ypres and Inflicted considerable
casualties,

A hostile raid attempted east of
during tho night was re-

pulsed. A second enemy party reached
our trenches south of Messlnes, but
was quickly ejected.

Three of the enemy's ammunition
dumps were exploded y by our
artillery fire. North of Ypres we
caused a fire In the enemy's lines.

One German airplane was destroyed
In the air nghtlng- yesterday on our
side of the line and one of our ma-
chines was brought down.

The French Report.
French East of Rhelms wo carried

out a surprise attack In tho sector of
Prosnes. The two artilleries were ac-
tive during the day In tho regions of
Les Malsons de Champagne and St.
Hllalre, and also on the left bank of
the Meuse In the sectors of Hill 304
and Le Mort Homme.

In the i.oevre ,our batteries
shelled enemy organizations

north of. Fllrey. The day was rela-
tively calm everywhere else.

German airplanes In the evening
dropped bombs In the region of Dun-
kirk. Several of the clvlt population
were killed and others wero wounded.
Nancy likewise was bombarded by
airplanes thin morning. There wero
no casualties.

Last night our air squadrons dropped
projectiles on aviation grounds at
Etrelllers (Alsne) and Ranuourt
(Somme), on the railway stations at
Athles, Hombleux, Voyenne, Curchy,
St Quentln and Ham, and also on
manufactories east of Tergnler, where
several explosions occurred.

The Belgian Report.
Belgian Last night an enemy at-

tack on our posts east of Pervys
failed. To-da- y there was an artillery
duel along the whole front
The French afternoon statement says :

Patrol encounters occurred last
night In the region of Solssons and In
the Champagne, near Tahuro. In Lor-
raine an attack by tho enemy In tho
sector of Baccarat was broken up by
our Are. In Alsace, east of Mctzeral,
we mado a successful surprise attack
and took prisoners. Elsewhere on tho
front there was Intermittent artillery
fighting.

This morning a German aviator
dropped bomb on Dunkirk. There
wero no victims and no damage was
done. In tho vicinity of PompeSr
(Mcurthe et Moselle) bombs were
dropped. Two civilians were killed
and two wero wounded.

Reduction From 1,000 to 250
Jfadc !y Military Affairs

Committee.

HITS THE DEFENCE ACT

General Staff's Plan for Uni-

versal Training Laid Be-

fore Baker.

Washington, Feb. 14. Further In-

roads by the "small army" member! of
the Military Affairs Committee Into the
preparedness programme laid down In
the national defence act of last year nro
brought to light by a study of tho bill

by the committee. Considera-
tion of the bill will be taken up In the
Iloubo

Tho national defence act called for an-

nual Increases In the professional army,
both as to commissioned and enlisted
personnel. It was realized when the act
was passed that thn Increase In the en-

listed personnel, except In time of na-

tional emergency, would be problemati-
cal and certain changes were made In
the lawB governing enlistments with a
view to bringing a larger number of re-

cruits Into the army.
At the same time It was frequently

emphasized In debate that the Important
part of the personnel provided Involved
commissioned officers, as the finished of-

ficer Is tho product of several years
training and the efficiency of the enlisted
man Is regulated wholly by the training
of his officer.

WJth this In view the act was framed
In such a way as not to limit the com-
missioned personnel by the success In
recruiting of the enlisted force of each
annual Increment.

Limit on Officers.
The bill recently reported amends tho

act by limiting the appointment of com-
missioned officers for each annual In-
crement to tho requirements tn tactical
strength of tho enlisted personnel avail-
able. The net result of this Is a curtail-
ing In tho number of officers which the
President Is authorized to appoint from
1,000 to 250.

Commenting on tills George II. Myers,
secretary of the Army League, In a
statement y says:

'The provision reduces the number of
officers, that the President was author-
ized to appoint under the national

act on July 1, 1917, from 1,000 to
250. This Is done by requiring the army
to be enlisted to the strength provided
for in the second Increment of the

act before tho officers can be ap-
pointed.

"While plans were being discussed for
raising a volunteer army of 500,000 In
tho event of war the committee took
steps to reduce tho number of trained
officers. Tho country will bo In greater
need of trained officers If it continues
tho volunteer system than If It mlopts
any universal military training policy.
Under any system It Is recognized by
those who have given any thought to
this subject that we will have a shortage
of officcnt.

