Justice direct Instead of the usual
three commissioner. Justice BIJur will
have to apiuiilae twelve pleees of prop,
erty over which eerloua disputes have
arl'cn to their value.

Assistant Cuiporatlon Counsel Joel 1
Squires pol''l out that under the new
statute the Justice wan exixcted to do In
short order what It had taken condem-
nation commissioners! several months to
cover In occasional hearings. On this
feature the Justice remarked:

"I havo never dona a condemnation
conniilssUmer'a work before, but I know
that If the duty devolves upon m to de-

termine question of f.ict In values and
questions of apportionment Involving; the
assessment of damaKes which are very
serious matters I can't do that by proxy
and 1 can't do It In casual moments. Nor
can I do It In ten minutes by going
through a mere form of 'viewing' the
property.

"It means that I will havo to bo up
there and spend considerable time nt
least In examining the property and the
surroundings and much more time In de-

termining the Issuea Involved. Uy legis-
lative warrant I am not endowed with
ability to do in llvo minutes what usually
takes three men many days to accom-
plish.
