Washington Officials Not Sur-
prised by Admission of
Anti-American Move.

Wasminaron, March 3.—News that
Berlln had confirmed the authenticlty of
the Zimmermann note suggesting a
Mexican-Japaness alllance with Qer-
many In case of war with the United
Blates dld not surprise President Wilson
or Becretary Lansing. Mr, Lansing had
ne comment to make. Officlals of the
State Department take the view that the
press reports coming by way of the sem!-
official Wolff's Agency from Berlin vir-
tually amount to an official announce-
ment direct from the Wilhelmatrasss. It
Is regarded as certaln that the German
censora never would have permitted pe-
ports to go out of Berlin confirming the

story unless the Forelgn OfMlce had been
consulted and had sanctioned the course.

Ag a result of the confirmation, the
Zimmermann note §s now viewsd In a
different lght In ofMckal and particularly
n diplomatie clrcles here.  The whole-
fnle charges that {t =ignifled dupileity
and perfidy on the part of the lmperial
German Government are generally char-

: acterized as unfounded.

View of Diplomats.

Diplomats point out that in view of
the present relutiors between Germany
and the United Htates there I8 nothing
particularly out of the way in Germany's
proposing to Mexico that shs form an
alllance and seek to obtalp the ald of
Japan In order to help the Berlin Gov-
ernment make war on the United States
if hostilities arise,

It i& admittedly & war measure and
& measure destined, If successful, to re-
sult In the carving up of portions of the
United States, but it would bo to Ger-
many's intereat to accomplish this, and it
Is to be assumed, 1i s explained, thas
the German Government will seek overy
means of Injuring this country In the |
event of war, It Is furthermore ex-
pluined that Germany expects war will
follow the severance of diplomatic rela-
tlons.

Count von Bernstorft said publicly he-
fore leaving this country that he re-
garded war between Germany and the
U'nited States as Inevitable, He de-
clared that war would certainly follow
severance of relations and he Is under-
stood to have told Secretary Lansing on
several occaslons that his Government
would regard the peverance of diplo-
matle relations as virtually tantamount
tir war. .

At the order of the German com-
mander a boat was lowered from the
Dutch freighter anid her papers were
sent 1o the sulbimersible, The submarine
differed greatly from any of the othera
wihich the ship's officers had seen. It
wppeared a mere baby beside the huge
U-bhoats, There appearcd to be hardiy
uny deck space.

After the German commander (n-
spected the papers he returned them,
saying grimly:

“You were lucky to have met us to-
day. We wlll 1st you go this time, but
don't come back to these waters again"
