Arriving at the Whitse House the
President and his official party tarried
twenty minutes for refreshments before
proceeding to the reviewing stand, There
for more than two hours thes Chief
Executive acknowledged the malutey of
purticlpants in the pageant in his honot.

from the grim, appreclative comments
of those who most Intimately have the
destiny of tha natlon in thelr keeping,
the President might have been review-
ing part of an army starting from the
capital to defend the nation's integrity
and honor.
