tective Pugllgnan! pulled out ten pounds
of copper wire from a corner. e had
nothing to say when a fiask of powder,
miarked “TuPon! sample,” was un-
earthed, Then came a shirt, bearing
Kolb's lnundry mark. In it was wrapped
a completed bomb, This bomb was

seven Inches in length and one and a half
inches In dlameter. That bomb was
loaded. It was made of zinc and was
encased In a copper sheathing which had
numerous holes. There was & hole for
the fuse, which had been closed with a
plece of adhesive tape,

Says Friend Owng Explosive,

“How about this?" asked Capt.
Tunney, holding the bomb out to him.

“I never saw It bhefore,” answered
Kolb emphatically., “That must belong
to Karl."

“Who's Karl?"

“Karl's a friend of mine. He visita
me often and gives me money. He
wanted to work In my room."”

But inquiries as to who Kuarl was and
where he lived brought no Infoarmation
from the prisoner. Kolb did not know
where Karl lived, what was his last
name or anything more about him.

The detective dug up another bomb
of mbout the pame size, but not quite
finlshed, Both It and the first one
found contained some sort of explosive.
Detectivea handled both gingerly, and
were glad to hand them over to B, F.
Horn and another expert of the bureau
of combustibles of New York. Supt
Eagan of the bureau took them last night
for & thorough examination and pro-
nounced them highly explosive and
capable of doing much damage.

More Materials Found.

After the police had safely put the
two bombs out of reach they continued
thelr search of the room. They found
metal contalners, which had been con-
structed apparently as carriera for the
completed bombs. They found threa
chemienl glass tubes, In one was gaso-
lene; In another bénzine and In a third
nleohol. ‘Ihere was & large bundle of
cotton in the room. In Kolh's porkets
wna found a pair of pliers that might
have heen used In making the bomhs,
