BRITISH GRIP FIRM
ON SOMME FRONT

Germans Dispersed by Shells
as They Mass for Third
Counter Attack.

RAIDN ON FRENCH SECTOR

Entente Aviators Drop Shells
on Railway Stations and
Hangars of Foe.

Loxpox, March §.—The British appear
to bes holding thelr own east of Bou.
chavesnes, on the Somme front, where
Peronne |s threatened. The Germans
massed to-day for a counter attack on
the trenches forming the first line, which
they lost recently, but their forces, ace
cording to the British headquarters
statement, were dispersed by tha de-
fenders' fire. Had this counter action
been carried out It would have heen the
third In as many days, ench resulting
unsuccessfully.

Although Berlin announces that at-
tacks made on other German lines last
night, afier violent artillery preparation
by the British, falled of thelr purpose,
to-night's British statement aaserts that
& successful rald on German trenches
was made early this morning.

Meanwhile an attempt by the Ger-
mans last night to drive the French
from trenches in the reglon of Caurieres
wood and Douaumont, which the French
took yesterday, was without success.

Report of the Britiah,
To-night's Britlsh statement follows:

Last night further progress Wwas
made by our troops northwest of Irles
and north of Puisieux-au-Mont.

We ralded the enemy’s trenches sast
of Hourhavesnes enrly this morning.
Later the enemy wus seen missing
for a counter attack on the trenches
recently captured from him in that
area and was dispersed by our fire.

The night French atutement follows :

Between the Ovise and the Avre our
fire ahattered German organizations
northwest of ‘Moulin-sous-Toutvent and
demolished casemates and sheiters
north of Autreches.

On the right bank of the Meuse
violent artillery actions took place
nlong the entire front of Les Cham-
brettes-Bezonvaus, There was no
Infantry action. The cannonade was
Intermittent on the rest of the front.

The French statement |ssued this af.
ternoon follows:

On the right bank of the Meuse the
fighting continued north of Caurleres
wood. The Germans attempted to
eject us from the new elemenis of
trenches reconquerad by ux yesterday
All atiacks broke down under our fire
and counter attacks. Artillery fight-
Ing continues, In the region north of
Dovaumont two surprive attacks de-
live=ed by us, one mouth of Lamaigny,
the other In the sector of Amerlz-
willer, allowed us to take some prison-
ern. Elsewhere the night was calm.

Rallway Siations Bombarded.

It is confirmed that one of our alr
pilots brought down a German aviator
on March 4 in the region of Ornes. A
Eroup of Hritlsh naval aviators hom-
barded railroad stations at Brebach,
southeast of Baarbrueck, and at Sta-
vold, southwest of Saarbrueck. Forty
bombs were dropped, most of them
hitting thelr mark. On the night of
March 4-5 one of our machines
dropped projectiles on  the rallrowd
station and military establishments ar
Fribourg-en-Hrelsguu, another upon
the factories at Kehl, near Strashourg
On the night of March 5-6 one of our
squadrons dropped 3,130 Kilos of pro-
Jectilen on the aviation feld at Va-
resnes, on the Olse, doing |Important
damage to the hangurs.
