Govermer Firmly for Bl

After the public hearing Gov. Whit-
man sent for Senator HI and Assembly-
man Wheeler and sald he heartily ap-
proved the contentlon of all the advo-
eates of the bill that they had the right
to demand the privilege of belng por-
mitied to wvote upon the question of
whether thelr respective communities
should or should not tolerute tho male of
Mquor.

The Governor inalsted that the Imprea.
#lon should no longer prevall that “the
Legisiature Is the bodyguard of the
lquor Interestsn,” a declaration made
during the hearing by the Hev. Dr. James
BEmpringham of the Protestant Eplseopal
Church, who sald also that It was the
first time on record that the Eplscopal
Church was taking such a strong and
opan stand on the local option gquestion.
Afer the conference with the Governor
Assemblyman Wheeler's committes, by a
vote of B to 0, voted to report the bill
favorably next Tuesday.

Gov. Whitman congratulated the ad-
vocates of the bill to-night and expressed
the bellef that it would pass both houses.

A Fight of Demoeracy.

*“I am not leading any fight for tem-
perance or moral reform,” said the Gov-
@mnor. "1 am fighting to give the people
the right to decide thess questions for
themaelves, It in the Aght of democratic
Sovernment.

“It Is perfectly true that I have no
doubt In my own mind how the people
will vota when they get the right to de-
cide what they want to do. Hut that ia
antiraly aside from the present lesus.
No one dares guestion the right of the
people to rule, amd what I want to do s
1o see that the people get the right to
sy whether or not the saloons shall
eoantinue.

“The people of the cities have bean
otified. The Legislature has strangled
the popular vole by denying to the peo-
;l. the right to vote on this question,

ut the end Is very near. The HIl-
Wheeler bill 1 am sure will pass at this
seasion of the Lezisluture."
