LOW MARK OF YEAR

Uncertainty of International
Situation Continues to

Hold Rack Denis.

3IG MOVE IS LOOKED FOIt

Brokers Expect- - Jump Swiftly
One Way or Other on Wash-

ington Decision.

Trading In cotton yesterday continued
Jn narrow proportions, with Irregularity
the chief cliaructcrlstlc. Cotton Is mark-
ing time pending eomo chango In the
status of International relations and
trades oro as small as they have been
at any time this year. At tho' close
declines of 10 points to gains of 2 points
had been registered.

Liverpool's dulncss was largely re-

flected here. Losses of 2 to C points
Ware reported abroad, compared with
declines of 4 to 714 points anticipated.
Prices In New York opened 6 points'
lower to 1 point higher. Liverpool
purchased moderately, whllo commis-
sion houses had buying as well as soil-

ing orders. After the call the near
months, which Hliowed tho largest early
losses, rallied and by tho end of tho first
ten months wcro about unchanged from
the previous close.

Offerings Blightly Increased In the
afternoon, the old crop months selling
half a dozen points net lower, while the
new crop months lost their earlier ad-

vances. Itoports of a greater demand
for marine insurance at the current
prices, believed to forecast the arming
ef American steamships, were a small
market factor, as was the report from
Liverpool indicating that losses from
aubraarlncs had continued at about the
February average.

The first definite step of importance
In tho international situation, brokers
believe, will move cotton widely one
Way or the other, according to its inter-
pretation.
