TURKEY WANTS I). S.

TO YIELD RIGHTS

Diplomatic Deadlock Over

Four New Consuls and Power
They May Have.

Wasiiinoto.v, March S. Turkey again
has attempted without succes to secure
the Consent of the United States to abro
gation otthe ancient "capitulations,"
under which foreigners under Turkish
rule .enjoy extraterritorial rights and are
exempt from many peculiarities of Mos-
lem 'aw.

Taking advantage of tho Mate De
partment's plan to transfer to Turkey
four of the Anicrlcun Consuls withdrawn
from Germany, the Ottoman Govern-
ment proposed thut a new form of ex-

equatur ,be Issued to them, omitting the
right to fclt aa Judges under American
law In caj.es Involving Americans and
American property. The United States
replied that it could not consent to such

hangc. The negotiations, which have
not ict .reached a conclusive btage on
Turkey's part, explain why Germany has
been detaining the four Consuls.

The development adds to the handicap
under which 'the Stute Department is
working in Its' effort to continue friendly
relations with Turkey despite the break
wit,. Germany. First word of the move
came several days ago from Ambassador
Elkus at Constantinople, who cabled that
Turkey would be glad, to receive the new
Consuls, on condition that they uo ac
credited under the new form of exequa-
tur. In replying that this' Government
could not consent to Americans being
placed under Moslem law the State De
partment emphasized tnat its position
should not be considered a reflection on
Turkish statutes.

Meanwhile negotiations still are in
complete for continuance of the voyage
of the American cruiser Des Moines and
the naval collier Caar from Alexandria
to Beirut to deliver supplies for the
Syrians and brlnar out American refu
gees.

In response to urgent cables from the
Department for assurance of the safety
of the vcHsels from submarines and
mines Ambassador Klkus has sent one
rather Indefinite reply and another say
ing lie had not yet been aoie to get
ilnal word. Officials aro much disap-
pointed at the delay, for the supplies ure
urgently needed by the Syrians and
about 1,000 Americans await tho ship
at Beirut.

As It Is understood here Turkey l

willing to guarantee safe conduct so far
as she herself I3 concerned, but lias not
been able to give similar assurances for
her allies.

Turkey has. not taken any action on
the appointment of a new Ambassador
since the name submitted to the State
Department several months ago was
stated to be . acceptable. The belief pre-

vails here that she will not try to send
on; a new representative 'under present
conditions.

Tonnnae Totalling 10,000

Sent Down in Mediterra-

nean in Two Weeks.

V. S. NAVY OPENS BIDS
FOR 14 INCH SHELLS

Ammunition for New Dread-

noughts Will Sink Ships
16 Miles Away.

Washington--, March 8. In order that
the newest dreadnoughts of the Ameri-
can fleet may be prepared to engage an
enemy at very long range, the Navy De-

partment y opened bids for a large
supply of new high explosive 14 Inch
shells. The shells are not armor pierc
ing but of the type which the British
navy has used with success In the pres-
ent war for high angle tire.

This means that the shells are fired
at tuch long range that their high tra
jectory causes them virtually to drop on
the unarmorcd deck of an enemy vessel
and there explode. It has been learned
by American naval experts that the
British battle cruiser Lion used such
projectiles with good effect on tho Ger-
man cruiser Bluechcr in the North Sea
running fight. The range at which the
British shells began to hit was about
sixteen miles. Tho Navy Department
in asking for bids specified that time ls
essential and that .the bidders must
agree to rush the order.

GERMAN BACKING

PROMISED TO VILLA

Plot to Play Bandit Chief
Against Carranza and U. S.

Reported.

HELD OUT FOR MONEY

$250,000 Gold Is Said to Have
Been Paid Over as the

First Instalment.

Larkdo, Tex., March 8. Germany Is
playing Villa against Carranza. Great
sums of German money are nourlne Into
the bandit leader's hands. Inciting him
to activity against the United States and
against Carranza, while at the same
time German agents work through otll-cln- ls

of the Carranza Government seek-
ing to align that side against the United
States.

I can state these facts on the highest
authority:

Agents of the German Government In
Mexico approached Francisco Villa in
his headquarters at Bustlllo's ranch
about February 12 with a proposition to
lenew his raids on the border In case
of a declaration of war between the
United States and Germany. Two Ger-
man agents reached the bandit leader.
The conference extended over two days.

At first Villa demurred against any
attack on the border In force under any
circumstances. At length an agreement
wrs reached that In case of war Villa
would send small bands, as unattached
uanaiis, 10 operate at widely peparatcd
point along the International line and
to make sporadic forays to harass Amer-
ican troops.

Villa Demands' Cash,
Under the terms of agreement t'ne

German agents promised to pay Villa
500,000 pesos (8250,000) In gold at once
to seal the compact. He refused to enter
Intc the plot until the first payment was
handed over. They agreed to pay a
largo amount each month thereafter In
case of war to enable Villa to pay bil-

lion, obtain ammunition and build up
his shattered forces for

After orders from Foreign Secretary
Zimmermann reached Mexico city for
an attempt to arrange an alliance with
Mexico and Japan the Villa scheme was
one of the flrt moves. One tccret agent
was sent north from the capital to San
Luis Potoid, where he met another. From
Parral they travelled by horseback to

was making his headquarters at that
time.

Tho Villa plan was to bo used chiefly
In tho event of failure to induco Car-
ranza to enter an Intrlguo against the
United States and as a possible means
of bringing pressure to bear on Car-
ranza. It was hoped to Involve the de
facto Government and the United States
In new. serious making
the retention of a part of the army
along tho border necessary.

Friction between Carranza and the
United States would tend to weaken the
do facto Government's power, It was
pointed out to Villa by tho German
agents.

C'p'ml Is Active In Capital.
Already the German cabal In the Mex-

ican capital had set active underground
influences to work upon the First Chief
and his advisers to Induco them to con-De- nt

to an alliance. The note sent by
Carranza to the neutral Powers, asking
them to unite In refusing to furnish sup-

plies to belligerent countries, was engi-

neered by the German
It was the original intention to lead

tho First Chief to order the oil fields of
Tamplco to bo closod to export. This
was later modified to the form In which
It was sent because most of the fields
arc owned by English companies and a
large amount of the oil Is used by tho
British fleets, and such action, therefore,
would have brought complications be-

tween Encl.md and Mexico.
Among ofllclals In Mexico city stories

are afloat that two Government ofllclals
In the First Chiefs Immediate circle of
Influential men were cooperating directly
with Gorman nirents. One of the news'
papers In tho capital ls said to be under
subsidy to the Germans to print news
from the German ancle. In other waja
German monev and Influence are at
work to sway the actions of the de facto
Government. fuch efforts are rendered
comparatively easy by the cross currents
of Jealousy and ambition of the ainer
etit military and political leaders.

This bill affects DIRECTLY every business and
business man eveiy farmer every manufac-
turer EVERY CITIZEN in the entire State.
It is a sound, sensible, workable measure to
give the Board of Public Utility Commissioners
authority to determine how trains should be
manned. It empowers this Board to COMPEL
railroads to crew every train as the Board shall
order.

Make sure an adequate, but not excessive crew
for every freight and passenger train ;

Completely protect both trainmen and public.

Railroads exist to provide adequate and
safe transportation service both for pas-
sengers and freight.

The railroads must have facilities to move traf-
fic with regularity, despatch and do it with
safety and economy.
