CHANGE EXPECTED IN

TYPE OF BULLDOGS

Experts Say Loose Shoulders
and Wabbly Klbows Will

Soon Disappear.

--MAY KKSKMBLE DONALD

That the next few years will see n
marked change In the conformation of
the bulldog Is the opinion of noted ex-
perts. Some of them go so far as to say
that the next generation of the breed
will more closely reremhle Sir William
Vomer's Donald, tho first American
chnmplon, than any that have been ex-

hibited since 18Sn.
They will not bo as leggy as Donald

and they will be a great deal lower and
more compact, but the exaggerated
shoulders which have been In vogue for
several years will disappear.

Kor several years It has been the cus
torn of Judges to bestow highest honors
on those possessing the strongest look-
ing shoulder. Awarn of this, fanciers
have resorted to all sorts of tricks nnd
devices to bring about this effect. As a
result hundreds of the breed have
literally malformed. The Judges didn't
compel them to walk enough In the
ring and therefore fnlled to detect their
loose shoulders and wabbly elbows.

Sprendrrs" ZVot .rmnnrj,
"Spreaders" have been used under the

shoulders and the elbows pulled out
and distorted to such nn extent that
they have lost much of their natural
makeup. While the loose shoulders
brought about by these means have
given them the appearance of tremend-
ous strength It has caused them to
wabble on the walk.
