question of maintaining or abolishing
the saloon. Gov. Whitman emphatically
repudiated criticism that the Legislature
was "the bodyguard of the liquor traffic."
Tho Governor has InsUted from tho out-

let that the voters of the clUe.i should
have tho right now possessed by the resi-
dents of ths towns to decide for them-
selves whether the saloon should stay

r go.

Revenue Not Parsmnist,
Gov. Whitman Is not unmindful of the

rapidly Increasing financial obligations
of the Htato. Tet ho mode plain to the
legislative leaders that, while soltclttous
for every legitimate revenue the State
can procure, he believes that the demand
for focal option Is as Important to tho
voters of tho State as are tho tlnancl.il
Obligations which the State must meet.

The challenge to Gov. Whitman In-

dicates n breach between tho Executive
and the Itcpubllcan legislative leaders,
which may assume serious proportions.
The advocates of the er bill
up aro In arms. They are reminding
the Governor that every city of the State
was represented by Its delegation of
business men and others at the last
hearing, demanding not the absolute
overthrow of the liquor traffic In the
Btate. but the right to have their locali-
ties determine, once and for all, by their
vrtes, whether it should or should not
contlnuo In their midst.

signed by Senator James A. Emerson of
Warren, chairman of the Taxation and
Retrenchment fommlttee, no secret Is
made of the Intention of the Republican
leaders of the Senate to, pass the Brown
olll, which would Increase the liquor
taxes of the State 34,000,000 a year and
decrease the number of Baloans In third
class cities and towns, by 1,200, and
throw the local option and the State-
wide prohibition hills Into the discard.

They bellcvo the llrown bill will give the
liquor tradlr as hard n blow hs the State,
In Its present financial condition, can af-
ford to give it. Under the Brown bill
the Stato would get an annual revenue
of 112,000,000 and tho localities of the
State a like amount In 191C the State's
rhare of the liquor tax receipts was
$12,807,371 ; the localities' share 18,109.-2G- 9

and the localities' Rhare of benefit
by the reduction of tho State tax

: making the total benefit to the
localities 121,006,641.

Saving In New York City.
Senator Kmerson's statement points

out that New York city In 1916 received
directly from the excise tax $5,253,000
and was, by reason of the 812,800,000
paid Into the State treasury, benefited
by tv consequent reduction of the direct
State tax levied within the city to the
extent of $8,481,000 a total benefit of
113,734,000.

Blnco the enactment of the Raines
law In 1898 the State has collected In
liquor taxes 8323,500,000, of which $1G2.-600,0-

was nrallable for State expendi
tures and 8169,400.000 was divided
among the municipalities. In 1 9 1 C the
liquor trade In the State paid more than
130,000,000 in Federal taxes, which
served to reduce by that amount the dl
roct taxes collected by tho national Gov
ernment.

"It Is apparent," says Chairman Emer- -
on, "that a substantial part of our State.

municipal and Federal taxes is derived
from the liquor trade, and the limit of Its
tax bearing capacity Is not vet reached.
Whether to regulato and tax the traffic
or to destroy it Is the question. The
State now and for many years will In
the absence of new Indirect taxes require
an annual direct tax of $20,000,000. The
city of New York and many of our larger
cmes are neaviiy in debt In fact, near
the constitutional limit and havo high
tax rates. Federal taxes are so heavy as
to cause concern as to tholr effect unon
the business and property interests of
tne state, and the change by the Federal
Government to direct taxation has de-
prived the State of sources of revenue
neretnroro available for State and rau
nlclpal needs.

"Whether the few additional mllllom
provided by this bill for State and lnpnl
treasmles come from the limine trnffln
or direct taxes is a matter of secondary
iiiiiiunuuru, dui ir tne jso.ooo.ooo now
annually derived from tho liquor tax for
Stato and munlcplal purposes and forpart payment of tho State's share of the
Federal taxes Is cut off, other taxes
mupt tane its place. The 112,000,000
going to the State treasury must be
levied ; the like nmount going to tho
municipalities must bo raled by direct
taxation In the municipalities ; and wo
have no leason to doubt that Congress
will tlnd new ways of collecting from the
main inn ttv.uiiv.uuu excise tax now
paid by Now York to the national Tn..ury. No one can forces all tho effects

MOOSE OUTGROWTH,

IS LIBERAL LEAGUE

New Programme of Radical-

ism Planned to Unite
Many Factions.

