All of Inspection law Defeated
by Method of AnylloaHon.

The Advisory' Couqeil of Real Estate
Interests Is endeavoring to work out with
Fire Commissioner Adamson some plan
whereby the certificate of occupancy is-

sued by the Building Department shall

This seems
to be a roundabout way, although the
law specifically states that the Fire Com-
missioner Is authorized to send a copy
of Ms order of the violation to the
Superintendent of Buildings, and that
the- - Superintendent , of Buildings shall
then notify the Commissioner "when
plana are filed to comply with any order
of the Fire Commissioner, and when the
work to be done pursuant to any such
order Is completed." It does not state,
however, that It Is necessary for the
Fire Commissioner himself to Isnueadis.

be regarded as final.

The Real Estate Board's committee on

legislation. In opposing a number of bills
affecting real estate, lays special em-
