The steamship Aztec, the second armed
American merchant vessel to sail from
a port on this side of the Atlantic, was
junk at 9:15 o'clock last night by a Ger-

man submarine oft an Island near Ilreat,
France. Tho cable message from the
American Consul at Brest which brought
the newe of tho ship's sinking to her
owners, tho Oriental Navigation Com-

pany, said a heavy sea was running
when the ship went down.

Wasiiinotov, April 2. Adoption of a
resolution declaring that a state of war
exists and setting forth in direct terms
the purposo of the United States to use
all tho resources at Its command to push
the conflict to a successful termination
will be the first step to be taken by Con-
gress in response to the President's rec-
ommendation.

Immediately after the President left
the Capitol the Senate and
House reconvened and an Identic Joint
resolution was Introduced in both houses
declaring the existence of a state of war,
and directing the President to employ
all the resources of the country to carry

The resolution was referred to the

Foreign Affairs Committee by both
houses, and adjournment until

followed soon afterward. Both com-
mittees meet morning.

Action Probable at Oner.
IJeprc3entatlvc Gardner, Massachu-

setts, offered a resolution providing fora fiat declaration of war In tho pre-
amble of which he asserts that the
triumph of Germany would destroy the
liberty of, the world. It is posslblo that
by nightfall Congress will
have made Its declaration. Among romo
of the Senate leaders, however, thero
Is a deposition to proceed deliberately
and delay might bo encountered in tho
objections of Senators who may insist
that tho usual parliamentary courso bo
taken. In the latter event the reolu-tlo- n

after It Is adopted by the House
might be held back for a day or two.

Leaders of both Houses devoted their
energies to clearing the parliamentary
stage for tho appearance of tho Presi
dent and '.o making preparations for the
consideration of tho war resolution.
Other features of tho emergency legis
lative programme will not bu decided
upon until this la out of tho way. It
is tnc purpose of the Administration
leader.-'- after the Initial resolution Is
parsed, to tn,kft up tho appropriation
bills which failed of enactmnt during
tlio last Congress. Following these a
bond Issuo of 500,000,000 to enable the
Government to meet the extraordinary
emergency expenses will probably bo au-
thorized.

What other financial measures arc to
tie proponed Is yet to bo decided. A
rovenuo mensuro Increasing tho Income
tax and profits tax and polbly provid-
ing for the Imposition of a Mamp tax
has been dlFcusred. A revision of the
tariff upward when tho more immediate
problems are out of the way Is said to
bo under consideration.

Other measures which hac a place In
the leglt-latlv- programme of an emer-
gency character are the espionage hill,
which vi 111 be reintroduced In both
houses in the form In nhlch It was
patsed by the Senate at the last Con-
gress: a censorship bill and the bill to
authorize the shipping board to take
over essclti under construction In
American jards.

Various other measures for raising
revenue and stimulating the war fervor
and meeting the responsibilities It In-

volves were presented In the House, but
the leaders of Congress generally will
confine their deliberations If possible to
the consideration of only emergency
legislation nnd of thin thero will be
enough to occupy Its attention for sev-
eral weeks.

The sundry civil and general
appropriation bills nnd the

army and military academy appropria-
tion bills aggregating approximately
$460,000,000, were reintroduced.

Popular subscription of n 1500.000,000
fund to aid France Is proposed by Sena-
tor Sinoot, who Is preparing a resolution
authorizing the President to appoint a
collection committee. Should the entire'
amount not be subscribed by June 1

Senator Smoot proposes that the Govern-
ment shall appropriate funds to fill It
out to tho half billion dollar mark.

"This," Senator Smoot explained, "Is
my Idea of the aid we should lve
France, because the only republic In the
war ought to be assisted by the greatest
republic In her fight In maintain the
lionor and dignity and preservation of
her republicanism"

PRESIDENT WILSON'S ADDRESS TO CONGRESS
WILSON'S address to

PRESIDENT
I have called the Congress into ex-

traordinary session because there tiro seriouH,
very serious, choices of policy to be maile, and
made Immediately, which It was neither right
nor constitutionally permissible that I should
assume the responsibility of makln.g.

