Mre. Warhington's portralt Ia  at-
tributed by Charles Henry Hart to Hoh-
grt Edge Pine, a Britlsh painter who
eame to America In 1784 and disd in
Philadelphia in 1788, He went to Mount
Vernon to do a portrait of Washingzton,
as the great painter records in his d'ary,
and remaired threa waeks, n comnplish-
fne in addition to the portraits of Wash-
ineton and Fanny Rassett pictures of
Mr=. Washington's three grandchildren.

But the kind of simplicity In which
he Indulged made his melodle lines ex-
tremely thin and his choral composition
very threadbare. Accordingly a consid
erable part of Count d'Harcourt's labor
of love consisted In cutting out several
whole numbers and many pages from
others, all of which would In his opinlon
dssuredly have proved wearinesa Lo the
Nesh. -

He next sought to inject the vitallty
of movemont and the spirit of nuance
into the performance. The score shows
no indication of a hundred gradationa
of dynamics and temp! which the eon-
ductor disclosed dnst evening. These
were his own, and they disguised much
of that style of fresco which the mged
master concelved as the proper embodl-
ment of the religious mood, “Mors et
Vita" under the baton of M. d'Harcourt
was less mors and more vita than in the
original. But the breath of Immortality
is not In it

The performance last evening was one
of uneven merit, It began very raggedly,
but in the course of the first few pagea
settled down to something like certainty,
if not to smoothneas and finish. Never-
theless there were portlons of the score

| which were admirably sung, and in these

the chorus distinguished Itself as well
an the sololsta.
