Cotton climbed Into new lilgli tcrtltory
yestcrdaj-- , with quotations reaching
levels tlicy had not attained since tho
civil war. Despite heavy realizing, which
occurred Intermittently, the Rains were
largely held and the net advances at the
Hose were from 37 to 140 points, with
May at 20.55c. July at C0.3tc. October
at l9.Ua. November at 19. tic, January
ut 19.29c., and March at 19.60c.

The session was the Ilrst since the
I'nltcd States entered tho war. as tho
markets were closed on flood Friday and
Saturday. Liverpool, too, was ctoied
)f sterility us well as on Saturday.

Large uccumulatlons of orders from
Wall Street houses, Liverpool, comtnls-Io- n

houses and Southern interests
flooded, the market at the opening. First
prices were 62 to 135 points higher. May
at the height of the excitement reached
f21.2S a hundred, nn increase of 13.65 a
bale from the previous close' July's
maximum advance carried the option to
131.10 a hundred pounds, an advance of
$7.0 a hale.

War, the principal factor, was hacked
by reports of unfavorable weather con-
ditions, .excessive precipitation occurred
over tho holiday In the eastern part of
the Wit. In Texas and other sections
of the Southwest the drought continued
unabated, with the crop from two weeks
to a month late.

Domestic consumption has never been
so high, with mills working day and
night. The war, so the trade bellcve.
will add greatly to the demand for cot-

ton goods. Freight rates to Liverpool
declined slightly.

All of the foregoing factors combined
to create one of the biggest bull mar-
kets in the history of the exchange. At
the best. In the first hour of trading.
May reached 21.25, July 21.40. October
19.75, January 19.55 and March 19.65.
Shorts were driven to cover Immediately.
Little cotton was at first offered and
quotations Jumped spasmodically.

Longs were quick to get out at a
piollt. Large blocks of cotton were
thrown on the market at the end of tlie
first hour, and quotations were driven
quickly back. These recessions extended
B0 to 60 points from the maximums. An-
other rally was In turn followed by a re-

action. Steadiness characterized the re-

mainder of the trading day, particularly
as spot quotations In the South gener-
ally were marked up, and as little spot

lock came out on the bulge.

commencing to awaken to the fact that
the supply this year Is exceedingly short

nd that the demand Is tremendous,
greater probably than at any other time
In the history of the Industry.

The Government yestetday took fur-

ther steps against the alleged soft coal
combine. This wan In the form of an
indictment accusing twenty-on- e corpora-

tions and eighteen Individuals with con-

spiracy to fix atbltrarlly the price and
dictate the conditions of sale of bunker
coal supplied to vessels at Hampton
Itoads, Vs. The charges were supple-

mental lo those flled by the Federal
Urand Jury last month, when 10S cor-

porations and 66 officers and dltectors
were Indicted for alleged violation of the
Sherman anti-tru- law, and alt except
nine of the companies and eight of the
men named In tho new accusations were
Included In the previous Indictments.

The defendants, according to Deputy
Atlorney-Gener- Frank M. Swacker
and Assistant Robert 11. Stephenson, In
charge of the local branch of the Fed-
eral food and fuel Inquiry, control 80
per cent of the smokeless hunker coal
sold at Hampton Roads, where 3.000
vessels coal annually, taking from SO to
1,000 tons each. Their principal offices
ate located In this city, where the al-
leged conspltacy Is said to have been
hatched. As the Individual defendants
are all responsible business men, no
warrants were Issued by Federal Judge
Oushman, to whom the Indictments were
returned. Instead they will he notified
by the Department of Justice to appear
and enter their pleas.
