Indus iminner, the President hit Inltl
before the people it of the
needs of the iimIIoii i i tit I lis allies, and
has explained to them what must be
done to meet those need.

As it general before il buttle ex-

horts his troops to do their duly to
the utmost, so the President at the
outset of the war appeal to the great
armies of Industry to Iodic nothing
undone for ellielenoy ami .success. No

army with guns anil banner was ever
charged with n graver responsibility
for Km country's welfare than these
soldiers of the deep mines, the fur-

rowed Ileitis, tu factories nnd the
railroads.

By this apptnl the President has
rendered to this nation, and to those
for and beside whom Me are to light,

Immediate Unties in this wnr are to
fcd our allies, and to give them
financial assistance. The latter is
the easier task. After the unanimous
vote In the House on the war credits
bill It may be dismissed n nlready
practically performed.

But to feed ourselves and the allies
wo have chosen, to clothe, arm and
generally equip half of the civilized
world engaged In war Is a task of
which the President justly say:

"To do this great thins worthily and
auccehdfully we must devoto ourselves
to th ecrvlco without reKsrd to profit
or material advantage and with nn en-

ergy and Intelligence that will rise to
the level of the enterprise Unelf. We
must realize to the full how meat the
task Is and how man)- - things, h.ov many
kinds and element of capacity and ser-

vice and It Involve."

Ours Is n working nation. It
strength Is Industrial, financial, com-

mercial. A wnr lord may address
himself to his trusty princes, bnronn
and knights, calling upon them to
draw the sword In Ills defence. Not
so the President of the United States.

Ills appeal Is to the men upon
whom the prosperity of the nation is
founded. He says of the farmers:

"May the nation not count upon them
to omit no step that will increase the
production of their land, or that will
brine about the most effectual coopera-
tion In the sale and distribution of their
products?"

To the. middleman tie says:
"The coura of trade shall b as un-

hampered as It Is possible to make it,
and there thaJl be no unwarranted
manipulation of the nation's food sup-

ply on the way to the consumer."
ITo urges upon the merchant the

motto "Quick sales and small profits,"
and to the ship builder he says In
solemn earnestness that "the life of
the war depends on him."

To the fanner of the South he sas
"plant abundant foodstuff us well
as cotton," and upon all able bodied
men and boys he urges "this duty
to turn In hosts to the farms and
make certain that no pains and labor
Is lacking In this great matter."

To the miner he says that "the
work of the world wults on him.
If ba slackens or falls armies and
tatesmen aro helpless." And to tho

railway men, managers or operative
employees he appeals for assurance
that tliee urterle.s of commerce shall
"suffer no n of any kind,
no Inefficiency or slackened ikjwct."

And Dually the President puts his
tlnger iiKti Americans' besetting sin,
the "nnpardonablo fault of wasteful-nes- s

and extravagance," iiml declare
that "cery housewife who practices
Strict ccoiiinoy puts lnTMf in ,0
runks of those who e ilic ration."

Trulced tho President has not only
indicated to Urn civilian workers of
tho nation what are their dutlea In
this moment of stres htit ha illanl-lie- d

tlifmo dm lea by his titvsuraiicc that
tbey may ls no lea bonnnibln nnd
xerrlceable to tho nation than the ser-
vice of the soldier In the Held, The

baton of the chief marshal mny he
found only In the soldier's knapsack,
hut the consciousness of having loy-

ally and helpfully contributed to vic
tory nniy be won at tho factory bench,
In the tilled field or deep In the dark-
ness of tho mine.

All will work more sjadly, mors
efficiently for the President's warm
word of exhortation, lit apal for
lavislmcs of production and economy
In consumption will influence million
of workers and honsekeeiers.

The President has rendered a dis-
tinguished service to the nation In
thus taking the people Into bis confi
dence, showing them the problem nnd
advising them a to its solution. In
Its simple direct appeal to tbe com-

mon knowledge of all men and Its
shrewd and practical counsel the mes-
sage Is worthy of Abraham l.iroi.n
at his best.

Keep tbc Coal Mines Bunnlng.
Prom day to day the press pub-

lishes menacing items Indicative of
restlessness In tln coal trade that
threatens to interrupt the production
of coal, both hard and boft. below (he
fullest capacity of the mine.

