REICHSTAG ASKS POWER.

Amending Constitution.
Amsterdam, May 5. The Constitution

Committee of the Itelcnstng, says a des-
patch from Berlin, yesterday discussed
the proposal that the Ilelcluitar should

permanently during the war. The
commutes; finally adopted a resolution
in tne following form:

During the duration of the war now
.being waged by the Herman Umpire
the consent of the Reichstag shall In
all cases be necessary for tho closing
or adjourning of the Ilelchstag. This
clause shall be treated ow an addition
to paragraph !C of the constitution.
The Constitution Committee has re-

jected Dr. Bernstein's proposals requir-
ing tho approval of the Ilelchstag when
treaties are being Inaugurated and con-
cluded, when war Is declared und whenpeace agreements arc being settled.

The committee also has rejected the
proposal to Introduce a bill giving the
Reichstag power to dismiss the Chan-
cellor.

A restriction of the rjowcr of tho Ger-
man ICmperor was also decided upon by
the constitution committee, which de-
termined to alter article XVII. of the
Imperial Constitution as follows :

Ordinances and decrees of the
Kaiser will bo If sued In the name of the
Kmplre and will require for validity
tho counter signature of the Imperial
Chancellor or his representative, who
thereby assumes responsibility to the
Reichstag.

Cut Salient of Four Miles in
Laon Defences Get

4,300 Prisoners.

Germans Counter Attack and

PAnta, May S.- - With renewed lgor
the French returned y to tho attack
on the defences of I.aon and made excel-

lent progress. They cut a salient of four
miles from the Illndenburg line, ond on
a front as large cleared the last German
from the Craonne plateau, reaching the
domlnntlng heights beyond. During tho
day more than 4,300 German prisoners
were counted, which makes the total of
5,200 since the present offensive started.

This victory was accomplished, how-

ever, only by breaking down a German
defence stubborn beyond description. In
fact, It may be doubted whether many
days of more Intense fighting ever havo
been seen. On the wholo front of forty
mlleB and more there was an Incessant
battle.
