
PERIL SEEN IN TAX

ON EXCESS PROFITS

Troposcd Law Will Put Trcm-iui- n

on Stoi-- Watering,
Hanker Snys.

BUSINESS TO SUFFER

Partnerships Menaced and
Loosely Worded Act Mny

Add o Litigation.

A storm of protest against the excess
pro(U tax Is brewing In financial nnd
business circles. Tho provisions of tho
proposed Iaw are declared to bo unsound
and are expected to work severe Injury
upon partnerships nhero the amount of
rapltal Invested Is small and the profits
large.

Tho authorities nt Washington havo
already been apprised of the Injury the
proposed law would Incur upon small
business, and It U expected that certain
Investment organizations will make for-
mal overtures to have some of the pro-
visions In the proposed law changed.

Many of those who find fau'.t with the
bill as It stands' now expresa the belief
that the Oovernment In formulating Its
exoess profits tax measure should follow
along the. lines of Great DrIUln. which
has a plan In operatloh that Is meeting
with favor and which Is bused upon tho
profits over and above tho throe year
swage prior to tho war.

Loosely "Worded Art.
One Investment banker declared yes-

terday that tho law proposod for the
United States Is so loosely worded that
It will add. to uncertainty nnd litiga-
tion. Tho paragraphs relating to what
shall bo considered "actual capital," ac-
cording to this banker, are not clear as
to whether good will, trade marks and
franchises, which have teen paid for In
stock, are to be considered "actual capi-
tal" of not.

Continuing, this Investment broker
said:.

"As the wows stand It appears that
they are. if so. this Is putting a pre-
mium upon block watering and overcap-
italization and penalizing all companies
that have been financed conservatively.
Thus a company having $1,000,000 of
tangible assets and annual earnings of
1100,000 will have-- to pay the tnx on
$16,000, while the fame corporation by
adding $250,000 or good will to Us capi-
talization would escape tho tnx alto-
gether.

"It Is commonly understood that this
bllt s to tax profits swollen large by
war, so thnt the burden of the war be
borne at least partly by the companies
profiting therefrom. This purpose is not
accomplished by the present bill, which
taxes all companies regardless of
whether their earnings have Increased or
decreased as a result of war conditions.

EuKllsh Pattern Needed.
"It would appear that a Inw patterned

after the Hngllsh excess profits tnx law
would be far preferable and would be
fairer. Such a law would accept earn-- 1
Ings as shown .prior to tho outbreak of
the war, establish them as ,a ntandarTT
and levy a tax only on the ' amount
which present earnings exceed the pre-
war earnings.

"Orfo of the dangers of the act Is that
where It. docs not tax the excessively
high 'earnings ibut the earnings of com-
panies which have not materially bene-
fited from war conditions there will be
a tendency to pass the tax to tho con-
sumer.

"In general a tax on business under
normal conditions Is unsound. While
the present conditions are decidedly ab-
normal, there still remains the fact that
a tax on the amount carried In normal
.times Is unsound, nnd that It Is only
Justifiable to tax the Increaso In earn-
ings due to tho abnormal conditions."
