Washington, Mny 16. Hitter re-

butment against the Administration
traders who have accused Congress of
dilatory methods was voiced In the Sen- -,

ate to-d- when the war budget bill
displaced tho food control moasuro be-

fore the Senate, nnd when an amend-
ment Introduced by the Senate Commit-
tee on Appropriations providing $500,000
for the use of the Council of National
Defcnco came up for discussion.

The Council of National Defence, com-
posed of Cabinet olllcers; Its civilian

commission nnd the Government
shipping board vtcro apodal targets of
senatorial wrath, and President 'Wilson
himself was shortly criticised. Tho coun-
cil was charged with usurpation of au-
thority., and with unlawfully delegating
power to tho advisory commission. Tho
shipping board was assailed for alleged
Interference with private shipbuilders
ami for Insisting upon Its wooden ship
programmn. The President was attacked
for alleged lack of cooperation and con-
sultation with Congress,

The upahot of tho entire discission
was tho adoption of an amendment by
Senator sterling of South Dakota, set
ting forth that the power of the Coun-
cil of National Defence shall not be con-
sidered enlarged because of war condi
tions

Senator Lodge, Massachusetts, ed

the sentiments of many members
of both house with regard to criticism
to which both bodies hare been sub-
jected, and In the course of tils defence
of the legislative branch of the 'Govern-
ment (cored the Administration for Its
present tendency toward usurpation of
Irglslatlve functions- -

"Since the declaration of war," said
Senator Lodge, "tho work of Congress
his been unusual and extraordinary.
Both the Senate and the House have
given whole hearted and earnest devot-
ion to their duties."

Lodge Legislation.
After reciting a number of the im

portant measures which have been if
and passed by the Congress In

the last six weeks. Including the
declaration of war Itself, the Issuance of
t&e (7,000,000,000 In bond and oerttfl
rtes of lndebtensss. the conscription
oiii ana n. score of minor measures. Sena
tor Lodge expressed the opinion that
never In the history of the American
Congress had greater or more sincerely
nor-es-t attention been given to the funct-
ions of legislation.

"The Idea Is growing In certain quart-
ers," declared Senator Lodge, "that the
functions of the Congress are simply to
Mrve as tho vehicle for tho enactment
Into law of whatever tho executive
branch of the. Government may formu-
lae Into a legislative nroDosltlon.

PENHELD APPEARS

SUDDENLY IN CITY

Ambassador Is Back From
Vienna Long Before Friends

Expected Him.

Frederic Courtland Penflold, Ameri
can Ambasador to Austria-Hungar- y, ap
peared In this city last evening with his
wife to tho delighted surprise of tils
friends, who had the impression that- - he
was somewhere on the Atlantic, coitilng
here from a Spanish port. Ho was
cheerful nnd communicative, and said
he felt as good as he looked, which waB
exceptionally nno. Ho remarked with a
humorous twlnklo beforo roln to hit.
'Manhattan home at 787 Fifth avenue :

Thero aro only two to whom I can
tell the complete story of my diplomatic
experience, and they aro President Wil-
son and the Secretary of State. If 1 do
otherwise I'll be fired."

The Ambassador admitted thnt dlDlo- -
matlo considerations inspired the Em-bos-

to make it appear that ho and
Mrs. Pcnfleld were coming-- to America
by way of Spain, and so after leaving
Vienna this report was circulated to
conceal their movements. The Umbassy,
tne Ambasador said, still exist, and Is
In charge of the councillor. Even the
offlcuM of the slilp from which tho Am-
bassador landed at an American port
did not know he was coming.

