Fourteen ambulances with, a complete

complement of men and supplies, the
Uft of Mrs. Frederick V. Thomson
and alumni of Williams College
have salted for France to become a unit
In the American Ambulance Field Ser-vlc- e

Mrs. Thompson gave one of the am-
bulances outright with the necessary
money to maintain It for, one year.
Harry A. tUrfleld. president of Williams
College, and Mrs. Garfield, presented
another: ono was glcn by the llo'v. and
Mrs. Harris K. Adrlance, nnd the resi-
dent of Willlamntowii gave a fourth
with entire equipment. The other am-
bulances were tnlsed by the subscriptions
of the alumni. J

The ambulance corps accompanying
the unit will bo composed entlrelv of
Williams men, phlch Is the first Will
iams contingent to sail for France.
Among the members of the corps now
on the ocean are Stanton Garfield '17, ;
son of President Garfield, Sewell
Tyng 'IS, Edwin 11. Adrlance '11 and
eleven other students.

This Is not tho only contribution to
the war by Williams men. The students
have been drilling under a regular nrmy
captain for several months, nnd Presi-
dent Garfield hns stated that 35 per
cent, of the student rookies have al-
ready enlisted. A student camp for
soldiers will be In operation all sum-
mer.
