RINTELEN, MARTIN

AND LAMAR GUILTY

/
Jury Disagrees in Case of the
Four Others in German
Plot Trial.

Capt. Frans von Rintelen, David La-
mar and Henry B. Martin were found
guilty by a jury in Federal Judge Cush-
man’s court last night. They were tried
with four others on a charge of con-
spiracy to tie up the nation's munitions
plants fomanting strikes and by pro-
moting (erman propaganda throughout
America by means of Labor's Peace
Couneil. The cases of the four others, In-
cluding two Representatives In the last
Congress, caused the jury delay in reach-
ing Its verdiet. It dellberated thirty
hours and finally announced no agree-
ment could bs resched except on the
eharges agninst the threea. It In under-
stood the four on whom the jury dis-
agreed will not again be tried on the
charge.

Judge Cushman announced that he
would pronounce sentence on the three
mén at 3 o'clock this afternoon. He
contlnued the defendants on ball.

Rintelen aocepted the verdict stolldly.

“It = Justice, it s fair: it is falrness,
1L In just,” he said.

Lamar only smiled, while Martin wore
a rather serious expression.

John L. O'Brian, the special Federal
tor, sald the Government couid
hardly expect a better verdiet.

“It vindicates the Government's pross-
cutlion of these cases” he added. *“Tt
vindicates what we have done to stamp
out German plots and also shows to
what extent German conspiracies and
Intrigues and plots have been carried on
in this country.”

Need for expert rallrond men to re-
pair the lines In France is so pressing
that an urgent call has been sent out by
the Rallroads War Board to the various
roads of the country for asslstance In
organizing nime regiments of railroad
men to go at once to France, They will
be a part of the regular army, and at
the head of each regl t an Colonel
will be an engineer officer of the army.

The plans of the board call for flve
construction regiments, one shop or re-
palr regiment and thres operating regi-
ments.  Construction will be the maln
work of the men sent over, but the repalr
and operating needs are hardly leas im-
mediate. A notlce sent out by the Rall-
roads War Board =aya:

“The _French rallways are badly run
down, &y need more or lesa complste
rehabllitation. France has no men who
can be spared for this work. She wants
all her men at the front. Before we cin
train men to go Into the trenches we
can supply Frauce's rallroad wants, and
we can do it practically Imrhedintely.
Any men we send over must be soldlers, '
mo It will ba necessary for the rallroad
forces (o enter the army.

*We proposa to make up five construc-
tion regiments of alx companies each to
do this rehabllitation, Each regiment
will have an sngineer officer of the United
Biates, atmy as Colonel and another
officer from the army as an adjutant.
The other officers will be made up of rail- |
road men, except that the commissary
will ba provided by the Unlited States
army. Each Lieutenant-Colonel will be
& chief engineer of a railroad or mome
one else of similar experience. The Cap-
tains will be taken from the engineers
of maintenance of way, the Lisuten-
anis from supervisore or roadmasiers
and the non-commiasioned officers from
track and bridge foremen.
