TO BUILD AIRCRAFT

Policy Involves Turning Out
.1,500 Machines Within

Next Year.

Washinotoi;, May 20. Amei ten's war
policy In th air was announced y

by Ilonard Collin of the Council of 'Na-

tional Defence. It Involve. turning out
.1,100 air machines, Including both traln-
lni; and battle types, during the next
year and the creation of an aircraft pro-

duction board which will axranKe for a
constant tttrenm of aviators and mechan-
ics (o the American forces In litiropc.
Aircraft schools and training camps will
be established on n larse scale. It Is

planned to train 5,000 to ,000 aviators
the Ilrsl year and double the output of
planes and aviators tho second year.
