Every city of slxe Is working zealously
for the success of the issue and meeting
with surprisingly large results, but the
prospect of oversubscription Is being les-
sened every day through the inanition
sf the men of the soil. City shop girls
are responding In greater numbers' than
the farmer, and the bookkeepers are giv--
lug more amply of their means.

It is true that the farmer has had .
igreater drain upon his resources this

jear 'than ever before, but on a per
capita basis the farmer has more in
the bank now than at any time in the
previous decade. The farmers of the
State have been fairly bombarded with
appeals to their patriotism through the
farm papers, the granges, the rural
hanks and the home defence organizat-
ions.

The savings and loan associations of
the State, whose resources aggregate
about J80.000.000. are taking an active
part to make tbe loan a success. With
the cooperation of Eugene Lamb Rich-
ards, State Superintendent of Banks, the
"savings and loan associations succeeded
in having the Legislature pass and the
Governor sign a bill which permits these
associations to participate In tho Lib-
erty Loan and other bonds to be Issued
by the United States Government. This
new law authorises savings and loan as-
sociations of the State to Issue "national
defence savings shares having a
matured alue of J100 each. This law I

provides that all moneys received upon
this class of shares shall be Invested by
the savings and loan associations re-
ceiving them In United States bonds, or
other obligations, and the Income from
the bonds distributed among the holders
of this particular class of shares.

Called On to Snbserlbe.
The Nrw Tork State and Metropolitan

Leagues of Savings and Loan Associa-
tions are conducting, with pronounced
success, an active campaign to induce
the savings and loan associations
throughout the State to participate to
their fullest extent in the flotation of the
Libert- - bond Issue, With this end In
view the officers of the State and Metro-
politan Leagues have sent a circular let-
ter to the local associations calling their
attention to the enactment of the new
law and pointing out that It is their pa-
triotic duty to cooperate with the na-
tional Government in floating this new
bond Issue.

In line with efforts being made In
ether branches of Industry to Interest
salaried employees and wage earners In
subscribing to the Liberty Loan, the rail-
roads have taken up the work of dis-
posing of the bonds on a large scale. A
committee, consisting of A. H. Smith,
president of the New Tork Central
lines; Frederick D. Underwood, presi
dent of the Erie : W. H. Truesdale. presl.
dent of the Delaware, Lackawanna and
Western; L. F. Loree, president of the
Delaware and Hudson: Henry Walters,
cresldent of the Atlantic Coast Line, and
Walker D. Hlnes, chairman of the Santal
Fe. was appointed at the request of the
general Liberty Loan committee and at
once set upon the task of arranging for
a thorough canvass of the railroad of-

ficers and employees of the country.
A total of 1,014 companies were

by telegraph and over 1.000 re-

sponded within a few "days. It Is calcu-
lated that the appeal will reach more
than 1,200,000 railway employees scat-
tered over every county of every State
Id the Union.

AVIATOR. IS KILLED

New of HU Death
London, June S. The War ,3fBce has

received confirmation that.Capt. Albert
Ball, one of Great Britain's most noted
aviators, was killed In action some time
ago. Capt. Ball had been missing since 1
May 7.

Capt. Ball was last seen near Lens
early m the evening of May 7, engaged
in a fight with three German airplanes.
He did not return to his base, and then
a report was circulated that he had been
captured by the Germans.

The aviator had made a brilliant rec-
ord, his score of enemy airplanes shot
down up to the time of his death being
more than forty. His home was Not'
tlngham. and because of his exploits he
was given the freedom of that city. He
had received the distinguished service
medal with two bars and also the mili-

tary' cross. He was only II years old.

FRENCH LINE FAIL

French Day Ststement The enemy
bombardment reported yesterday In
the region of Craonne was extended
and continued during the ntuht with
extreme violence, especially on the
entire front or the Vaurlerc and Call-fom- le

plateaux. The Germans finally
launched five successive attacks with
large effectives, of which three mere
upon the esst portion of the Callfornle
plateau and two upon the west por-
tion snd tbe Vauclerc plateau.

The enemy was everywhere re-

pulsed with Important losses., notably
In the region east of the Callfornle
plateau, where the assaulting detach-
ments a ere broken up by our fire.
The enemy left a great number of
dead In front of our trenches. A num-
ber of prisoners remained In our
hands.
