The President's declaration that the
day was one of gladness because of the
sacred memories and of n rcdcdlcntlon
of a united country to those prlnclplea
which have made America (treat anions
the nations of the earth wag greeted by
mo veterans wun a rousing demonstra-
tion. In which the "rebel yell" made
ltMlf heard.

Mnt Rr Heady to Serre,
There la not a man or uh who must

not hold himself ready to nerve the nt

under which he Uvea." the
President told tho veteran. "There
cornea a time when a nation must aacrl
flea everything to the principles which It
.professes. I m thankful for the privi-
lege of which lends dignity
to the human spirit This la a happy
day. a day of noble memory,' a day of
dedication and a day of the renewal ot
that spirit that has made America great
atnong the nations of the world."

The President said he felt there was
some significance In the coincidence that
at (he moment he was welcoming the
former host of the Confederacy to the
capital they sought to destroy millions
of young men were registering them-selv-

for sendee to keep the world free.
These solemn lines of young men going
to-d- all over the Union to the places
of registration," said he, "ought to be a
signal to the world, to those who dare
flout the dignity and honor and rights of
the United States, that all her manhood
will flock to that standard under which
we all delight to serve, and that he
who challenges the rights and principles
of the United States challenges the
united strength and devotion of a na-
tion.

Mvst Prove Oar Greataesa.
"We have prospered with a sort of

heedless and Irresponsible prosperity.
Now we are going to lay all our wealth
if necessary and spend all our blood If
need be to show that we were not ac-
cumulating that wealth selfishly but
were accumulating It for the service of
mankind.

"Men all over the world have thought
of the United States as a trading and
money getting people, whereat we who
have lived at home know the Ideals with
which the hearts of this people have
thrilled; we know the sober convictions
which have lain at the basts of our life

n the time, and we know the power
anfl devotion which can be spent for
the service of those Ideals that
we have treasured. We have been al-
lowed to feooome strong In the providence
of Qod that our strength might be used
to prove not our selfishness but our
greatness, and If there Is any ground for
thankfulness In a day like this I am
thankful for tho privilege of

which la the only privilege that
lends dignity to. the human spirit"

Patriotism was the keynote of the
opening eeaston of tho reunion, held for
the first time north ot the Mason and
Dixon line. The presentation of a United
States flag to Gen. George P. Harrison,
Commander-in-Chi- ef of the Confed-
erates, by Col. Andrew Cowan ot the
Grand Army of the Republic, was the
signal for .a demonstration. The Stars
and Stripes were hung side by side with
the Stars and Bars behind the presiding
officer and will remain there throughout
the reunion.

Sees Nation Ilcnnlted.
"For four years," said Gen. Harrison,

"I learned to love another flag; the Stars
and Bars, which you have truly said
was borne with honor through the war
and furled with honor at the end. And
so long as red blood flows In our veins
we will cherish Its heroic and tender
memories. That you should honor us
for that proves that you, too, have a sol-
dier's heart. Now that the war of sec-
tions has ended and our country Is again
united my love for Old Glory has re-

turned, and we who wore the gray now
stand side by side with you who wore
the blue In fighting for liberty and hu-

man rights whenever and wherever our
country calls."

Col. Robert K. Iee, grandson of the
Bouth's war leader, declared In his ad-
dress that the sons of the men of the
North and South would emulate the ex-

ample of their fathers and serve their
country In any capacity In which they
are called.

Tho number of veterans here Is esti-
mated at almost 7.000. Tents provided
for them on the Union Station Plaza
could not accommodate all ot the late
comers and homes had to be sought for
them.

Confetlrrntr Addresses Senate.
For tho first tlmo In the history of the

Senate a soldier of the Confederacy stood
on Its floor In the uniform of hi rank
and addressed that body. Senator John
H. Bankhcad of Alabama, who fought
for four years of the civil war us a pri
vate .In tho ranks of an Alabama regi-
ment, attired In the gray jacket with its
collar nf yellow and Its buttons nf shin J

ing brass, made a remarkabln picture as
ho moved that the Senate in honor nf
the ptcsence In Washington of the I'nlted
Confederate Veterans who had come here
to pledge their faith and fealty to the
nation adjourn for the period of the
reunion. The Senator's plea was
promptly heeded hy the Senate, which
voted at once to take a recess until Fri-
day, June 8, the entire period ot the en-
campment. The Senator said:

"To-da- y the shattered remnants of the
armies of I,ee and Jackson, Johnson atldBragg and of the navies of tho Con-
federacy are In Washington ond imThursday will march with their sons
down Pennsylvania avenue in review
beforo the President nf the United States.

