KNOWN FOIl AGGRESSION

Hccoffiiizod as One, of the Most
Powerful Men in Eng-

land To-da- y.

London, June R. Lord Northcllffe, at
the request of the War Cabinet, tiaa c--,

cepted the position of head of the British
war mission In the United States In
accession to Arthur J. Balfour, who" Is

to return to his duties at the Foreign
Office.

Lord Northcliffe's task, will be to co-

ordinate the various British missions
and act In concert with the missions of
the Entente Allies and of the American
and Canadian Governments. He has
made many visits to the United States
and Canada. He was born at Chapell-ao- d.

Count- - Dublin, July 15, 1865.

Qreat 'Britain has chosen as her rep-

resentative In the United States one of
ker most able and energetic privcte clti-e- ns

and a man who Is sometimes called
the power behind the throne of the Lloyd
Oeorge Government. Save for the Pre-
mier himself. Lord Northcllffe Is gener-
ally considered the most forceful of
Englishmen.

Lord Northcllffe is best .known as a
writer and newspaper proprietor, but
bis activities and his Influence aro far
reaching, lie controls among other
newspapers the London Tftnra and the

.London Daily Hail. He has a con
trolling Interest in great Newfoundland
paper mills and tn other mills at Graves-an- d.

His other business Interests ar
manifold.

Eaxesnr to "St aMllaar."
A prominent figure before the war be

gan, as much for his revolutionary
methods or getting out an English news
paper as for anything else, since the
war he haB come gradually to be recog
Blsed as one Englishman who fullv an
predated the tremendous task t$ which
Great Britain had set her hand. He
fcecame the arch enemy of "muddling
through." That was why ho could up
set toe Aaauith government last winter.
and make Lloyd George Prime Minister
with a totally reorganized scheme of
tfitng.

Before that Lord NorthcUrfe had been
largely responsible for the final awak-
ening In England to the necessities of
supplying guns and shells without num-
ber, especially heavy shells. He worked
unceasingly for closer cooperation among
the Allies, making trip after trip to the
Italian iront to write articles that would
bring home to England that Italy really
was very much in the --war.

Of late Lord Northcllffe's principal
activity has been In working for jl set-
tlement of the Irish difficulty. His news-
papers have continually advocated the
plan that Lloyd George finally adopted,
to entrust the whole matter to a con-
ference of Irishmen and let them settle
It for themselves. In ao doing they col'
lected and published in England the
opinions of Americans and Irish Aroerl
cans on a settlement.

l'rlendlr United Stales.
In his attitude toward the United

States Lord Northcllffe has always been
friendly. He has written many articles
for American newspapers and periodi-
cals since the war began, tn all of them
making no attempt to disguise his belief
that the nrar would be a, long one and
that ultimately the United States would
have to comejn. In his articles here, aa
In his own papers, he has followed the
policy of looking unpleasant truth In
the face.

Lord Northcllffa had made a fortune
a the age of thirty-thre- e. "With a slim
education and little newspaper experi-
ence he started Arnicas in 188S, and
soon made It pay. In 1896 he founded
the Dally Hail, beginning Immediately
th aggressive policy that has marked
the Northcllffe publications. He was
made a baronet In IS 04 and was ele-
vated to the peerage In 1805. Early In
100S he acquired financial control of the
Ttmfs.

KRONSTADT NOW

REBEL REPUBLIC

An Independent Government
Ruled by n Parliament of 310

Without Ministers.

Kronstadt, June 6. The Kronstadt
secessionist administration Is now fully
organized and exercising mil adminis-
trative, military, social and economic
functions of an Independent govern-
ment. The supreme executive Is a
governing council of thirty members, of
wnom twenty are soldiers and sailors
and the remainder workmen, Including
one woman, who was elected from
among the factory .hands, and also
one representative each of the local
Socialist organisations.

ultimate authority rests In a parlia
ment of 318 members, elected by the
somiers. Bailors and workmen, with
three representatives of each Socialist
organization and three factor)' hands,
who are said to be extremely active
social workers and enthusiastic propa-
gandists.

The party groupings in the Parliament
already are clearly defined. The social
revolutionaries dominate In the general
political questions, being most eloquent
and active and mostly related to the
peasants, from whom come a vast ma-
jority of the military.

In pursuance of the Kronstadt pro-
gramme of discouraging dominant per-
sonalities as'belng dangerous to liberty,
the Government has no Ministers, All
departmental work Is done by commis-
sions, the members of which, are to have
sjaal power. There are commissions re--

bllng petty war . trlnlrtrlr- - it hi oh
control the actions of the military and
naval commanders, who are all locally
elected, and also a general revision com
mission exercising the Junctions or a
Controller-Gener- al which will check up
expenditures and the work of depart-
mental commissions. The Government
publishes an official newspaper with re-
ports of the debates tn Parliament and
other news.

"Russia was to be sacrificed by Eng-
land If only for the purpose of keeping
alive the animosity between Germany
and Russia, the beneflta of which were
bound to prove a valuable political
legacy In the future."

With respect to Georg Bernhardt
previous utterances In the Vojatsene
Zrltuno, alleging a almllar attitude on
the part of the former American Ambas-
sador, who was quoted as saying that
the United States would raise no objec-

Mr. Gerard denied over the telephone
last night there was any truth In the
Bernhard statement He aald he did
not know Bernhard and that the editor
