REPUBLIC YIELDS

Lamanoff Acknowledges Su-
preme Authority of Provi-
slonal Government.

PRAISE .FOR ALEXIEFF

Official Explanation of His Re-

Kronatadt further agrees to submit Its
choice of civil sdministrators for the
approval of the provislonsl Government,
making them responeible Lo Petrograd.
An overwheiming majority of the Kron-
stadt Council of Deputles voted for the
surrender.

An official statement imsued by the
Russian Government explains why Gen.
Aloxleff was removed from the post of
Commandsr in Chlef of the Russian
armies and placed on half pay.
