Because of an oversight by whoever
prepared the census directions offices of
the County Clerks in the five boroughs
were thronged by men who had been
led to believe that the County Clerk
could exempt them from' possible service
In the State mllltla. He can exempt
only a small number of men, members
ef certain classes, but the red certificate
banded to each man between the ages of
II and 4a notifying him that he was
enrolled In the mllltla read as If all
exemptions for every possible reason
are up to this county official. The re-

sult was that several thousand men lost
a lot of time In travelling to the County
Clerks' offices to be told what the law

aye, but what the census directions
given to the individual do not say. The

It was indicated last nsht that about
00,000 men and women between the

ages of IS and 60 had enrolled. This Is
at least 70,000 more tnan was expected.
As there are twelve more census days
It appears that the estimated total for
the 'City of T.000,000 names will prob-
ably be reached.

No arrcfets were reported and nothing
like serious trouble was experienced, ex-

cept perhaps In two East Side districts
whence women registrars telephoned
census headquarters laet night that po-

ller protection was needed because
crowds were waiting to register and a
handful of declalmers against the cen-
sus were Btirrlng the night air.

V.. P. Goodrich, director of the census
for this city, said last night that In
many places members of the volunteer
force of 40.000 men and women workers
were literally overwhelmed. Two-thir-

of the registry places were open and
running full bliot. The shortage of
blanks, it was explained, was due to the
fart that owing to the shortage of paper
the State had had printed only a few
more than will actually be needed and
auppllcs are being doled out for two days
at a time so that they will not be wasted.

Many of the census stations were
opened at 7 o'clock yesterday, morning,
but the schools could not be used for this
purpose until 3 o'clock In the afternoon
and the school slee, when It started,
was tremendous.

Especially good results were reported
from the municipal ferryboats, aboard
which Staten Island commuters an-
swered questions at their leisure. Tak-
ing the city as a whole the average time
consumed In answering the thirty-fou- r
questions for men and the twenty-seve- n

for women was about six minutes.
Wherever supplies ran short or places
that had been advertised for the cen-
sus were not open harsh language was
used regarding the census system. The
directors said this delay was unavoida-
ble, and that with the first day's ex-

perience and figures to work from the
machinery will be going smoothly to-

day.

Age Question Worries.
Everywhere the most troublesome

question was "How old are you?" Mos't
of the objectors to this were women.
Last night a woman telephoned to
headquarters that "two friends of
hers, a mother and daughter, had given
the wrong ages, and after leaving the
census station were worried:

"Is there any chance that they'll be
found out?'' the Inquirer asked.

"Tour friends had better go back and
confess that they fibbed and give the
right figures," was the headquarters
advice.

"''But what shall they say In explana-
tion?"

"Oh. have them tell the registrars
that they looked up their ages In the
family Bible when they sot .home."

From a Madison avenue drug store a
census taker telephoned that Socialists

.had been haranguing the crowd and tell-
ing It not to register.

"But I punched one of them In the
noid and they've gone away," added the
census man.

POLICE RAID SLACKERS;
31 ARE TAKEN IN COUP

Authorities Swoop Down on Anti-Conscripti- on Meet-
ing Addressed by Emma Goldman and

Other Anarchists.

Tollce, national guardsmen, detectives,
the United States Marshal and deputies
took in thirty-on- e men of suspicious age
who could not produce registration cards
at the close of the Emma Goldman

meeting- - In the Loyal Ly-
ceum, at 10 West 114th street, last
night.

The 400 or more Socialists, anarchists
and recalcitrants who composed the
belligerent audience which had wildly
applauded the flamboyant speeches of
Emma Goldman and her coworkers were
stunned at the dramatic coup. The In-

stant Leon Samson, chairman of the
meeting, called It to- - a close solid
phalanxes of detectives, .soldiers and
marshals blocked every exit ami United
States' Marshal McCarthy and Police
Inspector Thomas A. Ryan called out
with an emphasis not to be mistaken
that no man was to leave the hall without

showing a Federal registration card.
Fifty men whose ages were doubtful

were quickly hauled up against the east
end of the hall with a line of police
In front of them. Leon Samson was

SLAYER OF QUEEN

FAMILY CAPTURED

Women Aid in Arrest of

Wounded Triple Murderer
in Jersey Swamp. -

Easton, .Pa., June 11. Carlo May-wore- n,

the Lithuanian who so brutally
murdered the Queen family at Mount
Pleasant, near Mllford. N. J., last Thurs-da- y

night, was captured Hla
captors Included a number of women,
the latter, armed with shotguns, taking
an active part In the pursuit,

Mayworen, who had taken refuge In

the dense woods after rfavlng chopped
his victims to death, was chased from
the timber by a heavy rain this after-
noon. Shortly after 6 o'clock this eve-

ning he was seen by a resident of War-te-

The murderer was bareheaded and
was carrying the axe with which he
slew the Queens atter driving them from
their home by setting the residence on
fire. He went on a long swampy Island.
The report quickly spread and a tele-
phone message was sent to Easton for
help.

