give It lt maximum effectiveness. He
also Is understood to have a similar con-
cern over the laggard course the legisla-
tion has pursued since Its introduction,
while prices continue to rise and neu-
trals nie buying up food stocks badly
needed by the United States and her al-

lies.
"We laid before the President the fact

that the working people of the United
States, as we have had occasion to learn,
have made frequent protests and ts

against the high cost of living,"
sale Mr. Gompers after the conference
at the White House. 'The labor In-

terests recognize the Immediate need for
legislation to meet the situation.

Plan In Qalrt Dlicontrnt.
"The wages of labor have stood prac-tlfall- y

stationary or have risen only
slightly. Meantime the cost of living
has mounted 100 to 200 per rent. The
tables of worklnginen's families for the
most part are supplied meagerly and
they are having to do the best they can
In the present uncomfortable circum-
stances, ln many rases they do not have
sufficient nourishment.

"It Is necessary that this legislation be
passed at once or there will be discon
tent nmong the people which will work
the greatest Injury to the country. Un
less the legislation Is on the statute
Ixwks by July 1 we may have to write
above It. as did England, 'too late.' It
will be too late because by that time
contracts will have been let. prices will
have been fixed nnd wheat, particularly.

"We found the President In hearty ac
cord with our desire for speedy action.'

Mr. uompers would not say If the
labor men contemplated any further step
at once. It Is understood, however, that
Influence will be brought to bear wher
ever possible to expedite the passage of
the measure through the House and Sen
ate.

SENATE INSISTS ON

NEW NAVAL BASE

Sends War Hudfjet Bill Back
to Conference to Get

Jamestown Site.

Washington, June 11. The selection
of tho old Jamestown Exposition site
and buildings for a naval base at a cost
to the Government of 13,000,000 was bit
terly attacked in the Senate
During the debate Senator Martin of
Virginia said Secretary Daniels had ad-
mitted that sanitary conditions in the
navy were "terrible," new recruits hav
ing been sent home because of lack of
facilities for caring for them during
their training period.

After Senator Martin advanced this as
a reason why Immediate approval should
be given to the war budget bill carrying
the Jamestown site appropriation, sev-
eral Senators called attention to the
ugly rumors concerning the selection of
this site. While ln the end the Senate
Instructed its conferees to Insist on the
Jamestown purchase, the House con-
ferees again refused, threatening war
upon the budget bill,

For years the owners have been striv-
ing to dispose of the Jamestown tract
to the Government, Only three days
ago the Home voted the appropriation
out of the measure which came before
the Senate y In the form of a re-

ported disagreement between House and
Senate conferees.

Senator William Alden Smith of Michi-
gan sharply criticised Majority Leader
Martin for delaying the passage of 'the
war budget bill until he could get the
pet scheme of his home State favorably
considered.

ANXIETY IN ENGLAND.

Food LrRlalntlon In United State
I Canse.

London. June 11. Progress of food
legislation in the American Congress Is
being watched here with the keenest
anxiety. In a statement to the Asso
ciated' Press to-d- R. E. Prothero,
President of the Hoard of Agriculture
and worldwide authority on food pro-
duction, said that until a decision was
reached In Congress Great Rrltaln could
not know exactly where she stood re
garding her own food situation.

"Fowl for man and beast is not the
least urgent need of the Allies," said Mr.
Prothero. "The United Kingdom, If It
exercises careful economy, has no reason
to fear starvation and our people do
not shrink from necessary privations.
Rut fodder may run short for our llvo
stocH, especially for those dairy herds
on which so largely depends the child
life of our great towns. We therefoie
follow with anxiety the discussion of
measures designed to control the food
situation In your country. I'ntll a de-

cision Is reached we cannot know ex-

actly where we stand. Precision Is at
present Impossible ln our calculations
and our policy toward our live stock to
Fome extent hangs In the balance.

"Whatever may be the result of the
deliberations In the United States we
hope for speedy relief from uncertainty.
In tho existing circumstances we are
compelled to leave large margins for
safety. We cannot make, for example,
accurate estimates unless we know the
quantities of maize or oats which
America can allocate to our needs. On
this and kindred subjects detailed facia
can alone enable us to make ndequate
provision. Every additional factor which
makes for uncertainty aggravates n sit-

uation already complicated by such un-

certainties! as the problem of the sub-

marine."
Asked as to the 11T harvest Mr.

Prothero said It was too soon to say
anything for certain. There were bad
patches nnd some signs here and there of
failure owing to the severe and

winter. Taking every condition
Into account It was Impossible to be
optimistic as to nn Increised yield from
the area sown with cereals, espec'nlly In

the case of wheat.

British drifters are small craft whoso
principal work Is mine sleeping, though
they also watch for submarines. If, as
seems likely, the German seaplanes were
In the air nnd not on the surface of the
water when attacked the drifter must
have been armed with ft
