wherein he tried to tench young boys how
to cast but never made a success of It.

In one wny he Is right, the barefoot boy
cannot compare with the expert at casting,
but the fable does not Bay anything about
easting: It Just claims that the barefoot
boy with his birch pole outratches the
man with his fancy spilt bamboo, and ha
does.

I have fished hundreds of streams and
have Invariably met the barefoot boy with
more fiah than I. I have also found that
one reason ror this Is not as tne oia aarKy
said (the man that throws the frog the
furthest sreta the blitgest baas) but on the
contrary the man that throws the frog tn
tho beet place geta the biggest bass. I
tinow this from experience.

I will tell or one Instance, i nan nsnea
the Normaneklll (a creek In the Holder-ber- g

Mountnlns outside of Albany) many
times and tho beat baas catch I ever got

hlle caKttnsr wae seven averaging1 ltt
pounds. Then while camping on the banks
of the same creek I went fishing with a
country youth. We both had hickory polea
and the youth picked out the epots to fieh
In, and tney were epots wnere you wouiu
not einert the his- - bssa to lurk.

We caught thirty-tw- o bass, the boy took
seventeen, using crickets, bumble bees and
grasshoppers. I landed fifteen, using frogs
end crickets. Both our catches averaged
11 pounds, but he landed two J pounders
while my largest waa 2 pounds.

On another day we etarted out trout
flahlng. each going in a different direction.
I raueht aeven. caailnr: he took nine, still
flshlnr with worms. Thev averared 1

pound. In conclusion I wish to state I
am not an expert fisherman, merely about
compare witn tne average.

Mr. Wood C Gentle ot Bennlnsrton. Vt.
hss brought up a question worthy of some
discussion. One of our oontrlbs took the
trouble to give mm home sound Informs,
tlon on the subject, but "Roval Coachman"
had to get earcastlc and poke fun at Mr,
Wood B. In a way I didn't like much.

The Question is a good one and the
trouble a common one. Lots or otherwise
expert anglers have the same fault that
or noramg a trout out or water wun mo
same Impetus used to set the hook.

There are two good waya around this
difficulty. One Is the downward etrlke.
ab tne trout nits your ny or bait, wnicn
ever the cass may be. depress your butt
with a downward motion of the wrist. The
Idea Is to bring the extreme tip of your rod
down In a quick snap, and If your line Is
a. taut ae It should be this enethod will

et the hook every time. With a great
aeai or eiacK line out, nowever, it Is obvi-
ous that this downward strike will not ao
over a large enough arc to do more than
take up eoma of the alack.

Another way is a' follows: Presumlnr
your method of handling the rod Is to hold
the rod Itself In your right hand and the
line between the reel and first guide In your
ieii, inie is, oy tne way, tne oniy correct
manner of handling a fly rod.

As the fish strike., Jerk the line In left
hand backwards with n quick motion. This
will set your hook every time, nearly, un-
less, as In the other case, vou have a lot
of slack line out. Each ot these methoda
I have found a sure remedy for the "strong
arm" way of yanking small trout out ofwater, and 1 am aure Wood B. Gentle can
benefit by them. If he can, I am more
