PRLADELPHIA, June 14.—Much of to-
dayn seanion of the United States Din-
trict Court, where the 8800000 anti-
truat suit of the HBaltimore Federal
leagus club against organized baseball
s belnk tried, was taken up with the
hearing of testimony as to the value of
the Baltimore club as & business propo-
®tion at the time the Federal League
went out of exiatence.

Alugust Herrmann of the Cineclnnati
Matlonal League elub, temtifying for the
@efonce as an expert on baseball fran-
chise values, declared that “the value of
& franchise of & Baitimore club In the
Federal League” at the time the peace
Agreemant was made In December, 1916,
%as not worth a dollar. Asked aa to
how he reached this conclusion, Herr-
mann sald that two of the clubs In the
lrague, Huffalo and Kansas City, for-
felted franchises and that the league
biad conned to be & going conceern.
