With the food control measure facing
a bitter fight In both houses, the Presi-
dent addressed a letter to Hepresenta-tir- e

norland, Missouri, urging a get to-

gether movement In Congress with the
view of spocdlng legislation to meet the
demands which In the opinion of the
President confront the nation.

"A certain disservice has been done
the measure by speaking of It as the
fend control bill,1" wrote the President.
The object of the measure Is not to con-

trol the food of the country but to
It from the control of speculators

imd other persons who will seek to make
'nordlnate profits out of It and to pro-
tect the people against' the extortions
which would result.

"It seems to rac that those who oppose
the measure) ought very seriously to con-
sider whether they are not playing Into
the hands of such persons and whether
they are not making themselves respons-
ible should they succeed, for the op-
pressive price of food In the I'nlted
States. Foodstuffs will of course Inevi-
tably be high, but It Is possible by per-
fectly legitimate means to keep them
from being unreasonably and oppress-
ively high

"In my opinion It Is one of the most
Important and most Imperatively neces-
sary of the measures which have been
proposed In connection with the war. 1

hope and believe that the Congress will
eee the measure In this light and that It
sill come to an early passage. The leg-
islation should be secured by July 1, to
make the country safe against the dan-
gers It Is meant to guard against "

Call Letter Too General.
By his letter It was thought the Presi-

dent had sought to smash the opposit-
ion at the outset of the debate. In
point of fact Senators and Representat-
ives who are hard and fast supporters
of the Administration viewed with dis-
may the lack of specification In the
President's letter to Mr. Borland. They
omplained of the generality and the

nb.wnee of terse and accurate definitions
In it. and the opponents of the bill
chortled at their discomfiture.

In both houses the debate over this
most Important piece of legialatlonr
affecting the economic life of the nation
sncl home as few measures have, got
under way The House Is ex-
pected to pass a food control bill this
week, but it will not swallow whole tlie
measure reported by the Committee on
Agriculture, on which general debate
commenced

There will be a food dictator appointed
by the I'resldent and he will be granted
very broad powers, but the powers
(ranted him will be specifically stated
and will not be the result of a blanket '
authority to confiscate any or all busi-
ness.

While the first day of general debate
In the House was confined to general
vlewv for and against the bill without
analytical discussion of the various sec-
tions, discussions and conferences be-

tween members not hostile to the princi-
ple of a reasonable measure of food con-
trol indicated that two sections would
hsve to be materially changed before a
majority of the House will accept the
measure

Section 3 Is particularly obnoxious as
seeking to grant under a blanket pro-
vision every conceivable power to the
flnvernmental control which It creates.
The first part reads :

That there is hereby established a
governmental control of necessaries
which shall extend to and include all
the processes, methods, activities of
and for the production, manufacture,
procurement, storage, distribution,
Ml, marketing, pledging, financing
and consumption of necessaries which
hall be exercised and administered by

the. President for the purposes of this
set. and all necessaries, processes,
methods and activities are hereby de.
clared to be affected with a public in-
terest.
When thin section Is reached under

'he five minute rule an amendment will
be offered making the language declarat-
ory and specifically preserving; all pow-
ers and authority not granted the Presi-
dent In other sections of the bill.

Tn Amend License Claasr.

'lie orphan or filches the pennies- from
he blind on the street corner 'with a

much complacency and unconcern as he
"nulrl evidence In ordering a meal at a
downtown restaurant."'

Mr said the control would be
xrrlsed hy the President "through vol-

untary 'arrangement or agreement." i
' No honest business man .can be hurt

under hls power," Mr, Iever aald.
"Some small Inconvenience may be oc-
casioned him hy theie requirements It

not Intended that any honest business
man shall be hurt. It is the crook that
shall suffer in the sunlight and It It the

crook, unpatriotic, selfish and greedy,
that we are after.

"This bill will be attacked as n re-
markable proposal. I freely admit that
It is unprecedented and remarkable, nut
we are engaged In an unprecedented war.
We must either confer the

poweis upon the constitutional
head of our Government or be prepared
to have them assumed by the German
Kaiser. No man Is going to be permitted
Jo ntand behind finespun theories and
technicalities In his opposition to this
measure."

Mr. Lever outlined as the "normal"
causes of high prices a world shoit-ag- e

In foodstuffs the withdrawal of
men from productive pursuits,

the disruption of commercial relations
and reduction of purchasing power of
money through Inflation of currency. He
declared that these, however, were not
the only factors In high prices.

