Oscar Straus, the Viennese composer
whose music has not been beard here
since "Tho Chocolate Boldler" proved
that musical comedy had at last caught
tip with Shaw, finally got past the Allies
blockade and ran that of the critics at
the Lyric Theatre last night with "My
Lady's Glove."

Like tho preceding piece the play last
night dealt with the military, elnce It
appears to be a eacred tenet of Viennese
musical productions that none but
offlcers are flirtatious enough for musical
comedy. Their qualifications are further
enhanced by practice In roaring out their
orders, which naturally makes them
eligible for rendering an opera bouftn
aong.

However, the composition overturned
conventions a bit by being In three acta
Instead of the usual two. Perhaps the
reason why the British censor let the
Austrian composer's score pass was that

v the locale was placed at the barracks of
the Twenty-fift- h Ilegiment of France, at
Chantllly. near Paris, a year before the
War, so that the manuscript could not be
uspected of containing secrets of any

'great military value.

Rtorr of Heart and Creditor.

about raising the dickens, but little
about raising cash. Attracted hy this
MBOrous novelty, Polldeau acts out to All
the rush order.

Tba I'eoal fcompllcatlon.
But he complicates matters by falling

In love with the daughter of his com-
mander, for whom he has long enter-
tained a feeling of brotherllnesa amount-
ing almost to awe, though he does not
realise that this Is only the first symp-
tom until It Is likely to wreck his ro-

mantic deal with the heiress. How a
glove figures In the plot long enough to
give some basis for tho title and how
matters are finally Ironed out for the
good of the final chorus, are details too
momentous for any feeble typewriter to
ret forth.

The book and lyrics were written by
Edgar Smith and Edward A. Paulton.
with the aid of a French primer to help
out In the difficult passages like "Mon
Ileu" and "Monsieur," which give a
musical comedy that typically (Salllc air.
The production was Btaged under the
personal direction of J. J. tihubert and
J. C. Huffman.

Many Mltlnsj Melodle.
There wjs no suggestion of Teutonic

rrtehtfulnesH about fitrauss's music. The
war evidently hasn't crippled the strong
right arm with which he Jots down his
llltlnt melodies. The new offering de-
veloped In "The Beautiful Unknown"
a eong which ought to roll easily from
the throats that found "My Hero" of
the earlier piece ve' y singable.

The comedy had several swinging
marches and a classic dance by Virginia
Flsslnger which entertained more than
whole' pages of the book. Vlvlenne Regal
of "Blue raradlse" triumph played the
role of the Colonel's daughter with such
naturalness and charm one could hardly
realize she didn't wear her hair In pig-
tails customarily and sang without
making the commuter desirous of catch,
lng the 10:16 train.
