Although for the Airel day or two after
hlw arrest Cocehl maintained an air of
sravado and eoolly asserted that he had
watched Ruth Cruger leave his shop
with her skates under her arm and that
b8 had never seen her umtil two days
prior to her disappearance, his confes- |
don was not wholly unexpected. He
hae been questioned almost constantly
sinca his arrest, either by Judge Zucconl
or detectives of the Bologna polics de-
partment.

Yeatorday it was remarked that he
appeared to be growing restless in the
slose confinemant under which he was
kept and he frequently asked his guards
whether they had any news from Amer-
kea about the murder. He also Innisted
upon sesing his attorney, Bignor Ven-
turinl; but he was permitted to see no

o discuan the case with him,

Sabs as MHe Confesses.
