The threat was effective, but the keepers
fear be will commit suicide It the least
opportunity offers.

In these moods be shouts his fear that
the Italtan Government will permit him
te be extradited to the United States,
where capital punishment prevails.

Ills brother, Joseph Cocchl, said to-

10T. He was without means, but
quickly found work in New Tork and
sent for his fiancee, whom he married
there. He did not write to his relatives
here until last November, when he In-

formed them that his wife's jealousy
was making his life unbearable. His
wife slandered him, lie wrote, and
leagued herself with his .enemies, who
were Germans and who constantly
tracked him.
