TROOP SHIP SECRET

KEPT BY THOUSANDS

Departure of Transports Was
Known to Newspapers, but
None Jlrokc Pledge to U. S.

AMERICAN LINERS USED

Meteoric Swiftness Shown by
Workmen in Transforming

Passenger Carriers.

The outfitting of the transport fleet
to carry our troops abroad and Its de-

parture were known to a multitude of
Americans and others who travel dally
by long distance ferries through wide
and pleasant stretches of placid waters
where tho fleet was anchored more than
a week. Another multitude living along
shelving, sandy beaches were also
vividly aware of 'the going away of the
first Pershing army. .

These beach dwellers saw, less than a
fortnight ago. the silhouetted troop car-
riers and their cruiser convoys sailing
serenely eastward, and wero properly ,

thrilled by the spectacle. After all
America was not so slow ns some of the '

pessimists had proclaimed, e was I

really awake.
Among those who knew more about

tho preparations for the sailing of the
Pershing forces than anybody save the
commanders of the troops themselves
were the newspapers, and not one of
them gave oven a hint of the great work
going on. They were fulflllng their
pledge to the Government and were
mighty glad to do It But there were
hundreds of thousands depending nf
tlrely upon the newspapers for Informa-
tion of a military nature who did not
know that the troopships were ready
and were unaware until they read In
the newspapers yesterday afternoon that
troops even had started for France.

Million In Dark.
Millions of Americans In Interior

places have been entirely In the dark
for weeks about pre-w- ar preparations of
the army and some of their editors, who
did not know, have expressed the pessi-
mistic .gloom of their readers, who have
been wondering If America ever would
get Into action. There are some advan-
tages in living on the sea coast tn war
time. They are mostly spectacular, and
every living soul may share them, even
the Germans, If they are discreet. They
might have travelled down to a hilly
Island nestling In a beautiful bay and
seen the hardy and businesslike regulars
crowding to the rails of some, of the
transports, responding by hat waving to
the cheers of the delighted patriots
aboard the ferryboats.

Some of these discreet Germans,
glorying In the privilege denied the na
tives of the vast American interior.
might have seen at least two of the
transports, formerly American passenger
carriers, take aboard at their own piers
more than 2,000 troops. When these
contingents sailed down toward the sea
to Join the rest of the fleet mere was no
such farewell uproar, no letting off of
vociferous vapor by harbor craft, noth
ing to remind one of the departures oi
soldiers In the little Spanish-Americ-

skirmish, it was a purely businesslike
getting away.

Rverv rtav In the Derlod the transports
were at anchor lighters were busy filling
them up with the paraphernalia of war,
while other ships, also at anchor, were
having their yawning natcnes crammea
with provisions. Still other ships were
receiving ammunition. It was one of
the busiest bits of water in an me
world of waters.

All t'p to Date.
Observers did not see the sort of

transports that were used In the little
war of 1898. Nothing appeared to be
of the Improvised kind. Every vessel
carrying troops was fitted In up to date
style. Only a few weeks ago most of
them were' American passenger craft of
a high class and all capablo of a speed
of more than twelve knots. Some have
achieved twenty. The way the ship-

wrights and machinists and laborers
tackled the Job of converting the luxuri-
ous liners Into troop ships made the de-

liberate' workers of the little war era
marvel.

With their meteoric swiftness the
workmen combined thoroughness. All
the tine fittings of rare woods and tapes-
tries and carpets and rugs were removed
without damage so they may be restored
after the war and well made and com-
fortable bunks took the places of lux-

urious cabins. The soldiers went In
comfort, because Uncle Ham has found
that Is the best way to treat his fighting
men If he wantB them to retain their
pugnacity undeflled.

There was much speculation among
the thousands who knew the troop ships
had sailed as to the capacity of each
ship and the number of troops In the
expedition. Now that all are landed In
France It may not be considered censor-abl- e

to say that the average capacity of
the ships was put at about 2,000, Some
of the BWlftest of the ships carried about
1,200 and others more than 3,000. The
speed of the fleet naturally was that of
the slowest vessel, between twelve and
thirteen knots, which Is a bit better
than that of the German submarine run-
ning on the surface.

Names ot Fleet Knovrn.
The names of all the fleet were known

to a large part of the folks who patron-
ize certain seaside resorts and take a
long water trip to reach the train taking
them to their favorite loafing place, and
very naturally these folk told their
friends, who revealed the secret to other
friends, who passed It on until perhaps
It may have gone all the way down the
coast to Florida and all the way up to
Maine. Fragments eventually may have
drifted off Into the murky Interior of
the continent.

DIRECT DEALING WITH
GERMANS CRITICISED

Little Expected From Confer-
ence ori Prisoner of War.

