COAL TRUST PROFITS
REVEALED AT TRIAL

Prices Boosted iOO P. C. on
26 P. C. Wage Raise.

Two points bearing upon the condi-
tions underlying the bituminous coal
market wore brought out yesterday by
Assistant Attorney-Gener- al Bwacker at
the trial before United States Judge
(Irubb of 102 concerns and fifty-on- e men
accused of having violated the Bherman
antl.trust law.

Although the men on trial have con-
tinually pleaded that the rising Prices
were forced by higher wages, testimony
was Introduced tending to show that
ths two are out of all proportion. While
the operators are receiving for much of
their coal 100 per cent, more than they
did a year ago, payments to tho miners
have increased but it per cent in three
years.

The profits of the alleged trust were
suggested in a letter written by John
A. Benahan, a New York operator, to
Justus Collins, nnother dealer, whichwas read to the jury. The letter, datsd
December e, 1815. contained the state-
ment: "From 1910 to tho present time
ths association has piled up $18,000,000
more In the smokeless fields than If they
had been In a chaotlo condition." The
writer laid emphasis upon this fact In
order to urge the establishment of "apermanent bureau with a representative
executive head, who had nothing else to
do then than attend to his business."

NAVY MORALS AT

NEWPORT UPHELD

"Scientific American" Sees In-

sult to Reservists In Criti-
cism of Condition.

The Eclenttflo American in its current
issue publishes" under the caption "The
Morality at Newport" the followlrdkedl-torl- al

dealing with conditions at New-
port as it found them:

"If ever there is a time when dis-
cretion Is called for, surely It is when
a country is undergoing the extreme
ordeal of war. Hence we consider that
the publicity given to the recent 'tea
table gossip about the reputed Immoral-
ity of ths reservists at Newport Is
simply deplorable. We do not refer to
the recent statement of .the Secretary
of tho Navy respecting the vice condi-
tions In the city of Newport, but to the
statements of private Individuals whichdirectly Impute to the officers nnd men
of the Naval Coast Defence Reserve sta-
tioned at Newport gross Immorality and
generally outrageous behavior.

"If the thing were true, which It II
not, and those who hnve wagged theirtongues so foolishly have been actuatedby a sincere desire to better conditions
at Newport about the last thing they
would have done would have been to
rush Into print; rather, they would
have made their complaint direct to' the
officials concerned, and they would have
done that only after the most careful
investigation on the spot of the actual
conditions.

"Now, the Scientific American, through
Its editorial staff, has made a personal
Investigation of the falsity of these ru-
mors, and we aro in a position to affirm
that the statement that immoral condi-
tions have prevailed among the reserv-
ists la as untrue and unjust as it Is
detrimental to ths recruiting service
which is working so hard to bring the
Newport reservists up to their full quota.

'There Is no more definite gauge for
the truth or falsity of such statements
than the medical records of the military
or naval organization which Is subject
to such charger. In the Instance under
discussion the medical records of these
young men, ' who have volunteered for
the service of their country, prove that
they are almost phenomenally free from
those forms of sickness which result
directly from Immoral life, the actual
figure being less than four-tent- of 1
per cent Furthermore, the roports of
the chief .of police of Newport and of
the United States secret service opera-
tives at Newport" unequivocally disprove
the rumors.

"In this connection we draw, attention
to the fact that Newport during the
present war has been a centre of rather
pronounced pro --German sentiments. As

activity has proved to be
bo omnipresent and multiform In Its
manifestations we do not hesitate to
accept the statement of Newport resi-
dents that this attempt to discredit these
splendid young patriots is merely a fresh
manifestation of the widespread efforts
of the German propagandists to hamper
our naval and military preparations."

ANTHRAX IN CHINESE HAIR.

Brttala Traces Infected ShaTlnsr
Brushes to One Factory.

Spnial Cat's Dttpatc to Tns Hps rem f
London Timtt

Lonoon, June 27. A Local Govern-
ment Board's Inquiry Into anthrax cases
shows that practically all the Infected
shaving brushes traced were found to
have come from one factory. The In-
quiry showed that tho hair used In mak-
ing these brushes consisted In great
part of Chinese horsehair, which was
not dlslnfected. The remaining hair
from the same source which had not
been made Into brushes was found to be
infected.

