MESSAGE SENT ABROAD

Social Functions and Class
Day Exercises Omitted at

Commencement.

Ithaca, n. T.. Jun 27. Of th 111
graduates of Cornell University this year
more than (00 were absent to-d- at the
forty-nint- h annual commencement All
of them were absent on work connected
with the war. A great number already
areMn France, others havs Joined train-
ing camps or some unit of the united ser-
vice and still others are engaged In aid-
ing the Government In Its task of pre-
paring to meet the enemy on the battle
front

Among those absent was Capt E. T.
Tlnkham, who led a contingent made up
chiefly of Cornell men to the front In
France a few weeks ago. John C. Coll-ye- r,

an oarsman and president of the
senior class, also wss absent He Is In
"Washington working for the Government
as a ship designer. Many more are on
farms throughout the country.

President Jacob Gould Schurman, who
presided at the exercises, sent the fol-
lowing cable to Capt Tlnkham:

On this your commencement day the
president the faculty, the trustees and
your fellow students send greetings
and blessings to you and fellow

snd glory In your work on
the field of France.

All social functions and class dav ex
orcises which have marked previous
commencements were eliminated this
year. In his address President Schur-
man said In part:

"In the material universe evolution Is
brought about by the play of physical
forces. In the development of mankind
physical force haa continued to operate,
but It has been limited and progressively
controlled by the dynamic of spirit by
customs, laws. Institutions, sentiments.
Ideas and blading principles of right andwrong.

"A nation that regulates Its life and
conduct according to these higher stand-
ards is rightly called civilized. A na-
tion, on the other hand, that seeks to
dominate lis neighbors by brute force
harks back to the standards of barbar-
ism.

"This Is the political philosophy on
which William II. and his advisers have
acted. It Is bound to end In disaster, be-
cause Justice and righteousness are thesupreme conditions of human life. Other
nations wtll not tolerate a lawless, un-
just, bellicose, selfish and

world empire. Napoleonlsm cannot
endure, whether Incorporated In Bona
parte or In Prussia. It always evokes a
world alliance to cruah It Nations, like
Individuals, must learn to be peaceful,
law abiding Just and mindful of the
rights of others."