"Tho committee In adopting thin
amendment recommended

a bill which was Introduced by Repre-
sentative TUson of Connecticut who
served as a colonel of h National Guard
regiment on the border. Col. Tllson's
bill proposes that a corps of officers be
developed for the training of a force of
citizen soldiers. To a great extent It
separates officers from the organizations
of the regular army. It fixes their rank
on the length of their service nnd makes
It possible to use them In tho training
of citizens without Interfering with tho
efficiency of tho regular army.

"Col. Tll'on's bill would not only re-
duce the expenses to the Government of
tho future Increments of the army but
would make It necessary for an officer
to servo so many years In tho army be-

fore he would bo promoted."

General Staff' Proposal.
A detailed plan for the establishment

of a national policy of universal mili-
tary training nnd service was laid before
Secretary Baker y by the Army
General Staff. It differs radically from
that provided for In the Chamberlain
bill, In that a full year of training would
be required aa the absolute minimum.
The Senate bill Is baaed on six months
training. i

The staff bill was submitted, to each
of the thirty-si- x members of that bod;
and represents their opinion. It Is un-
derstood to have been worked out In
much greater detail than the Senate bill,
which leaves wide departmental power
to prescribe regulations.

Secretary Baker has Indicated that the
recommendation of the staff will be
made public later, even In the event that
the plan does not receive the Adminis-
tration's approval, so that It can serve
ns a basts for discussion bofore the
country after the adjournment of Con-
gress, and can be compared with the
Hennte plan. Advocates of universal
servlei. "ive urged that a referendum bo
taken whun public sentiment has been
crystallized on the question.

In numerous public nddresses Secre-
tary Baker has made references to com-
pulsory servlco which have been In-

terpreted by somo army officers, as an
Indorsement of some such system, but
neither he nor President Wilson has
definitely committed himself. With the
staff and Senate bills now available
many officials believe the question will
receive serious consideration at the
White House, particularly In view of
strained International relations.

B. C, Allen commanding, left the yard
early In tho morning, nn hour after
sealed orders had been received. It
was a double surprise the speedy com-
pletion of the repair work which made
her departure possible at this time and
the order to leavo within the hour for a
secret goal. If the work on the cruiser
Birmingham and the six submarines
now at the yard has been rushed with
equal speed they too ought to be ready
soon' for seafaring.

The older men nre requested to apply
to the Navy Department for places In
the Naval Reserve ships, so that their
places on tho country's newest and most
formidable fighting craft may be filled
with younger men.

Tho request also discloses that repair
work on tho Arizona, like that on the
destroyer Sampson which left the yard
yesterday, has surpassed expectations In
the matter of speed. The Arizona
stripped her turbines several months
ago and It was feared she would not
be ready for active service before April.
It Is now said the work will bo com-
pleted In a few days.

SOCIALISTS ATTACK

MILITARY TRAINING

Assembly Hearing on Pre-

paredness Measures Enliv-

ened ly JInch Talk.

AuiAST. Feb. 14. L!eut-Co- l. Fred-
erick A. Wells of Brooklyn, who served
on the Mexican bonier with tho Twenty-thir- d

Regiment until he reelgned to run
for the Assembly and Is chairman of
the Military Committee, defended the
service of National Guardsmen on the
border against attacks of the Socialists
at a hearing to-d- on tho Shlplaeoff
bill to repeal the Stivers conscription
law and the Slater military training net

The commltteo also heard arguments
for and against the Meyer bill for com-
pulsory mllltnry camp service and the
Welsh bill extending military training
provisions of tho Slater act to all work-
ing boys between the ages of 16 and 19.
The efTect of the latter bill is to provide
for not more than three hours of mili-
tary training a week for every boy. In-

stead of only to school boys of the pre-
scribed ages.

The Socialists, headed by Assembly-
man' Shlplaeoff. rapped everything and
everybody connected with the National
Guard nnd militarism generally. Col.
Wells Insisted that the unfair critU-Is-

would not be tolerated. There were
pacifists, Quakers and Socialists lined
up ngalnst all tho preparedness meas-
ures. They Included Winter Russell of
New York. Dr. Henry Newman of
Brooklyn, James Danahym, a Columbia
University student ; Edward Thomas,
Miss Caroline Brooks. Mrs. Helen Fisher
and Mrs. Bella Neumann.