A new programme of radicalism, de-

signed to weld all men of liberal political
views Into a loague, will be framed at
the convention of the National Progres-
sive party, which has been called to meet
In. St. I.ouis April 12, 13 and 14, by
Matthew Hale, acting chairman. The
committee, on resolutions will be con-
vened In New York a week before the
convention.

"We bellevo practical steps should be
taken to unify the liberal elements of
tho country, uniting them Into a domi
nant power for good government, where
as they are at present but elements of
protest," says Chairman Hale In his
convention call. "Negotiations are un-
der way with various promlnent-jro-gres- slv

Republicans, progressive Demo-
crats and the leaders of the Prohibition,
Socialist, Labor and other parties, to
meet with a committee of Progressives
and discuss the formation of a League of
Liberals. It is hoped this conference
will be held In St. Louis during the
week of our own convention. These
leadens have already been invited to our

The resolution adopted at the meeting
of Progressives In the Hotel Manhattan
on December IS, reaffirming the plat-
form of 1912 and announcing a refusal
to compromise with the "Old Guard" has
been approved and carried unanimously
by thirty-si- x States. AH went on record
In favor of the organization of the
League of, Liberals.

It Is part of the plan for this league
to correspond to a national committee
and have subsidiary leagues In every
State. The proposal contemplates the
adoption of a programme or platform
acceptable to each element In the coali
tion. The parties are to work together
for the furtherance of these principles
while maintaining their Individual

LISTS CANDIDATES

Mytterioxu Political Organiza
tion Suggests Many Men

for Mayor.

The Business Men s League,
organized some time ago by Joseph
Ycska, a clothing manufacturer, to work,
for tho election of a business man for
Mayor, made public yesterday a list of
names of men who. according to the un-

signed statement Issued by tho league,
have been suggested as tho business
men's candidate. Tho names follow:

K. Underwood, president of the Erie
Railroad; Ardolph L. Kline, former
Mayor: Cleveland H. Dodge. William
Randolph Hearst, George W. Perkins.
Preston I. Lynn of the John Wanamaker
Company, George McAneny, Herman A.
Met, former Comptroller: Bird S. Coler,
former Comptroller, and Marcus M.
Marks, Borough President of Manhat-
tan.

These names, according to Yeska, were
received at tho headquarters of tho
league, at f0 East Forty-secon- d street
Ycska nlso announced that the organiza-
tion Is being perfected and branch of-

fices will soon be opened In all the bor-
oughs.

The league Is somewhat of a mystery
In political circles, but Is not being taken
seriously by either of the two big par-
ties. Tho Republicans assert It Is u
Tammany outfit, while others Insist It
was organized to further the aspira-
tions of William R. Hearst.

Chairman Yeska said the organization
had no alliances with any party or other
organization, but waa formed merely by
business men solely to support a business
man for Mayor.
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COALITION PLAN IN

CONGRESS URGED

Tanner and Osborn Send Pica
to All Party Chairmen

in This State.

TO PI T FOflTIt PHESSl'HE

Wrangling Over Speakership
or Chairmanships Is

Denounced.

Frederick C. Tanner, former Republi-
can Stale chairman, and William Church
Osborn, former Democratic State chair-
man, Uae sent to all party chairman In
the Stato a plea that Republicans and
Democrats unite In urging New York
Representatives In Congress to join In
a coalition movement In the organization
of committees and the election of a
Speaker of tho Houso so an not to em-

barrass tho President at this critical
tlmo. .

The letter Is as follows :

"As chairman of your committee jou
are in a position to help your country
and your Stato in a grave national crisis,

"For thirty months American Uvea
and American property have been men-
aced on tho high seas. The German
Government has now formally notified
our Government of Its Intention to de-

prive us of tho right to travel and to
trade. Twice beforo this country has
gone to war In defence of the very right
which we aro now notified Is to be taken
from us. Under such circumstances tho
last session of tho Congress came to an
end, without the passage of any bill pro-
viding for an adequate army or for com-
pulsory service to provide eollders and
sailors. It left undetermined the ques-
tion of arming and convoying ships and
other Important matters.