On the third of February last I officially laid
before you the extraordinary announcement of
the Imperial German Government that on nnd
after tho first day of February It was its pur
pose to put aside nil restraints of law or of hu-

manity and use its submarines to sink every
vesrel that sought to approach either the ports
of Great Britain nnd Ireland or tho western
coabts of Europe or any of the ports controlled,
by tho enemies of Germany within tho Mediter-
ranean. That had seemed to bo the object .of
the German submarine warfare earlier in the
war, but since April of last year tho Imperial
Government had somewhat restrained the com-
manders of its undersea craft In conformity
with its promiso then given to us that pas-
senger boats Miould not bo sunk, nnd that duo
warning would be given to all other vet-scl-

which Its submarines might seek to destroy
when no resistance was offered or escape at-

tempted, and cure taken that their crows were
given at least a fair chance to save their lives
In their open boats.

The- precautions taken were meagre and
haphazard enough, as was proved in distressing
instance after Instance In the progress of the
cruel and unmanly business, but a certain de-

gree of restraint was observed.
The new policy lias ncpt cicry restriction

aside. YeM,ls of cterj kind, uniiti'ver their
llnrr, their character, their cargo, their destina-
tion, thotr errand, hmc been ruthlessly sent to
the bottom without warning, and without
thought of help or mercy for those on board,
the teasels of friendly neutrals along with those
of belligerents. Eicn hospital ships and ships
carrying relief to the- sorely bereaved and
stricken people of Belgium, though the latter
vtere provided villi safe rondnct through the
prescribed arrns by the German (Internment
Itself nnd were distinguished by nnmlstuknble
marks of Identity, hate been sunk with the
same reckless lack of compassion or of prin-
ciple.

I was for a llttlo while unable to bclievs
that such things would. In fact, be donu by
any Government that had hitherto subscribed
to the humane practices of clvlllxcdi nations.
International law had its origin In thu attempt
to set up fonie law which would bo respected
and observed upon thu sea,";, yliero no nation
had right of dominion and where lay the free
highways of the world. By painful stage after
stage has that law been built up with meagr?
enough results. Indeed, after all was accom-
plished that could be accomplished, but always
with u clear view at loaft of what the heart
and conscience of mankind demanded.

This minimum of right the- German Govern-
ment has swept aside under the pica of re-
taliation and necessity, nnd because It hail no
weapons which It could use at sea except these,
which It Is lmposslblo to employ as It Is

them without throwing to the winds
all scruples of humanity or of respect for tho
understandings that were supposed to underlie
the Intercourse of tho world.

I am not now thinking of the lo.si of prop-
erty Involved, immense nnd serious as that is
but only of tho wanton and wholesale destruc-
tion of tho lives of men,
women and children engaged In pursuits which
have always, even in tho darkest periods of
modern history, been deemed Innocent and
legitimate.

Property can lie paid for; the lhes of peace-
ful unit Innocent people can not he.

The present German warfare against com-
merce Is a warfare against mankind. It Is a
war against all nations. American ships huvc
been sunk, American lives taken, In ways which
It has stirred us very deeply to learn of, but
the ships nnd people of other neutral and
friendly nations have been sunk and over-
whelmed In the waters In tho same way. There
lia--s been no discrimination. The challenge is
to all mankind. Each nation musi decldo for
Itself how It will meet It. The choice wc make
for ourselves must be made with a moderation
of counsel nnd a tompcratones.s of Judgment be-
fitting our character and our motives as a
nation. We must put excited feeling away.

Our mothe will not be rcieiigo or the lie
tnrlons assertion of the ph)slral might of the
nation, but only the vindication of right, of
human right, of vthlch lie are only a single
champion.