We are told that operator tear
the demand for able bodied men for
military service will seriously cut
down their supply of labor. Threats
of strikes are heard among the bi-

tuminous workers of the middle West.
In the anthracite field there is talk
anions the large operators of possible
reduction of output on account of
scarcity of lnbor.

But this year conditions permit of
no Interference with the regular, con-

stant, uninterrupted working of the
niTnes. Any effort, of any party or
interest whatsoever, to, check or ham-
per coal production must be put down
with a heavy hand In the Interest of
the public good.

Coal Is the life's blood of industry.
It Is power. Without It ships nre
tied In port, factories hushed In Idle-
ness, railroads reduced to lmjiotence.
Without adequate supplies of coal
we can neither build our battleship,
forge the great guns for their arma-
ment, nor drive the vessels when
launched. Without coal we can fur-
nish neither clothing, arms nor food
for our soldiers or those of our part-
ners In Kurope.

The operation of our coal mines Is
nn affair of International Importance.
Tho task of supplying coal to the

world rests largely upon
Creat Britain nnd the United States.
How great is the dependence of the
non-co- producing ix?ople uon those
with mines is strikingly illustrated
by the fact that Kngland has been
nble to halt Argentina's threatened
embargo upon wheat and other food-
stuffs by the mere threat of shutting
off Argentina's supply of coal.

The operators and miners of coal
must recognize this year their obliga-
tion to the public. If they do not
willingly, thnt obligation will tie

ujion them by force.
In time of war the business of the

nation takes precedence over nil else.
It is superior to all private plans for
profit. If the anlhrucite operators
plan to increase profits by limiting
production they may bo surprised to
find the fiovernment In possession of
and operating their mines. If labor
unions think to seize this occasion to
declare a strike they will find tin
moment singularly unpropltlous. Men
may be conscripted to run drills In
a mine as readily as to handle ma-
chine guns In the trenches.

Should the menace, which is Just
beginning to be perceptible, of Inter-
ruption of production In the coal
fields become serious the people will
hack the President In any drastic
steps he may take. Only agriculture
ranks tn importance above the coal
mining industry. Kvery powder nnd
resource of the Government may well
be applied to keeping it up to the full-
est stage of productivity, without In-

terruption and without check. Should
necessity arise, the Government would
commundeer the mines and rUn them ;

nnd the public would support It In
Its course.

uisls, Trustee of Democrat!.

new rulers of tho empire have made
giant strides In the establishment of
an orderly, effectlvo and well based
Government. They havo enlisted In
tholr support tho sober, capable and
serious men arid Institutions of their
country. They have disclosed their
capacity to govern by the moderation
and restraint of their acts. They havo
won the confidence of the democratic
world, and that eontldenco Is given
to them tn ever Increasing measure.

For tlio new Russia to mnko it
separate peace with autocratic Ger-
many would be a betrayal of democ-
racy. Thus that peace would be a be
trayal of the United States, now
leagued with Russia's other allies
against Teutonic, Turkish and Bul-
garian autocracy. But that betrayal
would be suicide for Russia, sulctdo
for tho new Government, suicide for
the ideals that overthrew the Czar,
suicide for the national hopes' nnd tho
future of a people thnt has shaken off
despotism nnd tasted tho delights of
freedom.

The determined propaganda of paci-
fism In this country which has echoed
lit Russia was the work of a few and
of Inconseryiontlul persons. It in no
way reflected the spirit of America.
America sjioke when President Wir.-so- x

dismissed Germany's Ambassa-
dor, when the American Congress de-

clared official recognition of tbc stnte
of war forced on us by the Kaiser,
when the House of Representatives
passed without a negative vote the
war finance bill providing S7.000,-000.00-

for the aid of Russia and her
allies In war and to pay for our own
pnrt In the struggle.

If the Russian Government should
make a premature peace with Ger-
many. Russia would suffer from Its
effects in every department of her na
tional life. She would forfeit the
sympathy of America. She would
earn the name of traitor to popular
right. Kvery plan for cooperation
politically, commercially, Industrially
between tho United SI ales nnd Rus-
sia would 1? Instantly abandoned.
Instead of looking toward the new
giant among republics with hope nnd
eager expectation, the United States
and all Americans, officials and pri-
vate individuals, would contemplate
her with disdain. The good faith
of Russia would be transformed Into
n mockery; her repute would fall lo
the mire and be dragged through the
mud.