The Ambassador would not say that
diplomatic relations between the United
States and Austria-Hungar- y had been
broken off, contenting himself with ob-
serving cheerfully: "I am recalled for
consultation." lie finally unbosomed
himself to his questioners In this wlsei

I have been four years on duty with
out one day of vacation. The old style
of diplomacy was for a man to go
abroad and sit on red velvet cushions
and devote himself to social functions.
I went over there to work. I spent one
year putting tho United States on the
map. and for three years I have been
trying to keep It there. For two years i

there has not been one word published
in the Austrian newspapers favorable to
the United States

"Tou know tho newspapers aro cen
sored, and when articles and cartoons
appeared reflecting on President Wilson
I went to the Minister of Foreign Af
fairs and asked him It the papers were
not under Government control. He
said, 'Oh, yes.' Then I showed him some
of tho objectionable cartoons and asked
him how he explained them. He said
again, 'Oh, yes,' adding, 'We did not see
that. It must have slipped In.'

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FURIOUS DRIVE

Line Wavers for a Time
Under Sheer Weight of

German Masses.

ALI GIIOUND REGAINED

Hlndcnbiirg's Troops Fail to
Tush Temporary Advan-

tage in Bullccourt.

London, Mny 1G. Against both
British nnd French Von Hlndenburg
threw y massed attacks of great
power, using picked troops which may
have come fresh from a long rest on the
inactive Itusslan front British and
French fought better than tho Germans
and Von lllndenburg's effort ended in
failure.

It was no easy victory, howovcr. The
first onslaught of the picked troops met
with success against both of the allied
armies, British nnd'French wavered for
a moment undor the shock, but tlioy
quickly rallied, regained all the ground
lest, took numbers of German prisoners
and sent the shattered roinnant back to
their trenches.

Fight at noeax.
Von Hlndenburg choso for his effort

on the British front the two mile stretch
from Gavrello to the Scarpo, which

the village of Roeux, with the
chemical works uml the cemotcry which
Field Marshal ll.lg captured last Mon-dn- y.

Tho waves In field gray camo for-
ward from Plouvatn. and ware mot by
a whirlwind rtrc. Other troops coming
down the slopes of Greenland Hill were
caught by hla;h explosive shells, and
their losses wcro tremendous. Then the
British machine runs got to work, but
the Hermans were in unusual strength.

"Sheer weight and momentum carried-th- e

Germans beyond the British s,

and oven Into tho chemical works
themselves," writt tho Associated Press
correspondent at tho front, "but. like n
rubber ball the rebound was Instan-
taneous, and swiftly the defenders
struck. After a short, hard fight the
enemy was thrown out, with heavy
losses, leaving tho British mora estab-
lished than over."

At Itullecourt there ws some furious
hand to hand fighting, with the result
that practically all the advantage the
Germans won there yesterday was nulli-
fied. On the Hlndenburg line east of
Bullecourt tho British troops made prog-
ress.

Allcaaaat la Threatened.
On the French front the Germans were

fully as anxious to succeed as against'
the British, for they were trylug to re-
capture the Ijjfraux mill, the loss of
which Was a very serious blow to them.
From the mill tho French have valuable
ft"!)""0" th. atrm,a" P?f '"
pert think I tho key to the German
position along the Alletto Valley.

Against the whole French trench sys:
tem about Laffaux and tho mill the
Germans brought to bear terrific pres-
sure on a front of nearly three miles.
Tho fighting began this morning after
the German guns had hurled thousands
of Bhells upon the French trenches. The
Germans used large forces In their at'
tacks.

Time and time again the Oorman
waves camo forward. In the main the
whole French line huld firm, but nt varl
ous points advanced positions were lost
in one attack or another. Then 'came
the French counter attacks, and after
fierce righting tho knots of German
that had penetrated French positions
were thrown out or wiped out.

Ilrandenbnrarr In Action.
The German official statement ravs

thut the ntormlng troops who gained
this temporary success wero Branden-burge- rs

and that they captured French
trenches on a front of nearly half a
mile, holding them against "sovoral"
strong French attacks. The official
statements follow:

British Night Statement After a
heavy bomlmrdment of our trenches
on both banks of tho Scarpo the en-
emy launched a poworful counter at-

tack this morning on the north bank
between Gavrello nnd the river. Ills
troops pressed forward under a

flro from our artillery and
machine guns. For a thort period by
weight of numbers the enemy forced
back our ndvanced troops from their
forward positions. Our counjer at-
tack, however. Immediately launohed,
regained all tho ground temporarily
lost, driving back the enemy and In-
flicting exceptionally heavy losses. A
number of prisoners remained In our
hands.
Our troops made progress during

the day In the Hlndenburg line north-
east of Bullecourt. A hostile raiding
party was successfully repulsed this
morning southeast of Yprcs.