"A little more than half a centuryago these same men In arms wero ham- -'
merlng ut the gates of Washington In an
effort In sever their relations with the
national Government. Thursday, march-ing with broken body and faltering step,
on a mission of peace and love not nfhatred and bloodshed, but In a spirit nfresolute reconciliation and absolute Iny.ally to our Hag. they un voire In vibrant,tones to alf the world an Indissoluble
union nf the United Ptates.

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ONE PER CENT. TAX

ON MOTORS

La Follctte Would Base Levy
on Retail Prices of

Cars.

WasHiNOTOtr, June 6. An amendment
offered to-d- by Senator La Follette
providing a tax of 1 per cent on' all au-

tomobiles baeed upon the retail price In
lieu of the provision adopted lat week
for taxing motor driven vehicles on a
schedule of rates r.mglrwr from 11.80 per of
annum on motorcycles to $25 per annum
on cars valued at from $3,000 upaard
received serious consideration by tho
Senate Finance Committee, with Indica-
tions that It might be adopted.

Senator La Follette told the commit
tee that under his plan the revenue to

e derived would be prartlcally the
equivalent of the collectible rax from
the motor owners of the country undr
the graduated scale scheme, and further
that under It the burden would fall on
the motor car owner In a definite ratio
to his own ability to pay for an article
which had become a necessity ueed In
termittently as a luxury.

Under the terms of the amendment
offered by La Follette tho tax would bo
graduated In accordance with the age of
the car. A deduction nf 10 per cent, ot
the tax would be made for each year of
use of the automobiles up to the fifth
year of such use.

This means that the owners of cars
costing only $350 to $500 would pay for
new cars only from $3.G0 to $5 per an- -
num In taxes, whereas the owner of a
new $6,000 car would pay Into the
Treasury $(0 Instead of the maximum
Imposed under the original Senate pro-
vision of only $26.

"Having disentangled Itself energetic-
ally from revolutionary and pacifist un-
dertakings," says the Temps, "the Gov-
ernment rules with the confidence of the
country and can negotiate henceforth
with the world, whether with Allies,
friends or neutrals, through official
channels, which alone are the right chan-

Hy "n vote nf 453 to 55 the Deputies
adopted a resolution declaring that peacr
conditions mint Include the liberation of
territories occupied by (lennany. the
return of 'AIsace-Iorrnln- c to France and
Just reparation for damage done In the
Invaded regions The resolution, which
was accepted by the Government, also
favors tho creation ot a league nf na-

tions for the maintenance of peace.

Text at Itesnlntlnn.
Four resolutions had been submitted.

One was drawn up by Deputies Klotz,
Charles and Dumont, representing the
opinion of the majority group: the other
three were presented by different sec-
tions of the Socialists. The first reolu-tio-

"The Chamber of Deputies, the direct
expression of the sovereignty of the
French people, salutes the Russian and
other allied democracies and indorses
the unanimous protest which the repre-
sentatives of Alsare-l.orraln- e, torn from
France against their will, have made to
the National Assembly. It declares that

expects from the war' Imposed upon
Kurnpo by the aggression of Imperialist
Germany the return of Alsace-Lorrnln- e

to the mother country, together with lib-

eration of Invaded territories and Just
reparation for damage.

"Far removed from all thoughts of
conquest nnd enslavement, It expects
tint tho efforts of tho armies of the
republic and her allies will secure, onco
Prussian militarism Ih destroyed, dura-
ble guarantees for peaco and independ-
ence for peoples great and small In a
league of nations such ns has already
been foreshadowed.

"Confident that the Government will
bring this about by the coordinated mili-
tary and displomatlc action of all the
Allies and rejecting all amondmentH, the
Chamber passes to the order of the
day."

Premier nllint's Sperrli.
Speaking to the ' resolution Premier

Itlbot said:
"The Government asks you to vote

for the Dumont-Klol- z resolution. Tho
long debate, now drawing to nn end.
has shown with what spirit of sincerity J

and patriotism the Chamler Is animated.
This resolution affirms our national sov-
ereignty. It declares that In a democ-
racy llko ours there can ho no secret
diplomacy. None can or wants to
finesse with the national sovereignty.
None has entertained such thoughts.

GOMPERS FIGHTS USE

OF TROOPS IN STRIKE

Protests Soldier Guards at
Newark Plant Fears

' Effect on Labor.