In a short time knots of people were
running from every direction, most of
them armed with guns or revolvers, the
others carrying pitchforks or clubs. A
guard was placed about the Island to
prevent Mayworen getting away, and
then, when enough persons had as-
sembled to Insure a careful hunt, the
Island was Invaded,

Mayworen evidently saw them ap-
proaching and attempted to get away
by fording the shallow stream, He was
pursued by three young men. When the
latter overtook him Mayworen struck at
one of them with the axe. Another of
the pursuing party sent a load of bird-sh-

Into the fugitive's back. Before
he could recover from the shock oc-

casioned by the shot the young men
were upon him and had him disarmed.

Later when Sheriff Sharp arrived from
Flemlngtori the mob was so wild that
It was with difficulty the prisoner was
taken from It. Several men were
urging lynching and the prisoner had a
narrow escape from summary death. The
axe handle that 'had been broken and
the keen edged blade are still stained
with the blood of Mr. and Mrs. Queen
and their daughter.

IRISH CONVENTION

PLAN ANNOUNCED

Goineidfnt With Premier's
Message Comes Report of

Riot in Dublin.

Special Cable Despatch lo Thi Srs.
London, June 11. Premier Lloyd

George's reassuring message In the
House of Commons this afternoon on the
Irish situation making known the repre-
sentative composition of the Irish con-
vention Is somewhat dimmed by the rt

of an outbreak of Sinn Felners In
Dublin In which a police Inspector was
killed.

The Sinn Felners attempted to hold a
meeting to protest against the treatment
of Irish political prisoners. Count
Plunkett. Sinn Fein member of Parlia-
ment, and others tried to address the
crowd. The police pulled them from
their automobiles and n riot followed.

Major Redmond's death on the battle
field and his tender care by I'litermen
have gone a long way toward bringing ,

the Nationalists and Ulstermen together. ,

The convention to be convoked by the
Government In an attempt to solve the
Irish problem will be composed of 101
members, representing every walk of
life In Ireland, and will be presided over
by a chairman of Its own selection or,
falling that, by a man chosen by the
Government. The convention will be !

purely sn Irish assemblage. The coun-
ty, borough jnd urban district councils
will select their own representatives,
while the chambers of commerce of
Dublin, Belfast and Cork will name
their own delegates, as will each politi-
cal party.

John Redmond, the Nationalist leader,
will be Invited to nominate five members
of the Irish convention, Premier Lloyd
George announced. Sir John Lonsdale
will be Invited also to nominate five
members and William O'Brien two mem-
bers. There wonld be ten Irish repre-
sentative peers, five members of the
Irish Unlonlot Alliance, five Sinn Feln-
ers and fifteen members nominated by
the Government.

In announcing the composition of the
convention the Premier said the Gov-
ernment had thought to make It. repre-
sentative of everyday life In Ireland,
his plan Including an Invitation to the
county councils and to each of the bor-
ough councils to send Its chairman. The
urban councils had been Invited to send
two representatives.

The fifteen members to be nominated
by the Government, said the Premier,
would be taken from among leading
Irishmen of all sections. The Govern,
ment, he added, would prefer that the
convention nominate Its own chairman,
but the Government was prepared to
nominate one If necessary.

BRITAIN OWES U. S. 2 BILLIONS.

SENT TO HOUSE

New Measure Confers More
Arbitrary Tower on

President "Wilson.

EIGHT BIG FEATURES

Appropriates $152,500,000 to
Put War Emergency Aft

4 Into Effect.

Washington, June 11. With only
three dissenting votes the House Com-
mittee on Agriculture y ordered re-

ported a food control bill more drastic
in the jiortera conferred on the Presi-
dent than an thing that been Intro-
duced In cither branch of Congress. The
measure yields nothing In scope or se-

verity to that Introduced last month by
Chairman Lever of the Agricultural
Committee, although several sections are
eliminated from the original draft.

The new bill probably will be formally
reported later In the week. Considera-
tion in the House probably will follow
Immediately after action on the river
and harbor bill.

Hero are the Important features of
the measure as finally agreed to:

1. Creates a "Government control of
necessaries" food, feeds ami fuel In-
cluding every known step and process
from production to consumption of such
necessaries, vesting this control In the
President and authorising the creation
by him of agencies for the exercise of
such powers as are granted.

2. Prohibits hoarding or destruction of
necossarlcs heavy penalties.

3. Authorizes Government purchase,
manufacture or storage of necessaries In
the discretion of the President- -

Licenses for Food Traders.

4. Provides for the licensing of all
business involving necessaries. Including
Importers and exporters.

5 Authorizes the President In fits dis-