"For example," he said, "we find old
potatoes selling In New York on May
12. 1917. for from J3 to J3.30 per
bushel, while the same diameter of po-
tatoes exactly are selling on the same
date in Liverpool for' $I.St per bushel.
We find that bread on April 10 sold In
Washington per pound nt 7 cents, while
In london and Liverpool It sold at C

rents a pouni'. We find that wheat. No.
2 hard winter, per bushel, on Slav !i sold
In New York at 3.I." and In Liverpool
nt 12.4 0 to $2.45. and In Paris nt 2 45 to

J.55. We find that butter sold In New
York and Liverpool at practically the
same price, while sugar sold at a some-
what lower price In New York than In
Liverpool.

Even German Prices l.r.
"Even In Germany the price of bread

has been held to a figure that amounts
to a little less than 6 cents per loaf,
against our eight cents on May 3. Sugar
has fluctuated between 7 and 8 cents a
PounC, while sugar In Washington has
nuciuaieu ironi 4 cents In April, 1914,
to 10 cents In May, 1M7. Potatoes sold
at about SI per bushel, although It Is
stated that during the past year In Ger-
many potatoes were exceedingly scarce."

Discussing International food prob-
lems he declared that the bulk of food
for the Allies, Involving a total popula-
tion of 130.000,000, must come from this
country.

"The present bill has no parallel In
the history of the country: It has no
parallel In the history of the world."
said Representative Young. Democrat,
Texas, who wrote the minority report.
"There Is danger Incident to these pow-
ers and ihey ought not to be granted
except as an actual war emergency. I
am willing to grant them within consti-
tutional limitations when It comes to
handling the army and navy, and the
Constitution was so framed that our
President is clothed with the authority,
and I will go the limit with any man In
Congress to see that the President has
every authority given him.

"But we are going beyond that and
we are taking charge of the Individual
citizens. It Is class legislation pure and
simple. You hold up the farmers as a
class. If ou carry out the law as you
say you mean to have It carried out. you
guarantee the farmer a profit on his "en-

ergy and his Industry You have made
a separate class out of him and you are
protecting him by statutory enactment.

Sees Inarchr Ahead.
"We do not want the United States

Congress or any other body of men to
make a special class out of us. because
there will come a day when other classes
will be made and anarchy will rule.
That Is what happened In Germany; the
country people and the lty people are
at the throats of each other, each be-
lieving that the Government has unduly
cared for the other."

Representative Anderson, Republican
member of the committee, supporting the
general principles of food regulation, de-
clared that three outstanding facts In
the situation cannot be escaped :

1, If the Allies should be cut off
wholly from the food supply of America
for thirty days they will be compelled
to make terms of peace.

2. If the Allies and neutrals are per-
mitted to have unchecked accent to the
food supply of America there will be an
actual shortage of food In the I'nlted
States.

3. If the abnormal conditions which
now exist are not reduced to approxi-
mate and the restraints and uneconomic
practices which have grown up under
nnd by reason of abnormal conditions
arc not removed the price of food will
be so high In this country as to result
In social disturbances wholly Inconsis-
tent with the successful prosecution of
this war.

In the Kenate to-d- Senator ''luin-berlal-

Oregon, who will handle the
measure, announced that Chairman Goie
of the Agricultural Committee was op.
posed to the measure and not prepared
to support It except in materially
amended form. He called the attention
of the Senate to the admitted serious
emergency confronting producers, dis-
tributers and purveyors of foodstuffs
throughout the world J ml the stupen-
dous Importance of America conserving
to the fullest extent possible her food
supplies both for herself and for the
allied nations.

Senator Galllnger said the proposition
for minimum price guarantee to farm-
ers struck him as "extraordinary," and
he asked "Why limit his to the farm-
ers and not extend it to all Industries?"

Senator Chamberlain said the induce-
ment was being held out to the pro-

ducers to grow all they could, and the
Government would make it certain Jhat
they reteive a fair price.

HOOVER STARTS ON

FOOD SAVING ARMY

Ho Is Organizing1 Staff to
Carry Out Work of Itcgis-tcriii-

Women.

FOUR MA IX DIVISION'S

Mayor Miteliel Offers Coopera-

tion of New York City's
, Government.