Special Cable Dttpatch to Tns Scv
London, June 27. Thero Is consider-

able criticism of the Government's ac-

tion In sending Lord Newton as head of
a mission to confer directly with tho
Germans on the war prisoners question.
Several editorials have appeared ques-

tioning the advisability of direct con
munlcntlon with the enemy, but wiser
heads know that this question cannot be
settled expeditiously through the me-

dium of a neutral country. So many In-

tricate questions have arisen as to the
treatment and care of prisoners that a
direct move Is the only way to procure
Immediate action.

Prisoners who have recently returned
from Germany say the German repre-
sentatives to the Hague, conference are

possible for buch ncgoua- -
tim,s7and their choice show." that
Germany Intends to be reasonable and
meet Great Urltaln hair way.

A review of Germany's past perform-
ances regarding prisoners leads' to a
pessimistic view when one considers the
possibility of obtaining any real benefits
or treatment anywhere near as good as
this country gives German prisoners.
The Teuton Is willing to make many
concessions regarding the treatment of
officers, but when It comes to the pri-
vates he doesn't care enough for them
to make concessions. Soldiers might as
well bo dead as prisoners. In fact, they
would be better dead.

Many prominent men have suggested
the sending of German prisoners to
America on the German ships, formerly
held at American ports, thus relelvlng
England of feeding problems and in a
measure safeguarding the vessels
against submarine attacks. However,
this would not deter the Germans one
whit unlees the boats here filled with
officer prisoners.

Scholdemann knows
how the German people fear another
winter war and hopes by this means to
stimulate their flagging spirits.

Now that the danger from the Russian
has ceased to cause alarm

"all the old Prussian dogs" are boldly
raising their heads again, he says. The

fury In Austria knows no
bounds because of the reform prospects
there, hence Herr neventlow attributes
to enemy Intrigues all efforts In the
Austrian Parliament toward democra-
tization. He Is rather glad than sorry
that coquetting with democratic reform
brought about the fall of Clam Mar-llnl- c,

evidently because he hopes a re-

actionary policy will thereby be en-

couraged In Austria. His satisfaction
Is likely to be short lived, for the 81av
political combination In the Relchsrath
fc! growing Irresistible.

The Vienna correspondent of the
Tageblatt says: "The Slav bloc Is con-
solidating Itself hourly. Tho moment
unfortunately Is not far distant when
the Germans will find themselves op-

posed to the united .Slav majority."

GERMANS HEED WILSON.

Press Prints Thesis on Need of In-

ternal Itrform.
Copenhagen, June 27. Substantia-

tion of President Wilson's thesis on the
necessity of Internal reform In Germany
Is to be found In considerable volume
nowadays In the German press. Phllipp
Scheldemann. the majority Socialist
leader, upon his recent return from
Stockholm admitted that the greatc&t
obstacle to peace was the domination
of German policy by the autocratic and
military elements under the antiquated
and reactionary sjstem of administra-
tion, nnd saw little hope of ending the
war until measures had been taken to
eliminate these malign Influences by a
real democratization of the Govern-
ment.

The Socialist organ Vortcnerfs now
further develops Scheldemann's argu-
ment by declaring that the democratiza-
tion of Germany would further an un-
derstanding with the democratically
ruled States of the world and kill the
germs of future wars. A few newspa-
pers, like the ''refiner TiipcMnlt, which
are able to take a detached, ohjectlve
view of German conditions, support the
Socialist attitude and demand that the
German- - people take timely steps to free
themselves and thus remove the sting
from foreign reproaches.

I nilrr IlnllneK'a Spell.
On the other hand the great mass of

German opinion apparently Is either al-
lowing sloth to repress its Instinctive
belief that condition need betetrmer.t,
or, ns In the case of tho n

element, Is opposed on principle and
through to any effective
reform. The pleas of the Socialists and
the small section of the radical prees
are falling on deaf ears, for the mo-
ment at least, so far as the remainder
of the radical and liberal press and the
public In general are concerned. They
apparently are under the spell of Chan-
cellor von Bethmann-Hbllweg- 's urglngs
to put off the unpleasant business until
after the war.

Meanwhile It Is vainly being pointed
out tiy tne advocates of a speedy re-
form movement that the adoption of the
Chancellor's principles means an ex-
tremely indefinite postponement of any
reform, as the period after the war will
be dominated by the vast problems In.
volved In a return to normal conditions
and the adjustment of business and
labor to meet the requirements of the
new ern. These, It is argued, are of
such direct personal and financial In-

terest to every one that there will be
less opportunity then than now for the
Isaues of constitutional reform to obtain
a hearing.

The conservative press, obviously al-
luding to Scheldemann's utterances, In-
veighs against the "rascals within the
fatherland" for thus giving point to the
sharpest weapon In the moral armory of
Germany's opponents.