The manufacturer explained that the
hair was Invoiced to him as hair.
Four other cases of anthrax were traced
to brushes made in New York. A con-
signment of shaving brushes from Japan
was found to be heavily Infected with
anthrax.

GUILTY OF NEGLECT

Senator Heed Attacks Federal
Commission for Inaction

In News Prjnt Case.

CONSPIRACY DISCOVERED

In Spite of This, Says Speaker,
Combine lias Not Boon

Told to Desist. -

Wasihhotom, June 17. Senator Reed,
Missouri, opened fire to-d- on the Fed-
eral Trade Commission, charging It with
neglect of the exercise of its proper
functions In dealing with the news print
paper situation, Speaking- - on his own
resolution, calling on the oommlsslon
to report teethe Senate why It has not
Issued orders based upon its findings In
the recent Investigation of ths print
paper situation which would compel
the estopment of the Illegal and unfair
practices which the commission alleged
to bo both illegal and unfair, ths Sena
tor said:

"When the law 'creating the Federal
Trade Commission was snaoted we were
told that the commission would const!
tute a supreme court of oommerce and
that It would restrain evil customs and
extortion."

He said the Federal Trade Commission
had been Investigating the situation for
mora than a year and that tt was h Ish
time the public knew something definite
in regard to what it had found out

Arbitrary Demands Mnde,
"The resolution I have offered briefly

sets forth the facts. More than a year
ago ine country was startled by the
discovery that a treat combination had
suddenly ralsod the price of news print
paper and tnat the combination seemed
to have the great publishers and news-
papers of the country bo completely
within Its powerful grasp that they
scarcely dared protest against Its ex
tortions.

'The price of print paper was enor-
mously advanced and demands of the
most arbitrary character were made
upon the great publications of the coun-
try. They were commanded to renew
their contracts at prices arbitrarily fixed
by the paper combination. When they
protested they were threatened with
ruin; they were given the alternative
of the highwayman, 'stand and deliver,'
or suffer a worse fate.

"Accordingly the publishers appealed
to the Senate and that body asked the
Trade Commission to investigate. More
than a year has elapsed, during which
period publishers have been compelled
to pay an enormouA tribute to their
criminal masters. Now I call attention
to the findings of this commission.

Prices More Than Doabled.
"On 'March I, 117, ths commission

filed Its first preliminary report th which
it found In nnhAtiinn m ik. in
creased price of news paper was unjustl- -
name; id) tnat competition among pa-n- er

manufaetiirra hn l,
and that 'Important manufacturers in
the United States were banded together
to secure unreasonable profits; (c) that
some nuhllahet-- nan U.n ...
business nnd others were In danger of
nnanriai ruin; (d) that by concerted ac-
tion between the manufacturers prices
had been advanced from 140 a ton to
more than ISO a ton and Ia soma In-
stances to $180 a ton; (e). that these
prices were caused by the combination.

"On June 13, 1117. the commission
further reported (f) that In one year's
time the conspirators had Increased
their profits by moro than 117,000,000 ;
(ffl that the nffnrta nf
to restore competitive conditions in the
news print industry expeditiously andto arbitrate and effectively project a
fair price for news print paper havefailed; (h) that some four of the man-
ufacturers have been indicted upon evi-
dence furnished by the commission; (I)
that news print paper Is being sold atthe same exorbitant prices that obtained
heretofore; (J) that there will be arepetition of the pannlcky market con-
ditions of last year and the exaction ofprices which are entirely out of measure
with the cost of produtlon.

HORN GETS 18 MONTHS.

Maximum Penalty Imposed for At--i
tempt" to Wreck Bridge.

. Boston, June 27. Federal Judge Mor-
ton toJday sentonced Werner Horn, a
German reservist,' 'to 'the' Atlanta peni-
tentiary for eighteen montjis for Illegally
transporting dynamite on a 'passenger
train from New York ,to Vanceboro, Me.,
to be used In nn attempt to destroy the
International Ilrtdge across the-S- t Croix
River. He also was ordered to, pay, a
fine of 11,000. It was the' maximum
penalty on tho charge under which Horn
was convicted here two weeks ago.