The Socialists Intimated that they
would go to Jail tn preference to obey-
ing the laws the legislator proposed.
Dr. John II. Ftnley, chairman of the
Military Training Commission, smiled
while the Socialistic pyrotechnics were
Illuminating the Assembly Chamber, and
In discussing the bills explained their
purpose. Half a dozen other speaker
favored the bills Including Dr. Thomas
A. Storey, State Inspector of Physical
Training, and Mrs. C. Fisher Meyer of
New Tork.

"We believe It most essential." said
Dr. Storey, "that the youth of our State
should receive proper physical and mil-
itary training. We recognlzo the wlsdonj
of giving force nnd effect to the pro-
visions of the Constitution of tho State
in relation to tho defenslvo forces of
the State. Wo believe that this training
!s necessary to bring to tho youth of
tho State n realization of tholr duty
and obligation to their fellow men and
to their country."

I wanted to see where we were at
I felt that the prices were going too high
and that there was too much specula-

tion.
"On of my friends expressed the

opinion that wa were on the v of a
much larger speculation. I said I hoped
to bo out of the (business before It came.
But what gavo me the greatest concern
at tho time was tho lack of short In-

terest In the muket"
Mr. Bache sold that no opinion was

expressed at thi meeting as to whether
stocks would gv up further, nor was
thero any argument as to a drop,
"Everybody was thero to get facts and
to make his own opinion," tio said. In
answer to Mr. Whipple's request Mr.
Bache gave the following figures as to
the number of stocks held on long ac-
counts and tho short Interest for the fol-
lowing days:

Mr. Bache explained that In the short
Interest wss o big block of United Btates
Steel common that had been sold for a
customer abroad but which could not
be delivered because of the war. Mr.
Bache said that none of Ms customers
was an employee or an official of the
Government.

In the morning George A. Ellis of
Hutton & Co., who had testified In
Washington, was recalled. He said In
answer to questions that E. F. Hutton
had rtarted tor Savannah to leave on
his houseboat for a long trip. That
wns because of lit health.

Mr. Whipple Shocked.
Mr. Whipple wanted to know the con-

dition of Hosmer Barrett and was
shocked to learn that the witness, hav-
ing recovered from an Illness that re-
quired two nurses, had gone to Memphis,
Tenn., because of Illness In the family.
Mr. Whipple desired to get moro In-

formation In regard to the telegram
that had been sent by J. Fred Essary,
newspaper correspondent In Washing-
ton, over Connolly & Co.'s private wire
on December 20 forecasting the Presi-
dent's peace note. Mr. Whipple got Mr.
Ellis to admit that Hr. Hutton prob-
ably had seen that message.

Tho absence of the two brokers
aroused the anger of Mr. Whipple. He
made a statement to the committee ask-
ing whether It would not be wise to Issue
subpoenas for the two men. He said :

".Mr. Hutton has not been finally dis-
missed. We understood that he was al-
ways available. I am astounded that he
has left town. The committee Is now con-
fronted with a startling situation.

"Connolly on the witness stand in
New York swore that he, and he alone,
was the author of the Washington tele-
gram. It has been proved that he was
not the author. Ho testified In the pres-
ence of Mr. Hutton, and this could not
have escaped his attention,

"It appears now that Hutton must
havo seen tho telegram signed 'Essary.'
Therefore Hutton knew when he Jieard
Connolly testify that he was not telling
the truth and that a misstatement was
being foisted on the committee. Some
time ago It was advertised that the com-
mittee would resume In New York, and
Mr. Hutton found It convenient yester-
day to go South. It he were hero. In
view of the allegations of frankness
made by him and the members of his
firm, he might give his views."

Rebukes Administered.
Though an executive session was sug-

gested It was not held until the noon re-

cess. After that Mr. Whipple made an-
other statement severely censuring Mr.
Hutton and Mr. Barrett and announcing
that the men would not be called as wit-
nesses unless they chose to return to tho
city of their own accord. Concerning
Mr. Hutton he said:

"This commltteo In Its report can
make the Inferences which circumstances
and the absence of Mr. Hutton would
seem to Justify, and thus Congress will
have all of this nutter that seems neces-
sary for them to deal with: but If Mr.
Hutton and the members of his firm do
not think It to their advantage that this
gentleman Hutton should come hero
and lay before this committee the bene-
fit of his knowledge the responsibility
must rest with them, and rest with them
alone."