"We urge upon you that the two great
parties In this State should join In a
coalition movement to secure the calling
of Congress In Immediate session, and
the organization of the House on lines
which will enable it to get down to busi-
ness without weeks or months spent In
wrangling over the Speakership or com-
mittee chairmanships.

"In perfect loyalty to the President,
we ask you, as party men selected by tho
people, to make It clear that tho public
will no longer tolerate delay, or the rep-
etition of the miserable fiasco of the last
days of the cession just closed. At this
time we feel that party men should set
aside the past and enter the future so far
as our foreign relations are concerned
with nn eyo single to the interests of the
country and the State.

"Ourselves once party leaders and still
party men, wo unlto In suggesting to you
and tho other working leaders of the
Republican and Democratic organizations
that you get Into communication with
your county committeemen and take such
action In your locality as in your judg-
ment will Impress on the public and on
your representatives, both Congressional
and Senatorial, the fact that our State
has personal and commercial Interest at
stake of vital moment to every citizen.
Our people will not permit ordinary dis-
putes and delays of party management
at a time when unity and action are es-

sential for the good of the country.
"We will be glad to cooperate with you

in accomplishing the purposes of this
letter."

H0PS TO UNITE DEMOCRATS.

Schneider hnti Committee to
Work Out Fusion Plan.

The plan to bring about a fusion of
all Democratic factions to combat the

ONE DRIVER IS ARRESTED

Firemen Rescue Passengers
After Crash of Runaway

and Crowded Car.

Twice in four hours motormen of an
Eighth avenue trolley car, Brooklyn,
leaned ngalnst tho platform chain Sat-
urday night and enrly yesterday morn-
ing. Both times the chain gave way and
the motormen fell to the street. The
first time only the motorman was In-

jured ; tho second time the car sped two
long blocks, rounded a curve ami a
block further on crashed Into a trolley
car loaded with late travellers.

Ambulances took so much tlmo to get
to tho rcene that many of tho Injured
got Impatient and left to visit private
physicians v or to be driven homo In au-
tomobiles. Although It is believed moro
than thirty persons were Injured the po-

lice were able to get the names of only
ten.

Fahey was
sent to the Norwegian Hospital and
Motorman John Costello was put on the
car.

Second Motorman Tumbles OsT.

Tho car had finished its night's run
nnd was being taken through Bay Ridge
avenue to the barn when, between
Fourth and Fifth avenues Costello
leaned ngalnst the same chain that had
caused Fancy's Injuries. The chain gave
way and he fell; the car at half speed
went along, crossing Fourth avenue and
then reached Third avenue, where It
turned at a speed that nearly threw It
over.

This aroused Saunders, conductor of
the runaway car, who had not suspected
anything was wrong. He ran forward
to stop the car, but was not able to. A
block away, at Sixty-eight- h street, a
Third avenue trolley car had stopped for
Its motorman to open the switch which
would permit It to ascend to the ele-
vated structure at that point The run-
away car struck the loaded car at full
force, breaking every window In both
cars, smashing woodwork and Injuring
the passengers.

Four ambulances were summoned and
firemen called to aid In rescuing the In-
jured. The police considered It mar-
vellous that no one was killed.

TRUST COMPANIES'

RESOURCES JUMP

Gain of $211,424,295 for 1916
Reported by State

Albant, N. Y.. March 11. New York
State's trust companies, as shown In ths
annual report of the Superintendent of
Banks, Eugene Lamb Richards, have re j

muiiy grown very rapuiiy. During 1!10
nine new trust companies were or
ganlzftd ; six national banks were con
verted Into trust companies, ono nntlona
bank was taken over for liquidation by
a trust company nnd one Stale bank
was converted Into u trust company.

The total resources of the trust com-
panies on November 29, 1916, the daj
of the last call for reports, were $2,
744.317.0S1, as compared with 2.633.
892,780 on December 3t, 1915, a gain.

v., iiiu j r-- vi ni-i,- 9i or s. a per
cent.