When I addressed the Congress on the
twenty-sixt- h of February lai-- t 1 thought that It
would suffice to assert our neutral rights with
arms, our right to uso the seas against unlaw-
ful interference, our right to keep our people,
safe against unlawful violence. Hut armed neu-
trality, It now appears. Is Impracticable.

against merchant shipping, It Is Impossible to
defend ships against their attacks ns the law
of nations has assumed that merchantmen
would defend themselves against prhateers or
cruisers, vlslblo craft giving chose upon the
open sea.

It is common prudence In sueli olrciim-btance-

grim necessity Indeed, to endeavor to
destroy them K'fore they have shown their own
Intention, They must bo dealt with upon sight,
If dealt with at all.

GUARD FOR WILSON
AIDED BY CAVALRY

Precautions Taken When He
Refutes to Change Plans.

Wasiiinotov, April 2. Kxtra precau
tions vvere taken y to guard the
President, whose safety gave the secret t

service genuine concern, particularly as
the time drew near for his address to
Congress. Two trooiw of United States
cavalry were called out this evening tn
help the police guard the Capitol. Tho
strictest regulations were enforced to
prevent any crank or malefactor from
gaining admission.

The attack on Senator Lodge aroused
fears for the President's safety, ftepre.
dentation vvere made to the President
by leading members of Congress that It
might bo unwise for him to go to the
Capitol "to-da- The President refused
to listen to them. He Insisted that he
had no fears for his own safety and that
to change hla plan would be detrimental
to the lutereet of the nation.

Tho German Government denies the right
of neutrals to use arms at all within the ureas
of tho Ma which it has proscribed, even In tho
defence of rights which no modern publicist has
ever before questioned their right to defend.
The Intimation is conveyed that the armed
guards which wc have placed on our merchant
Milp3 will bo treated ns beyond the pale of law
and subject to bp dealt with as pirates would be.

Armed neutrality Is ineffectual enough at
best; in such circumstances and In the fuce of
Mich pretensions It Is worse than Ineffectual;
it is likely to produce what It was meant
to prevent; It Is practically certain to draw us
Into the war without either the rights or the
effectiveness of belligerents.

There Is one choice e cannot make, vie are
Incapable of making: lie will not choose the
path of submission and suffer the most sacred
rights of our nation and our people to bo
Ignored or violated. The wrongs against which
ne novt array oursehes ure not common
wrongs; they reach out to the very roots of
tin in a n life.

It will Involve tho organization nnd mobiliza-
tion of all the material resources of the country
to supply tho materials of war and tho
Incidental needs of the nation in the most
ibundant and yet the most economical and ef-
ficient way possible.

It will Involve the Immediate full equipment
uf tin; nnvy In all respects, but particularly in
supplying it with the best means of dealing
with the enemy's submarines.

II will Inmhe Hie Immediate addition to the
armed forces of tho United States alreadj pro-tide- d

for bj law In rase of war, at least 3110,000
men, who should. In ni) opinion, be chosen upon
the principle of universal liability to sen lee.
and also the authorization of subsequent ad-
ditional Increments of equal force sn soon us
they may he needed and can he bandied In
training.

It will Involve also, of cour.--e. tl.c granting
of adequate credits to the Government, sus-
tained, 1 hope, so far as they can equitably be
sustained by the pie;ent generation, by well
conceived taxation. 1 cay sustained so far n
may bo equitable by taxatlun because it seems
to mo thnt It would be most unwise to base
tho credits which will now be necessary en-
tirely on money borrowed.

It Is our duty. I most respectfully urge, to
Plot vet our people so far as we inny against
tho very r.erlous hardships and evils which
would be likely to arise out of the Inflation
which would be produced by vast loans.

In carrying out the measures by which three
things are to be accomplished we keep
constantly In mind the wisdom of Interfering
as llttlo ns possible In our bwn preparation
and in the equipment of our own military forcix
with the duty for It will lx a very practical
duty of supplying the nations already at war
with Germany with the materials which they
can obtain only from u.s or by our assistance.
They nre In the field and we should help them
In every wny to be effective there.