Those who in Russia work con-

sciously or unconsciously for peace
with Germany now labor for the res-
toration of despotism. They tire en
emies of democracy throughout tho
world, traitors to popular rule and

pes of dishonest or unintelligent
enemies of human progress nt home
or abroad.

The Hohenzollern Fledge of After
War Democracy.

Tbe forward looking liberals of Ger-
many will not forego the lessons of the
rnst. Tor generations tho Hohenzol- -

lerns have promised reforms to their
discontented subjects. When the time
came to fulfil their pledges they have
Invariably broken their word.

It would be unreasonable to lielieve
that William II. N better disposed to
ward democratic Institutions than ills
predecessors or that he would be
likely after tho war to grant the elec-
toral reforms In Germany that he Is
disinclined to put Into effect at once.
Of all the worthless things In the
world the word of a Ilohenr.ollern
given to the supporters of democratic
Institutions Is tho least valuable.

Why Charleston, W. Vs., Gets the
Government Armor riant.

Charleston, the capital of West
Virginia, wns selected as the site for
the Government's $11,000,000 armor
Plato plant first of nil because of mil-

itary considerations and secondly for
economic reasons.

A special board of naval experts,
headed by Rear Admiral Fletchkb,
visited and Inspected twenty-uln- e

cities out of over one hundred which
offered free sites for the plant. Most
proposed locations had to be rejected
for geographical reasons. They were
ton near the boundaries of the coun-
try or were situated in tho path of
possible Invuslon In time of wnr; Tlio
naval board found that tlio upper
Ohio Valley and the Interior region
of Pennsylvania and West Virginia
offered maximum military security.

Studying tho subject from the man-
ufacturing standpoint they decided
that the advantages of this same re-

gion were Incontestable greater for
the purpose In view than those of any
other section. They reported :

Th Wert Virginia, district haa the
creat advantage of near access to gome
o( the best coal mining regions in the
United State.

'Tig iron markets are not far re-

moved; oil and natural cas are avail-
able; water plants may be developed to
a certain extent, although the cheap
price of coal makes It possible for coal
fired plants to compete with the hy-

draulic power.
"This district Is cloie to tho great

steal industrial labor markets of Penn-
sylvania and the cost of Assembly of
raw materials Is very low,"

Cumberland, Md., was Charleston's
principal rival In tho board's consid-
eration of sites. Cumberland was
held to bo closer to tho best labor nnd
supply market In Pennsylvania and
to offer readier facilities for distribu-
tion of the finished product. But
theso factors were offset by tho fact
that local conditions nt Charleston
provided a more favorable physical
site and the cost of assembled mate-
rials promised to be exceptionally low
In the West Virginia capital.

The acquisition of tho armor plnte
plant makes Charleston one of the
most important industrial jommuni-tie- s

in the country. The city's recent
progress In envelopment has been In
my rMpwt Uworthfc Ljla at

tho confluence of the Kanawha nnd
Klk rivers, It has regular steamboat
communication with tho principal
river ports. It is n shipping point
for coal, salt and timber. Deposits of
coal, ill nnd natural gas surround

glass, engines, boilers, furni-
ture, carriages, flro brick, lumber,
boat building yards nnd color nnd
veneer works constitute Its present
principal enterprises. Its populntlou
lias grown rapidly.

In 1800 Charleston was a place of
0.742. By 1000 the population had
gone up to over 11,000. In the follow-
ing ten years tho number of inhabi-
tants was moro than doubled. Prob-
ably tho census of 1020 will show n
city of over 40,000.

In bidding for the armor plate plant
Charleston offered several free sites
with peculiar advantages, Including
n protected gorge close by the ground
for factories. This gorge will be used
as a proving ground for tho newly
made armor plate.

Pass tbe Adaruion Bill Now.
There Is y no law specifically

empowering tho ilovernment of the
United Stntes to seize and operntn the
railroad, telegraph and telephone sys-

tems In time of war.
With an enemy actually approach-

ing our coast the defensive arrange-
ments of the Government might Ik;
disrupted by n dispute between nn

and recalcitrant management
and n baud of law defying labor agita-
tors.