One German airplane was driven
down out of control yesterday. One
of our muchlncB Is missing.

Fighting lu Dnlleconrt.
British Day Statement Fighting

continued yesterday to our advantage
In the western portion of Bullecourt.
We captured a few prisoners In the
course of a small encounter last night
on the right of our position In tho
Hlndenburg line east of the village.

Severe fighting Is in progress north
of the Scarpo.

French Night Statement n

continued y their attacks
In the region to the north and north-
west of the Laffaux Mill a far a the
railroad between Sotssons and. Laon,
Despite the Importance of the enemy
effectives nnd the violence of the as-
sault our troops Inflicted a san-
guinary check on their adversaries.
At several points, whero our line tem-
porarily gave way, wo carried out
brilltaJit counter attacks, which en-
abled us to regain the lost ground.

Tho Germans suffered heavy losses
In endeavoring to arrest our progress
by new attempts, which were broken
by our barmgo and the fire of our
machine guns. About 100 unwounded
prisoners remained In our hands, as
welt aa a number of wounded Ger-
mans who are carried by our ambu-
lance.

Artillery la Active.
The artillery fighting continued vio-

lently along the whole front of attack.
In the sector of Crsonne lively artll- -'
lery actions also occurred.

NEW IRISH RULE

TERMS DEFINED

Provides Home Government
for Ireland, Excluding

Ulster Section.

JOINT COUNCIL CHEATED

Lloyd George in Letter Ahks
John Redmond to Con-

sider Proposal.

London, May 16. Lloyd George, Brit-
ish Frlmo Minister, y sent a letter
to John Redmond, leader of the Irish Na-

tionalist party, outlining the Govern-
ment's project for the settlement of the
home rule question. He asked Mr. Red-

mond to state his views on the Govern-
ment's suggestions that tho Government
might be ablo to consldor the matter
before Monday.

As coon as the Premier's proposals
wcro available the Irish Unionists met to
discuss tho document. The Nationalists
will hold a meeting on Thursday for the
same purpose.

Would End Unrest.
The Premier's letter to Mr. Redmond

follows:
Dear .Mr. Redmond The Government

havo been considering for some tlme
what further action they would take to
bring about the settlement' of the Irish
qtimtlon. They havo approached the
subject with a deep desire to put' an end
to a state of affairs which Is productive
of lmmenso evil not only to Ireland but
to Ureat Britain and tho empire.

"The cholro of alternatives open to
them, however, has been narrowed by the
ract mat it Is impossible for them In the
crisis of a war In which our safety and
tno liberty of most of the nations of
Europe arc at stake to tako action which
would revive a violent political contro-
versy and so woaken or Imperil tho unity
which Is essential to the supreme neces-
sity of winning the war. They have
therefore felt that any settlement which
they could propose during the war must,
bo one which would be substantially ac-
cepted by both sides.

Proposals Are Offered.
"The desire of the Government lias

been to try to effect an Immediate set-
tlement, conceding the largest nosslbld
measure of home rulo which can bo se-
cured by agreement at this moment,
without prejudice to the undertaking of
Parliament of a further and final settle-
ment of the questions most In dispute
after the war. They are therefore pre-
pared to put forward proposals on tho
following lines with a view to preaont
action :

"Firstly They would Introduce a bill
for the Immediate application of the
home rule act to Ireland, but exclud-
ing therefrom the six northeast coun-
ties of Ulster, such exclusion to be
subject to reconsideration by Parlia-
ment at the end of five ycars.'unless It
Is previously terminated by the action
of the Council of Ireland, to bo set up
as hereinafter described.