Washington, June 5. Correspond-
ence between I'resldept Oompers nf the
American Federation of Labor. Secre-
tary of War Baker and Secretary of
Iwthor Wilson shows that Mr. Gompers
protested strongly against the ue of
troops as guards for strike breakers at
the plant of Kdward Mahrr & Sons,
Newark. Ills argument was that there
hsd been no violence In connection with
the strike, which has bw?n In progress
since August JO, 1316

Calling attention tn the employment
nf n corporal and Mi prlvntes of the
New Jersey Guard In Federal service,
Mr Gompers said the soldiers were
clearly there for the purpose of Intim-
idating and that their continued pres-
ence there. In the absence of violence,
would engender among the working peo.
pie hostility against the military.

The matter was called to the atten-
tion of Mr Gompers by the business
agent nf the moulders local, who eatel
the plsnt had been picketed by three
men since the strike wat called There
had been no objection to these pickets
nnd nn violence or r hsd resulted,
declared the buslners agent However,
about May 23 a eorjHiral and quad ,nf
soldiers drove off the pickets and
mounted guard over the plant during
work hours. The firm, according to the
labor man, Is engaged In Government
wnrk on one and the decla-
ration nf war has brough about no new
war contracts.

After ascertaining from Gov Edge of
New Jersey that the troops In question
were In Federal service and had been
posted under dlreclotns from tho De-
partment of the Fast Mr. Gompers wrote
Secretary Maker under date of June 1

reaffirming tho position of organized la-

bor that strike duty belonged to the po-
lice and saying:

"When the military Is used to perform
wnrk that properly comes under tho
Jurisdiction nf the police and tho work-
ing people are deprived by force of their
rights there Is Inevitably engendered
among them hostility toward the mili-
tary." Continuing ho said: "Clearly,
then, the effect of using tor
guards can be nothing else except In-

timidation."
Mr. Gompers spoke of the need to

"mobilize tho good will nf the country
In order that effective resistance may be
matin to foreign enemies. "In order to
Insure uninterrupted output of necessary
supplies." he concluded, "there must be
accorded to workers opportunity to settle
difficulties with employees."

This letter wan turned over to Secre-
tary Wilson, who wrote Mr, Oompers
that he had taken the matter up with
Secretary Baker "with a view to pro-
tecting the rights of all parties con-
cerned."

OSTEND BOMBARDED
BY BRITISH WARSHIPS
Many Shots Fired With Good

Results Fleet Unhurt.
Lonpon. June 5. The German naval

base at Ostend. on the Iteklan roast,
has been bombarded by Urltlsh warships,
the Admiralty announces, Tho Hrltlsh
forces were undamaged. Tho Admiralty
announcement sajs;

"Tl at Dover reports
that the enemy naval hope ami work-
shops at Ostein! were heavily homlurJed
In the early hours this morning A
large number of rounds wore fired with
Komi limits. Tho enemy shore batteries
returned our fire, hut our bombarding
forces suffered no damage."

A despatrh to tho Exchange Telegraph
from Hushing hays that according to a
frontier correspondent tho bombardment
of KeohrugKo last night was the most
formidable slnco tho war began. It was
carried out by the fleet with heavy cuns
ann lasieu ror ton minutes.

"The damage miiht have been severe,"
says the despntch, "for the explosions
writ- - heard rontlnuniifly until S o'clock
this morning. Hevoral fires were seen.
The German batteries refilled forcibly,
hut owing to the mist found It difficult
tn locato tho positions nf the Hrlllh
slili. nnd It Is not bcllovrd they got a
sIhkIo lilt."

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DRYS DISCONTENTED

WITH SENATE STEP

Prohibitive Taxes on Distilling
of Liquors ItctfHrdcd as Not

Radical Enough.

SATISFY THE MODERATES

Belief Is That if Proposal Is
Enacted It Will Become

Permanent Law.

Washington, June 5. Some discon-
tent In the ranks of the radical1 pro-

hibitionists has followed yesterday's
action of the Henate Committee on Fi
nance Incorporating In the revenue bill
prohibitive taxes on distilled liquors and
forbidding their Importation while beer,
ales and wines are left to hold their
placo In the commerce of the nation.
only suffering a material Increaso In
taxation.

The propagandlsm of the more rndl
cal prohibitionists has for years been
dlrocted toward tho destruction of the
entire traffic In alcoholic beverages. But
here and there some of the more mod
erate prohibitionists have directed public
attention to the tact that only In nations
where the abuse of whiskey and kindred
beverages was evident has Intemperance
over been the cause for serious action by
the State.