Washinotov, June 18. Preliminary
work of organising the country's house
wives into a great food conservation
army was started to-d- by Herbert V '

Hoover. The task of enrolling them as
nrttnl members of the food ndmlnlslrn-tlo- n

Is undertaken at the direction of
Preeldent Wilson without awaiting the
action of Congress on the Administration
food bills.

Actual registration of the women will
not begin until July 1, but Mr. Hoover
now Is organizing his staff to carry out
the work. Operation of tho plan will be
in the hands of four main divisions an
advisory council of women, an advisory
council of household economy experts, a
committee on voluntary service and the
women's section of the council of na-

tional defence and State defence coun-
cils.

Actual administration will be alonfif
five lines domestic science Instruction,
publicity, supervision of membership, de-
velopment of State relations and co-
operation of conizations.

Mayor SlHchel's Offer.
Mayor Mitch of New York

Mr. Itoovtv to-d- that the city
government would cooperate with the
food administration tr every way possi-
ble, and that Mr. Hoovfcr could use New
York's Health nnd Polkvi departments
to help carry out any food conservation
planr. "The wise nnd frugal se of our
food supply," said Mayor Mltchel, "Is an
obvious necessity which has been pressed
upon our attention In New York city In
advance of desirable national legisla-
tion."

Motion pictures will be used. Mr.
Hoover announced, to teach food con-
servation measures and the elimination
of food waste. Voluntary offers of ser-
vice have been accepted from the na-

tional association of the motion picture
Industry and from its. allied organiza-
tion, the Associated Motion Ilcture Ad-
vertisers,

Mr. Hoover also announced plans for
enllstinK the aid of the country's sum-
mer schools in teaching household eco-
nomics. A comprehensive course In home
conservation of food will be prepared by
a committee of Agriculture Department
experts and offlclnls of the Bureau of
Kducatlon for presentation to the
schools.

Tn Work ThrouKli Schunla.
Through the school? Mr. Hoover ex-

pects to reach some 200,000 teachers,
who will return In tne fall tp about 135.-00- 0

communities later the plan con-
templates the teaching of food conserva-
tion in every public school in the nation
and in most of the colleges.

"We have basic facts which we want
to present," said Mr. Hoover, "not only
through educational Institutions but
through women's organizations as well.
These facts are to be presented to men
and children too and later we expect
work through organizations of men. such
as trade unions and patriotic organiza-
tions."

Registration of women and their .or-
ganization as a part of the food admin-
istration will be done largely by State
defence councils. The work will be di-

rected hy the women's committee of the
Council of National Defence and throush
the conservation section of the food ad-

ministration. Organization of trades
that deal with food distribution will be
undertaken an soon as the food adminis-
tration is formed

Only four districts- - Philadelphia,
Cleveland, Chicago and St. Louis had
reported ottlclal tabulations to the
Treasur.v, and these were not disclosed.
Atlanta's flna! compilation, complete
Saturday, had not been officially re-

ported. The four reports received gave
totals subject to minor levislon and al-

most identical with previously announced
flumes.

From other districts reports were re-

ceived stating that the work of making
tabulations was still in progress. A
force of clerks at the Treasury was en-

gaged also In. tabulating the subscrip-
tions sent direct to Washington. Thee
subscriptions will be distributed among
the respective reserve banks, mixing the
totals In each cafce.

During the night the German artillery
beat upon the hill and the thin line be-

fore It with a heavy fire, preparing for
the Infantry advance. This came earj
this morning when the Germans dashed
forward In force. They reached the Brit-
ish outposts, and desperate fighting

at close ranare. Finally the British
outposts withdrew to the hill.

French Win siallent.
French troops took tho offens!e to-

day, and with comparative ease occu-
pied a German position that had pioject-e- d

betwocn the French observation fiosts
on Mont Carnillet and Mont Ulond, two
dominating eminences of Clutnpacnc.
The salient captured had a frontage of
a third of a mile

A general Increase lu the attlllery fire
is reported on these sectors of the Brit-
ish and French fronts that have been
leeently the scene of heavy fighting. On
the British front the uns aro busy near
Yprcs, and also on the Arras front, In-

cluding the I.ens area. On the French
front the Chemln des Dames has been
the scene of fierce cannonading.

There la every appearance of great
local disorder among the Germans along
this front. Imperfectly executed

sisting. There may be some master mind
In Germany directing the large opera-Hon- s

with great astuteness, but the
superficial Impression Is that nu this
Immediate frpnt conditions tire not much
removed from chaos behind the German
lines.