JudRe Mortou said the offence charged
against Horn was dangerous and repre
hensible and called for the Imposition of
tho maximum penalty. Hs declared
that whether Horn was a Herman officer
had nothing to do with the case. Ac-
cording to the law 'at that tlmo It was
put a criminal offenco, the court said, for
an Individual to perpetrate such an net
as Horn attempted against a foreign
country, but It could not bo said that
thu law permuted It.
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HOUSE PASSES PORK

, BILL, 205TO 132

Negative Vote II Largest Ever
Recorded in Chamber

Against a "Raid."

SENATE FOR MEASURE

It May Limit Expenditures to
Project, of Military

Necessity.

Waihikoton, Juns 37. The heaviest
vote ever recorded against a "pork
barrel" bill was cast against the
$21,000,000 river and harbor measure In
the House when 132 members.
largely .Jlepublloan, went on, record
against the most flagrant Treasury raid
attempted since war taxes were first
discussed. Two hundred and five mem-
bers of the House voted to send the bill
to the Senate.

Only the Presidential veto, (t Is be
lieved, can prevent the ultimate enact
ment of the bill, ths appropriations of
which probably will be greatly Increased
by the Senate. Those Senators who
were able to kill the bill at the last
session with a threat of talking it to
death do not believe they will be able
to prevent the enactment of the meas-
ure now' with no constitutional limita
tion on. the length of the session to assist
them.

There is a possibility that an amends
ment win oe aaoptea in me uenaie re-
quiring the President to limit expendi-
tures under authorisations carried in
the bill to projects of "immediate mili
tary necessity," this being the extent
to which Secretary Baker expected to
Indorse the bill. Political Influence ex
erted on engineer officers Induced the
latter to ignore the instructions of the
Secretary and confuse his Indorsement

The measure carries a number .of
vitally Important military projects, but
these have been made the vehicle for
raids which even oast "nork barrel
bills have been unable to cover. Among
the moat meritorious of the projects Is
the forty foot channel for Hell Date. This,
with projects to which tho War Depart
ment Is committed, will complete thu
improvement of New Tork harnor ana
round out a programme which Repre
sentative Hulbert sought to accomplish
when he first came to Congress. The
Hell Qate project will Involve an ulti
mate expenditure of about 127. 000. 000.

Michael McGlynn Says He
Took 60 Cases to Gunner.
Sordid stories of "easy money" were

bared yesterday to Judge Mclhtyre and
a jury In General Sessions at ths re,
sumption of tho trial of Benjamin Gun-
ner, ft lawyer of 2(1 Ilroadway, charged
with obtaining money from accident In-
surance companies by fraudulent claims.

Michael McQlynn of 804 West 111th
street, a "atcerer," Indicted with Gunner,
pleaded guilty and wa one of the most
damaging witnesses to appear against
the lawyer, lie said he was known
Under many aliases and that he had en-
gineered many "accidents" out of which
suits and settlements fo the profit of
Gunner resulted.

McGlynn said Gunner was so pleased
with his work nt the outset that he as-
signed him as nn "ambulance chaser."
Jle received a commission of t3 for each
case he brought In, he testified. Thta was
hard work, he said, so Gunner told him
he might walk around and wherever he
found a coal hole into which soma cer--
son could easily fall or trip, to reportJ
the locality to him. "I

"Every tlmo we were ready to pull off
an ncyldent," McGlynn testified, "wl
would telephone Gunriet. nnd he would
have a photographer on the Job."

McGlynn said he took nt least sixty
cases to Gunner's office and that he
made no secret of how ho was making
a living. In fact, all his friends and
neighbors In Tenth avenue, he said,
knew about it and many of them
profited by his efforts. After his arrest
Gunner came to see him In tho Tombs
and told him to "sit tight," he said. He
watted a few days and when he wasn't
released he notified Gunner that unless
he was freed at once he would see that
Gunner woa lodged In tho Tombs as well.

U.S. BOARD TO FIX

PRICES FOR COAL

Operators, to Avoid Sherman
Law, Propose That Federal
Conmiittco Bo Authorized.