Concerning Mr. Barrett Mr. Whipple
said that Mr. Barrett was apparently
selling stocks short on tho morning of
December 20, and continued:

"Mr. Barrett apparently Is the only
man who can lay Information before this
committee which would exonerato his
firm from tho Inferences which must
otherwise bo drawn, but the committee
can and perhaps are bound to make the
report, upon the Inferences from existing
facts and the absence of Mr. Barrett un-
der these circumstances, that neither h
nor his partners wish to Justify them-
selves before the country and before this
committee from the Inferences that
otherwise must Inevitably bo drawn. Thep., nnn I K 4 I. - A

Mr. Content' Statement.
Harry Content produced a statement

of his accounts between December 11
and 23 Inclusive. He said he knew of
no men In official Ufa who had accounts
with his firm. Ho was questioned about
his own dealings during tho week of the
peace talk and ho explained that ho had
been short of stocks up to December 20,
but had gone long. "I think that on
December !l,"""rie said, "I lost about
$35,000. I heard wo wero on the verge
of war and I sold everything."

Mr. Content said that the only ad-
vance Information he had about tho
peace note had come over the stock
ticker o,n the afternoon of December 20.
He was asked next about Mr. Lawson's
account with his firm. In nnswer to

It was on December 20 that the tip on
the peace note was put out Mr. Content
explained that bolween December 11 and
23 Lnwaon bought 23,700 shares of stock
and sold 20,800 shares. He explained
that these figures Included 5,200 share
which Lawson had sold short on Decem-
ber 9.

Mr. Content said that on December 22,
taking Into consideration certain stocks
still held by Mr. Lawson, the Boston
man's profits were $27,000. Down In
Washington Lawson could not guess
within 1600,000 what he had mad on
Hi slump In price.

Union "Always Peculiar."
Representative Garrett gave an un-

usual twist to the Inquiry by asking Mr.
Content: "Do you know of any peculiar
conduct that marked Mr. Lawson's life
since the death of his wlfer'

"Ho was always peculiar," said Mr.
Content

"Do you know whether It was a cus-
tom to have a plate set at table for his
wlfer'

"I never heard of It"
"Have you heard that he always pur-

chases a seat for hit wife when h goes
to tho theatre?"

"I don't bolleve that, for J have gone
to the theatre with him."

J. B. Regan, proprietor of the Hotel
Knickerbocker, who testified during the
afternoon, said that he knew Intimately
Mr, Tumulty, the President's Secretary.
He testified that Mr. Tumulty stopped at
his hotel on December 2 and 3 and on
December 17 and 18. When Secretary
Tumulty arrived on December 18 Mr.
Regan had met him at the station with
an automobile and taken him to the
Knickerbocker.

"Ho dined with me as my guest that
evening," said Mr. Regan, "and I saw
him the next day for half an hour."

Mr. Regan said that ho was accus-
tomed to speculate In stocks and among
his other ventures 1,000 shares of
United States Steel bought on December
22 and sold on the following day. He
said he received no hint of the forth-
coming peace note from Mr. Tumulty on
December 17 or 18. He explained that
Mr. Tumulty had come on to New Tork
to attend a Lambs gambol and was
asked by one of the Congressmen to de-
scribe a gambol for tho record. Mr.
Regan did so.

Mr. Regan said that he was not In
any syndicate or pool for dealing In
stocks at any time.

Other Wltnemes Called.
Among other witnesses called during

the day was Charles I. Hudson of C. L
Hudson & Co. He said he had no Gov-
ernment clerks or officials among Ms
clients. Stuart S. Glbboney, mentioned
In Lawson's gossip aas a for
Secretary McAdoo and his brother. Mal-
colm McAdoo, denied that he knew Mal-
colm McAdoo. He had no Information
concerning the peace nota and he did
not deal In stocks. He was a friend, of
Secretary McAdoo, socially and politi-
cally

J. Horace Harding of C. D. Barney &
Co. denied emphatically that eny Gov-
ernment official, Socretary McAdoo or
Mr. Glhboney had any dealings with his
firm. He nad no foreknowledge of the
peace note except what appeared in the
stock ticker. He had not filed with the
chairman of the Stock Exchange Clear-
ing House any statement of his cus-
tomers' accounts and was unwilling to
do so except on the express promise thnt
nobody but members of tho committee
should see that list

Frederick R, Lockwood of T, M. Lock-woo-

& Co. and Louis Sterling of Logan
A Bryan were the last two witnesses of
the day. Both denied havlr.g any Gov-
ernment clerks or officials on their list
of customers. The Inquiry' will be re-