"The rapid growth of trust companies
Is being emphasized annually." says ths
report. "On November 14, 1B06, eighty-seve- n

trust companies reported resources
of J1,37E,D54,017. In ten years, with but
three moro trust companies, resources
have doubled. Since January 1, 1S9T,
when thirty-nin- e trust companies re-
ported resources of $396,742,947, this
Item has grown In twenty years nearly
sevenfold ; In fact the resources of one
of the New York city trust companies
at the present time exceeds by nearly
1200,000,000 nil the resources of the
thirty-nin- e trust companies which re-
ported to the department In 1897.

"Total deposits November 29, 191 C,
amounted to 2, 325,37.624. an lncrcass
for the j ear of 3124.798,513, or 5.6 per
cent. This Increase In deposit liabilities,
together with a loss ofnearly 8100,000,- -
000 In cash (Including amounts due from
banking Institutions), Is offset by In-
creases In stock nnd bond Investments
of $20,313,149, loans and dlscountis
8180,417,278, and other assets of J7S,
630.592.

"The capital of the trust companies on
November 59 last totalled 894.600,000,
a gain of about 815,000,000 for the year.
This Item will show further gain as a
number of the larger New York city
trust companies have already expressed
their Intention of Increasing their capi-
tal stock so as to maintain a fair ratio
td their deposit liabilities, a policy which
1 think worthy of Indorsement. Surplus,
Including all undivided profits on market
value, totalled $108,865,173, an increase
mr tne year or zz,izo,3lz, as compared
with a gain of 114,192,818 In 1915."

U.S. TO BE SURVEYED

FOR AERO ROUTES

Government Flying School
Head at Hempstead Plains,

L. I., Racks Project.

LANDING PLACES NEEDED

Cant. J. E. Carberry at Work
in Helm If of Army and

Civilian Aviators.

Mans by which the United States will
bo surveyed to establish airplane routes
and landing stations, both for military
and civilian aviators, aro being worked
out at tho Government Hying school In
Hempstead Plains, L. I. These plans
have already progressed so far that the
regular ofllcers of ths school and a com-

mittee of ths reserve aero squadron have
begun to arrange for sultnble landing
stations at various distances, even as
far away ns I'hllsdelphla, and to mark
these stations In such a way that they
will be easily distinguishable from the
air.

Tho scheme as projected by Cant. Jo-
seph E. Carberry, commandiint of tho
school, Is expected to enlist not only
the aid of all aero clubs and the War
Department, but the Coast and Geodetic
and the Geological Surveys.

Capt. Carberry and tho fliers of the
school have carried on a number of ex-
periments and as a result within a short
time the big Mold ut Mlncolu Is to be
marked with a big star of canvas, the
points of which will be twenty-flv- c feet
In diameter. Other fields at Oyster
Hay, Port Washington and other points
will be similarly marked. In addition, a
symbol will bo nttached to each marker
which will denote the character of the
field of landing, Its proximity to repair
stations and even to hospitals In case
of accident. By this means an aviator,
looking for a place to land, can pick out
a Held which suits his needs.

It has been found that the tent han-
gars of the field at Fort Sill, Okla., are
visible eighteen miles away ut a height
of 6,000 feet.

In addition to charting out the coun-
tryside, the reserve fliers of the Hemp-
stead Plains school are planning a couno
of work under conditions closely simu-
lating actual warfare. Maps of th
countryside arc being made from air-
planes and more than 200 topographic
Photographs have been filed away till

car. These photographic maps liav
a great advantage over the ordinar
scale maps In that they show detailed
conditions of the terrain below and

location of even the smallest build-
ings and landmarks.

Tho camera la to take another Im-
portant part In training the civilian
aviators. It Is to be used In target
practice. With a camera mounted on
his machine Instead of a machine gun.
but operated by regular pun sights and
trigger pull, the student aviator will
soon be sent up with orders to "bring
down" a certain machine designated as
the enemy. The scheme works on the
natural presumption that If a filer can
n'lm well enough to get a bullieye
through his camera he could do It with
a rapid Are gun.

For next Saturday a reconnaissance
problem has been worked out. Three
machines are to bo sent out under secret
orders to land at scattered spots along
the countryside and to hide, as though
they were disabled enemy planes. The
rest of tho men will bo required to
find theso machines and theoretically