I shall take the liberty of suggesting,
through tho several executive departments of
the Government, for the consideration of your
committees measures for the accomplishment of
the several objects I hsivo mentioned. I hope
that It will lie your pleasure to deal with them
as having been framed after very careful
thought by the branch of the Government upon
which tho responsibility of conducting the war
and safeguarding the nation will mo.it directly
fall.

While wc do these.thlngs, these deeply mo
mentous things, let us bo very clear and make
very clear to all tho world what our motives
and our objects are. My own thought has not
been driven from its habitual and normal course
by tho unhappy events of the last two months,
and I do not believe that the thought of tho
nation has been altered or clouded by them.

I have exactly the samo thing In mind now
that I had in mind when I addressed tho Senate
on tho 2L'd of January last; the same that I
had in mind when 1 addressed the Congress on
the 3d of Fcbrunr.i and on the 'Jfilh of l'obruar.

Our object now. ns then. Is to vindicate the
principles of peace mid the Justice In the life of
the world as against sclll-- h and autocratic

Neutrality Is no longer feasible or deslrnbln
where the peace of the world Is Involved and
the freedom of Its ieoplcs. and the menace to
that peace, and freedom lies In tho existence
of nulocratlc governments backed by organized
force which Is controlled wholly by their will,
not by tho will of their people. Wc have seen
the last of neutrality In such clrcuinMtnnccs.

.Wo arc nt the beginning of an age In which
it will be In.slsted that the same standards of
conduct and of responsibility for wrong done
shall be observed among nations and their Gov-

ernments that arc observed among the Individ-
ual citizens if civilized States'.

We nine no quarrel with the German peo-

ple. Wc have on feeling toward them hut one
of symputhy nnd friendship. It was not upon
their Impulse thnt their Government acted In
entering this war. It was not with their pre-
vious knowledge or approval.

It was a war determined upon as wars used
to be determined upon In the old. unhappy days
when peoples were nowhere consulted by their
rulers and wars were provoked and waged In
the Interest of dynasties or of little groups of
ambitious men who were accustomed to use
their fellow men as pawns and tools.

nations do not till their neigh-
bor States with spies or set the cour.-.- o of In-

trigue to bring about some critical posture of
affairs which will give them mii opportunity to
strike and make conquest. Such designs can be
successfully worked only undercover nnd where
no ono has the rlsht to usk questions.

Cunningly contrived plans of deception r
nggrcsslon, carried, it may h. from generation
to generation, can be worked out and kept
from the light only within the privacy of
courts or behind the carefully guarded con-

fidences of a narrow and privileged class.
They are happily Impossible where public
opinion commands and insists upon full In-

formation concerning all the nation'n affairs.
A steadfast concert for peaco can never bo

maintained except h a partnership of demo-
cratic nations. No autocratic Government could
lie trusted to keep faith vvllhln It or observe Its
covenants. It must be a league of honor, it
partnership of opinion. Intrigue vvonld eat Its
vitals avvii). the plotting of Inner circles who
could plan what they would and render account
to no one would be n corruption seated nt lis
very heart.

world, for Justice and for peace. Here Is a fit
partner for a'lcague of honor.

One of the things that have served to con-
vince us that the l'ruf.slan autocracy was not
and could never be our friend Is that from the
very out.--ct of the piescnt war It has filled our
unsuspecting communities nnd even our offices
of Government with spies and set criminal In-
trigues everywhere afoot against our national
unity of council, our peace within and without,
our Industries and our commerce.

Indeed it is now evident that its spies were
here even before the war began, and It Is, un-
happily, not a matter of conjecture but n factproved In our courts of Justice that the In-
trigues which have more than once come per-
ilously near to disturbing tho peace and dlslo-eatin- g

the industries of the country have been
carried on at the Instigation, with tho support
and even under the personal direction of off-
icial agents of the Imperial German Government
accredited to tho Government of the United
States.