The Judge Advocate General of the
Army holds that as Commander In
Chief of the Army the President
would have authority to take control
of (he lines of communication nnd
employ them in the national defence.
This opinion Is supiwrted by other
students; but the rights thus assumed
nre vague and HI defined.

At the lKglnnlng of the civil war
the same problem wns forced 'on the
attention of the country. It was met
then by the passage of a law by which
tho President's right to seize and
operate railroads and telegraph sys-

tems was definitely established.
That wise precedent it Is now d

to follow In a hill by Repre
sentative Adamson, chairman of the
Committee on Interstate and Foreign
Commerce, by the terms of which in
an emergency the President could
take possession for tho transiortn-tlo- n

of troops, military equipment
and supplies of the United States of
the physical properties of railroads
and draft Into the military service
the officers, managers nnd employees
from the highest to the lowest of the
lines thus seized. ,

The law would apply also to tele-
phone and telegrnph companies, which
the Government would be authorized
to utilize for its own purposes and to
regulate the public use of in the In-

terests of military and naval opera-
tions or to prevent Information dan
gerous to the safety of the nation
from being communicated from one
part of the country to another. In nil
cases the Interstate Commerce Com-
mission would be the authority for
determining compensation for dam-
ages done and losses suffered, while
the pay of officers nnd employees
drafted Into the national service
would lie the same as they had re-

ceived previous to their enrolment.
ThI proposed legislation I needed

for the adequate defence of the coun-
try. Government management of
these public utilities by men under
military discipline and responsible to
military commnnderN would reduce
friction, eliminate misunderstandings
and conduce to the speedy and orderly
execution of mllitnry plans. It would
centralize and fix responsibility. It
would make doubly effective the trans-
portation anil communication systems
of the country mid allow n plant
designed only to meet tho needs of
industry to bo transformed In the
shortest possible time into n military
machine for war purposes.

PRUSSIANIZED GERMANY.

How the Teachings of Goethe aid
Others Came to Be Obsolete.

To the Editor or Tint Sun Sir.' Vol-
taire, who lived among tbe Prussians,
knew their peculiarities and methods
and In "Candldo" depicts some of their
acts of raplno under the areat Fred
erick. After tho lattcr's death new
frflths and Ideals were taught by such
creat men as Schiller. Goethe, Lesslng
and others loo numerous to mention.
They made a different Germany, a na
tion of plain livers and high thinkers, a
nation where kindness nnd sentiment
took the place of Prussian brutality and
blood lust, and which continued until
the time of Bismarck and his ereat ac
complishment, German unity. That Rave
the Prussians their opportunity, for
with the ascendency they ns a State had
obtained thoy were enabled to put their
Frederick the Ircst theory, that the
people were made for the Government,
not the Government for tho people, at
work. This dictum was gradually en- -
rorce.l until the whole temper and
faiths of the German peonlo were
changed. From childhood, even from
babyhood, the Prussian and assassin
doctrine was inculcated. Not a pro-
fessor or schoolmaster tout became tho
obedient servant of tho great German
State to disseminate and teach the
abhorrent doctilne of unquestioned
obedience to the State, and necessarily
to Its ruler tho Kaiser.

There lives y sjarcely a German
whose condolence has not lyen Influ-
enced nnd who does not feel that Ids
dearest duty is to obey orders from his
Government or Kaiser.

The dictum of the great Ignatius
Loola that n child in his keeping until
t.n years old would be forever of Ills
faith has lieeu exemplified, and all the
Instincts of savasery and barbarism
dormant in the animal man have been
brought to the surface nnd aro y

manifested by German soldiers and
sailors. It Is a moot question whether
the Germans aro to be blamed, ibut that
these habit nnd sentiments exist la be-
yond question. It Is evidenced by the
declaration of the prominent thinkers
and te:ichers of Germany, nnd by uni-
versal approval of the people as ksown
by the necfssjrlly educated German
press. v c. D.

LISTEN. GARDENERS!

Plant IVas and Potatoes Now. but (Jo
Kasy With Stuff Less Hardy.

To the KntTon or The Pes-- sir.- To
the thousands of nmateur sardtners this
Mr!n a word of warning may not be
sillies. Don't sturt jour R.irdii too
soon. The Orst nf Hay Is time enough,
or even the middle of Jiay will not be
too late. Seed put in cold around often
refuses to germinate and Is lost.