"Secondly With a view to securing the
largest possible measure of common
action for the whole of Ireland tho bill
tyfculd provide for a Council of Ireland,
td' be composed of two delegations,
consisting on th one hand of all
members returned to Westminster
from the excluded area, and on tho
other of a delegation equal In num-
bers from the Irish Parliament, this
council to be summoned on tho Initia
tive of any six members. It would be
empowered by a majority of tho votes
of each of tho delegations to jrnss pri-
vate hill legislation affecting both the
Included nnd excluded areas ; to rec-
ommend to the Crown the extension to
Iho excluded area by an Order In Coun-
cil of any net of the Irish Parliament ;
to agree to tho Inclusion under the
homo rule act of the whole of Ireland,
subject to the assent of n majority of
tho voters In the excluded area, the
powers to le vested In the Crown In
that cose td extend the act to all of
Ireland by an Order In Council; to
make recommcndntlons on Ha own Ini-

tiative upon tho Irih question. Includ-
ing tho amendment of the homo rule
act as finally passed. TIio president of
this Council of Ireland would be' nlected by agreement between tho dele-
gations', or In default of agreement
would bo nominated by the Crown.

Would Ilevlvr Industry,
"Thirdly The letter says that tho finan

cial proposals of tho home rule bill are
unsatisfactory and should bo recon-
sidered. Important objects, such as
tho development of Irish Industries,
Improvement In town housing and tho
furtherance of education, with In-

creased, pay for teachers, owing to the
war conditions, It declares, cannot be
dealt with under the bill without un-
due burden on tho Irish taxpayers.

"Fourthly The Government would
recommend that after the second read-
ing of tho bill embodying tho above
proposals, together with the home rule
act, It should forthwith be considered
by a conference to be constituted on
tho lines of the Speaker's conference
on olectoral reform, though not con-
sisting exclusively of member of Par-
liament, and meeting under tho chair-
manship of some one commanding the
same general confidence in his Im-

partiality and Judgment aa Mr.
Speaker himself.
Tho Government feel that a pro-

posal which provide for Immediate
home rule for the greater part of Ire-
land, while excluding that part of Ire-
land whtoh objects to coming under the
home rule act for a definite period, when
Parliament will consider the matter
afresh; which recognizes the profound
sentiment existing In Ireland for the
unity of the country by creating a com-
mon council to consider Irish affairs as
a whole, and which finally sets up a
representative conference to attempt to
adjust the most difficult questions In-

volved, Is as far as they can possibly
go toward effecting a, legislative settle-
ment In the crisis of a great war. They
are prepared to Introduce a bill on
these lines.

Acceptance la Asked,
"But they feel It would be Idle, and I

am sure you will agree with them, to In-

troduce such a bill unless It were as-
sured of something like a second reading
acceptance rroni both Irish, parties. I
sincerely hopo that If .the Government
Introdncn this bill tho party of which
you are the head will give this measure
of support to the proposals, which will

Washington, May lfi. Led by Repre

LONDON, May 10. Eijrhteen British merchant vessels of more than

1,000 tons wero sunk during tho past week, says tho official sum-
mary of shipping issued y.

Tho statement says:
For nil nationalities: Arrivals, 2,668; sailings, 2.552.
British vessels mined, submarined and sunk, over 1,600 tons, in-

cluding one previously, 18; under 1.C00 tons, 5.
British merchantmen unsuccessfully attacked, including five pre-

viously, 19.
British fishing vessels sunk, 3.

The foregoing statement shows tho losses for tho week aro con-
siderably lc3S than half as regards the number of vessels sunk, last
week's report showing 62 vessels, as compared with' 20 In the current
statement.

In large vessels the decrease was from 24 to 18. The most
marked drop, however, was in tho number of smaller vessels destroyed.
LBSt Wednesday 22 merchant vessels of less than tons were re-
ported sunk, in contrast with tho fivo in this week's report, while the
number of fishing craft dropped from 16 to only 3.

The high water mark in tho destruction of largo vessels was
reached in the report of April 26, when. 40 such vessels were an-
nounced aa destroyed.

their safe voyage,, he asked:

"When will you bo ready for bust,
ncss?"