I'nder the terms of the revenue bill
the tax of $20 a bushel nn grain used In
the manufacture or whiskey and other
ardent spirits and of $5 a gallon on mo-
lasses and syrups used In the manufac-
ture of rum may become a permanent
law for tho United Htates. Once written
Into the statutes, this particular piece of
wartime legislation may stand per-
manently. It Is probable that when the
tlmo comes to repeal the war revenue
law this particular section may be
omitted from the act of repeal.

Regarding the situation as developed
during the past twenty-fo- ur hours

William Schley Howard of
Georgia, one of the group of legislators
who have been consistent foes of the
liquor traffic for many months, said to
night ;

"However reluctantly wo may accept
tho Judgment of tho Senate Committee
on Finance In writing a proviso which
destroys tho manufacture of vtblskey
and yet permits the manufacture of
milder Intoxicants to continue, we must
accept with some satisfaction tills single
step In the right direction. Even If more
radical legislation falls to follow It with
that expedition which all adherents of
the cause of prohibition hope to witness.
nevertheless the elimination of whiskey.
which would follow In the course of a
very few ears the stoppage of Its manu
facture and Importation, will do vast
good."

L'nder the bill as It now stands before
the Senate committee, and still subject to
revision and further restrictive changes,
the whiskey In bond In the Cnlted States,
estimated at .100.000,000 gallons, may
still be wild. It Is estimated that the
supply will last not less than two and a
half or Ihiee years. The tax on this
liquor will he $2 20 n gallon. Instead of
51 10 as under the present law

JOLIET PRISON RIOT
QUELLED BY STORM

Rain Subdues 1,600 Convicts
After Bayonets Fail.

Joi.iet. III.. June 5 - After one pris
oner had been killed, eight severely In-

jured and several nthers hurt tn-tl-

fli.rlng three riotous outbreaks at the
State Prlsnn by 1.000 convicts, a rain-
storm drove the last 200 of the mu-

tineers to the cell house, although they
had stubbornly refused to move before
tho bayonets nf National Guardsmen
who quelled the outbreak. Fires set
within the prison buildings caused a loss
of J200.000.

The first disorder came at breakfast
when 000 convicts showed displeasure
over an order Issued by Warden How en
that hereafter prisoners could receive
no-- visitors except relatives. Shouting
disapproval, the me'n began throwing
tableware and breaking furniture and
driving the guards to cover. The second
outburst followed the setting of a fire
In the chair factory, about three, hours
later. The prison fire department was
attacked and driven back by convicts
when an attempt was made tn extln-guls- h

the blaze.
The Warden then asked for State

troops. )mt by the time they arrived fires
bail been set In several places, threaten-
ing the entire prison. The prisoners be-
came so threatening that Cant. Hamlet
C Itldgway ordered his soldiers 1 1 drive
them back with fixed luyonets while the
fire department fnifzht the flames. A
few minutes later rain began to fall In
torrents on the prisoners and they sur-
rendered to gain shelter from the ele-

ments. In all l.fiflfl convicts nro locked
up ns partlclpat rs In the riots.

Shame 1"
cried fashionably dressed women at the
tables.

" o all know the tnle of the Increased
cost of living and how tho poor are
feeling tho pinch. This situation Is as
serious as the war Itself. Now conscrip-
tion Is naturally unpopular "

"It isn't! It Isn't!" cried many of the
women. Others booed, but the speaker
kept on.

If we are going tn make this war
popular wc must put democracy Into our
economics. There aro people who have
made their billions out of the war. and
the people who aro pinched by poverty
know this, and they know that It Is only
Just that those who have fattened on
the war should do the most toward
financing. The man who his an Income

$20,000 is no patriot. 1 do not believe
It Is wise to mortgage the future of the
people by enormous bond Issues."

Vanderllp. who spoke first, was rsther
pessimistic as to the chances of defeat-
ing Germany. t least for a long time.

Do not fear to put people out of em
ployment," ho said.

For
Instance, I heard that a department
store had discharged several hundred
women. Well, the National City Bank
wants to hire 260 women and Is finding
great difficulty In getting them. Thero
Is work for alL There must bo a period
or readjustment, painful. It Is true, but
the hardship will be of readjustment and
not of unemployment.

"We aro facing a great war between
America and Germany. If It Is not
fought In Europe It will be fought In
America. And that battle will be de-
cisive. The most Important thing now
Is lo finance tho war.. While tho Lib
erty bonds are bound to Increase tn
value, while they can never go below
par. It seems petty Indeed In the face of
the crisis to talk about per cents."