WASHiNaTov, June 37. A proposal
that coal prices during the war be fixed
by a Joint governmental commission
composed of the Secretary of the Inte-
rior, the Defence Council's coal produc-
tion committo and the Federal Trade
Commission was approved by a
special committee of coal operators rep-

resenting the trade in all sections of the
country.

A resolution embodying this plan will
be submitted to tho conven-
tion of four hundred operators meeting
here for discussion of the problem, and
Indications aro that it will be accepted.
It then may be presented as a substitute
for pending legislation proposing blanket
authority for Government price fixing on
the commodity and oacked by the op-

erators as n compromise adjustment sat-
isfactory both to producers and con-
sumers.

The convention appointed the special
committee after It had voted to recon-
sider a resolution adopted yesterday
pledging the operators to insure proper
prices through committees of their num-
ber working In conference with the coal
production committee of the Defence
Council. Tho reconsideration was de-

cided on after speakers pointed out that
such a procedure might make the opera-
tors liable to prosecution under the Sher-
man law.

On the special committee was one op
erator from each coal State, Chairman
Pea body of the production committee
and Commissioner Fort of the Federal
Trade Commission. In support of tho
plan approved it was argued that the
proposed Joint commission would not
leave the trade without representation In
tho price fixing, since n number of op
erators aro members of the production
committee.

Whllo tho convention was In session
the Senate Interstate Commerce Com-
mittee continued Its hearing of opera
tors and others on thu bill Klving
blanket Government authority to fix the
price of coal and rallriKid supplies. Mo-i- t

of the operators who appearrtl expressed
a wllllnBness to submit to reasonable
Government regulation, but Insisted that
they were not responsible for high coal
prices nnd should not be the objects of
any punitive legislation.

ATTACK ON SCHOOL '

METHODS INDORSED

Chamber of Commerce Ap-prov- es

Report Made by Smith
Committee.

RESOLUTIONS ARE PASSED

They Call for Power of Educa-

tion Board to DlSchargo

Inefficient Employees.

Tho third attempt of a committee,
headed by Howard C. Smith, to get tho
approval of the Chamber' of Commerce
to a report criticising methods employed
In the schools of JJew Tork was suc
cessful at an adjourned meeting ycMer-da- y.

The report and resolutions, how-

ever, wore considerably toned down, as
compared with tho ones offered at the
previous meeting. Objections wero of-

fered by several members, but aften an
hour's discussion tho resolutions were
adopted almost unanimously. They aro:

"Resolved, first, that the Board of

Education should have full control over
all employees of the department,

"Second, that tlie power 'of discharge
of Inefficient employees, whether belong-

ing to the teaching force, or other em-

ployees of the department, should bo

absolute, subject only to protection
against political disfavor.

"Third, that the Board of Education
should adopt such strenuous rules for
the advancement of students of one
grade to another as to Impress
thoroughly upon all Btudents that they
cannot hope to be advanced without
having first acquired a thorough knowl-
edge of the subjects tanght them."

Principal Obstaele Iteraoved.
The' principal reason for the differ-

ences of opinion had been removed since
the last meeting by the Legislature and
the Governor in passing and. signing the
bill reducing the school Board of Edu-
cation to seven members. This problem
crept Into several of the discussions, and
the members of the Chamber of Com-
merce appeared to bo still considerably
divided over whether a large or small
board la better for the schools. The
committee . resolution, that it bo .com-
posed of not less than seven nor moro
than fifteen members, was stricken out
because definite action already had been
taken by the State authorities.

Particular criticism was made by Mr.
Smith's committee of the fact that the
right of the school authorities to dis-
charge Inefficient teachers is not clear
and effective. Tho power of removal,"
reported the committee, "which is es-
sential to all efficient management. Is
substantially nil In practice, and in the
Judgment of the committee, herein lies
ono important cause of the weakness
of our school system."

In answering the criticisms which
wero leveled 'at the system, William G.
Willcox, president of the board, said
that a constant Improvement Is being
made, but that the path of the board Is
beset with difficulties, the chief of which
Are financial. He declared that tn his
opinion the report creates a "rather ex-
aggerated impression of the deficiencies
of the high school graduates and of the
number and Importance of inefficient
teachers.

Antopsy on Suicide's Ilody Itrteals

An autopsy performed yesterday on