F.vcn In checking these things and trvlng toextirpate them wc have sought to put the mostgenerous Interpretation possible upon them be-
cause we knew that their source lay, not Inany hostile feeling or purpose of the Germanpeople toward us (who were, no doubt, as Ignor-
ant of them as wc ourselves were), but only
in the selfish designs of a Government that did
what It pleased and told Its people nothing Butthey have played their part In serving lo con-
vince us at last that that Government enter-
tains no real friendship for us and means to
act against our peace nnd security at Its c.

That it means to stir up enemiesagainst us at our very doors the intercepted
note to the German Minister at Mexico city
Is eloquent evidence.

We nro accepting this challenge of hostile
purpose bi cau'e we know that in such a Gov-
ernment, following such methods, we can never
have a friend; and that In the presence of its

Unless war continues
a year we cannot have an arm for the
trenches, but we can nld the Allies with

high favor "

organized power, always lying In wait to ac-

complish wc know not what purpose, there can
be nu assured security for the democratic Gov-

ernments of the world. ,

We ure now about to, accept the gage of
liallle with this natural fne to liberty and shall.
If necessary, spend the whole force of the na-

tion to check and uiilllf) Its pretensions and Its
power. We are glad, now that we see the facts
villh no veil of false pretence about them, to
light thus for Ihe ultimate peace of the world
and for the liberal Inn of Its peoples, the Ger-

man peoples Included; for (he rights of nations
great and small and the privilege of men every-
where to choose their way of life and of obedi-
ence. The world must be made safe for de-

mocracy. Its pence must lie planted upon the
trusted fonndulloiis of political liberty.

I have said nothing of Ihe Governments al-

lied villi the Imperial Government of Germany
because they have not made war upon ns or
challenged us to defend our right and our honor.

The Austro-llungaria- n Government has In-

deed avowed its unqualified indorsement and
acceptance of the reckless and lawless subma-
rine warfare ndopted-Jio- w without dlf guise by
tho Imperial German Government, and It has
therefore not been possible for this Government
to receive Count Tnrnowskl. the Ambassador
recently accredited to this Government by the
Imperial and Ilovtil Government of Austria-Hungar- y;

but that Government has not ac-
tually engaged in warfare against citizens of
the United States on the seas, nnd I rake the
liberty, for the present at least, of postponing a
discussion of our relations with the authorities
at Yienna.

Wt: enter this war only where we nrc clearly
forced into It because there arc no other means
of defending nur rights.

It will be all the easier for us li conduct
ourselveH as belligerents in a high spir.t of
r.ght and fairness because we net without ani-
mus, not In enmity toward a people or with the
desire to bring any Injun- or disadvantage upon
them, but only In armed opposition to an Irre-
sponsible Government which has thrown aside
all considerations of humanity and of right and
is running ntnucl:.

We nre. let me say again, t'.ie sincere friend
of the German people, an.i shall desire nothing
so much ns the early establishment of inti-
mate relations of mutual advantage between
us however hard it may be for them, for the
time beintr. to believe that this is spoken fromour hearts. We have borne with their present
Government through all these hitter months
because of that friendship -- eserclsuig a pa-
tience and forbearance which would otherwise
have been impossible.

We shall, happily, still have an opportuneto prove that friendship in nm- - daih- - attitudeand nctlons toward the millions of' men andwomen of German birth and native simpnthv
who live amongst us and rdure our 'life, null
wo shall be proud to prove It toward all whoare. in fact, loyal to their neighbors and to theGovernment In the hour of test. They arc.most of them. s true and loyal Americans a-- lf

they had never known any other fenlty orallegiance. They will be prompt to stand with
us In rebuking ami restraining the few whomay be of a different mind and purpose. If
there should be disloyalty will be dealt with
wllh a linn hand of etcrn repression, hut, !"
.t lifts Its head nt all, it will lift only here
and there and without countenance except from
a lawless and malignant few