Seed will be scarce this year with
such a phenomenal demand as will be
made upon seedsmen. It must not be
waned, as very likely it cannot be re-
placed.

Another reason for delay In planting
is the possibility of frosts. No season
Is safe till after May 10, nnd not always
then. Peas may be put in early, as they
like cool weather. Potatoes also thrive
In cool weather. Beans and corn revel
In warm weather, and the slightest frost
will kill beana. Corn does best when
planted in soil so warm that It will
come up In five or six day. Squash,
cucumbers and melons should not be
planted early.

Alt soil, no matter how- rich It may
look, will produce better crops by liberal
fertilization with barnyard or stable
manure. Poor lolls will ylfld llttln or
nothing without nbundant fertilization
with such manuie. Commercial fertil-
isers will not tnke the place of well
ruttcYJ stable manure

A small- piece of land well frtillid
will yield far moto than a largo patch
unfertilized.

The around should bo ploughed and
harrowed befote planting. Barnyard or
stable manure should be spiead over the
surface after ploughing and before liar,
rowing. Then the rains will wash the
plant food down around tho roots of the
plants. If manure Is spread first and
ploughed under much nf the plant food
will he washed down beond the reach
of the roots.

A small patch can well enough be
turned over and properly prepared with
a spado. The ground should be Kept
well stirred with a hoe after the plants
corrw up and until they innture if the
best results nre to he obtained.

Small gardens may lie watered to ad-

vantage In very dry weather, but alwnjs
after the sun goes down. Ciround for
a garden must of course be well drained.

A WASTE OFFICER URGED.

And a Plan Whereby the Garbage
Man Would Do Police Duty.

To Titr. Editor or The Sc.v sir: The
food waste of our cities exhibits !tne!f
dally In our patbago palls to tho garbage
man. Why not appeal to tho patriot-Ism- ,

Intelligence and of the
man who empties tho garbngo?

Let the garbago man be Instructed to
Inspect every pall of garbage he enip- -
ties. Whenever he finds a family habit
ually tin owing away good food let him
report It to his department in a "waste-
ful household," Let him be required to
prove tho accusation by bringing to a
"waste officer" the contents of the next
two or thrjo garbage palls. A fine
might then be Imposed upon the waste-
ful householder, part to go to the garb
age man. part to pay the salary of the
waste officer and the rest to buy school
lunches for poor children.

MAKE FARMS COOPERATIVE.

Better Ten One Acre Farmers Than
One Ten Arre Tract I'nviorked.

To thk I'ntTOR or TiicSfN Sir: Prob-
ably there Is here and there In this city
a person who knows how to plant food
crops--, but how many are there willing
to do the necessary labor of preparing
the ground, planting and cultivating?

Having mjelf received inrlj training
In gardening I know some of the things
that can be done with a small piece of
land.

I doubt whether there was another
boy In tli" part of flrooklyn where 1

was reared except my own brothers
who put a hand to the spade or
the hoe. Knowledge of gardening and
farming among city dwellers Is ex-

tremely rare.
Farming in the eastern Fnlted States

has run tn dairying. Tlia reason Is

plam a farmetjralslns milk g.'s ready
money for his milk, whereas x fanner
raising steers, hogs, sheep, grain nnd
vegetables has to iilt month" before
getting any return.

II takes three to four years to raise
a sjcer. It takes two years to raise a
cow. Mint is practically ensn. liaising
fodder for cows Is practically cash.
People want milk. Fodder gors Into
mill:.

The farming Industry hereabouts has
been turned largely to dairying because
of the ready cash argument. Farmers
want laborers experienced in farming
for a few months only. How farm
hands can be expeeti-- to llvo twelve
months on the earning? of six months
or even les Is a mystery.

Farmers Fay they want help What
do they offer?

It seems that a 'aim that cannot ho
worked without help might better be
divided up Into small parculs which can
be worked' by lnihldun!. In othor
words, where a farmer requires ten men
and cannot get them on his own terms,
ten men had better be found to culti-
vate each a parcel of tho farm with a
stake In the output.

Possibly a cooperative plan might be
worked out that would solve the farm
ing problem of the Middle and New
England States. There aro many young
men who would welcome an opportunity
to tieconie farmers If they had a chance
to reap a protlt and perhaps eventually
become owners of farm land.
