
CANADIANS PUSH

GERMANS 8AGK;

LENS NEAR FALL

Separate Attack by British
Seriously Threatens Vil-

lage of Oppy.

FRENCH LOSE POSITIONS

Teutons Storm Trenches Mile
Long on Verdun Front and

Take BOO Prisoners.

London, June 29. Fighting forward
through tho labyrinth of Lena suburbs,
British and Canadian troops hava
forced back the Germans almost to the
outer mini of the outhern and western
fringes of the city. At the tame time
a separate attack by British troops
seriously threatens the village of Oppy,
six mites to the southeast, recently
famous as the northern end of the
'Oppy lines."

Fighting of great Intensity Is re-

ported on the historic ground about
Verdun, where German picked troops
stormed French trenches last night on
a mile front west of Hill 304 and took
more than 600 prisoners. On the Chemln
dea Dames, south of Laon, the "sturm- -
truppen" also gained a success, east
of Cerny, capturing a half mile of
t tenches only after the most stubborn
fighting In which their losses were very
heavy. After their Initial successes In
both regions, Verdun and the Chemln
des Dames, the Germans tried again,
but broke against a stone wall of French
defence.

Canadian troops pushed well Into
Avion, one of the largest of the suburbs
of Lens, a mile southeast of the famous
French coal centre, and at tae same
time the British troops completed the
storming of Reservoir. Hill, about the
same distance to the southwest. From
the new British positions Lens lies ex-

posed In the valley of the Soucher.

Canadians Begin Attack.
The attack began early last night,

when Canadian troops started for the
remaining outer defences of Lens and six i
miles to the south British troops began
the attack on-th- Oppy positions. Before .

day success was assured at both points.
Near Lens the advancing Canadians

were pelted by a blinding rainstorm.
The crashing thunder and flaring light- - I

nlng rivalled the bombardment, which i
was nearly as heavy as the British have
employed in some of their biggest at-- 1

tacks. This attack was the second In
twenty-fou- r hours. i

By sundown the Canadians were more I

than half way through Avion, n. lirse and
'straggling town separated from Lens

only by the Souches River, which here Is
canalized. To the north British troops,
who were covering the Canadian flank,
fought through heavy shelling down the
eastern slope of Reservoir Hill. The
German trenches there were occupied
after a-- lilf hour's fighting. The British
reached every one of their objectives,'
obtaining posesslon of the Important hill
which dominates .the western part of
Lsris. I

The British' attack toward Oppy' was
mado on a front of two miles from Fres- -
noy to the Gavrelle windmill, according i

to Berlin. On more than a mile of this I

front, west and south of Oppy, the Brit- -
Uh stormed the German first line posi-
tions. The fighting was most desperate,
hand to hand, with bomb and bayonet,
before the Germans were finally forced
back, At last, however, the entire Brit-
ish objective was gained, the attacks
north and south having been only for
flank protection. Prisoners and machine
guns were sent back.

Flic htlna; About Oppy.
Concerning the fighting about Oppy,

where the Germans finally managed to
stave off the victorious British advance
In the first fighting on the Arras front,
Herlln says the German troops "fought
rplendldiy, the enemy suffering severe
sanguinary losses during the well coor-
dinated defence and In fighting man to
man."

The German attacks on the French
were delivered 'on the Chemln des Damej
and on the Western bank of the Meuse
at Verdun. The latter may well have
been an attempt to create a diversion
and the former was only another of the
strong German counter attacks that have
been delivered along the ridge since the
French captured It.

Last night's attack at Verdun was
preceded by several hours of violent ar-
tillery Are, especially by heavy guns.
Then the German "sturmtruppen" ad-
vanced on a front of more than two
miles west of Hill 304, astride the

road. The French bar-
rage fire confused the German picked
troops, but they got a footing In tho
first line trenches on a front, Berlin
says, of a little oyer a mile. They tried
again early this morning and were re-

pulsed completely. Berlin says S50
prisoners were taken.

French Lose Position,
The attack East of Cerny, on the

Chemln des Dames, was made by West-phalla- n

troops, who captured a French
advanced position on a front of more
than half a mile, part of which was one
of the Alsne tunnels. The French ral-
lied and drove them out again, where-
upon the Germans returned again to
the attack. Time after time they came
on. only to be driven back by the French
Arc, but at last, after heavy losses, wets
able to regain the trenches they had
taken in the first attack.

Still further to the East there was
heavy fighting on the Chemln des
Dames that Berlin does not mention.
Southeast of Corbcny repeated attacks
were made by Gorman troops led by
picked storming battalions on a salient
In the French line astride tho Laon-Rhc- m

road. The attacking wares
were smashed by the French fire and
fell back without having gained an
Inch.

On the Belgian front the activity of
German artillery and raiding parties
teported recently continued The
German Are was concentrated especially
on the Belgian batteries, and at times
reached considerable violence. There
was bomb fighting at various points and
German raiders were driven off alonfc
the Yser- -

French Report.
French Day Statement Tire enemy

showed gTeat activity on the Alsne
front during the night. Violent bom-
bardments were followed by severe at-
tacks In the regions of Cerny,' south-
east of Corbeny and northwest of
Rhelms. All his efforts were brokenup by our lire or nullified by counter
attacks, and our positions were main-
tained.

The fighting was particularly heavy
In the region of Cerny, where the en-
emy made 'several attacks at two
points on our front. Northeast of thetillage of Carny enemy detachments
succeeded In gaining a footing In our
first line. They were driven out by
an energetic counter attack .by our
troops, leaving numerous bodies on the
ground. We took prisoners.

On the left bank of the Meuse (Ver-
dun front) the artillery fighting after
noon yesterday became extremely In-
tense In the region of Avocourt Wood
and Hill 304. A violent bombardment
with guns of large calibre was di-
rected against our positions, and was
followed at ( :I0 o'clock In the evening
by a powerful attack delivered by
special German assaulting troop on
a front of two kilometers west of Hill
304. Our effectively directed tire dis-
organised the attack, which enabled
the Germans to gain a footing at some
points In our first line. A new attackat 3;43 o'clock this morning on our
positions west of Hill 304 was re-
pulsed completely.

French Night Stafement The en-
emy, after his bloody defeat last night
In the region of Cerny, directed some
new attacks against our positions to
the northeast of this village. After
several vain attempts, which cost
them heavy losses, the Germans suc-
ceeded again In entering the first line
trench elements, whence they had
been expelled.

To the southeast of Corbeny the
Germans In the course of the same
night started an attack which was
particularly violent. The enemy
brought forth several battalions led
by special storming troops, which at-
tempted several times to carry the
salient In our line on both sides of
the Laon-Rhel- road. The assail-
ing waves were shattered by our Are
and were not able to penetrate our
trenches on any front, being forced to
fall back 'with heavy losses.

On the left bank of the Meuse (Ver
dun sector) the artillery activity con-
tinues Intense In the sector of Hill
304 and In the Avocourt wood.

During the evening of June 27 a
German long rango gun fired Beveral
heavy shells In the direction of Dun-
kirk.

Belgian Statoment During the
night an enemy detachment attacked
one of our posts to the north of Mile-
stone No. 16 on the xser, but was re-

pulsed by our Are. During the day vio-
lent artillery actions, directed espe-
cially against some of our batteries,
have been reported. Spirited bomb
Aghtlng has taken place In the sector
of the Ferryman's House and some
grenade encounters toward Dlxmude.

German Statement.
German Day Statement Front of

Crown Prince Rupprecht: The artil-
lery activity In Flanders was lively
only In a few sectors

Stubborn engagements occurred yes-
terday between .La Bassee Canal and
the Scarpe.

In the battle area .forming a salient
Into the enemy's region to the west
and southwest of Lens "which was re-

linquished by us as sons
a lonr time back an attack was
launched during the early morning
along the road leading to Arras. Our
Are rendered It futile.

During the evening, after drumfire,
several divisions attacked between
Hulluch and Merlcourt and from
Fresnoy to Gavrelle. Near Hulluch
and between Loos and the Lens-Lie-vi- n

road the enemy was repelled by
our Are and our counter attack. West
of Lens, after a vigorous engagement
with our advance troops, the enemy
was unable to develop.

Near Avion the Arst enemy storm-
ing attack, made with especial vigor,
failed completely. He attacked here
again after bringing up reenforce-ment- s.

This attack also failed under
our Are and by reason of a counter
attack.

Between Fresnoy and Gavrelle the
enemy continually roenforced his Arst
storming waves which broke down
with heavy losses under our artillery
Are by sending forward fresh troops.
After bitter hand to hand Aghtlng ths
British occupied our foremost lines be-

tween Oppy and the Gavrelle windmill.
Our troops fought splendidly, the

enemy suffering severe sanguinary
losses during the well coordinated de-

fence and In Aghtlng man to man.
Front of the German Crown Prince
On the Chemln des Dames, near Fort

de Malmatson, south of Courtecon and
southwest of Allies, there were local
advances. East of Cerny an enter-
prise on a large scale conducted by a
Westphallan regiment wss completely
successful. A French position here
along a front of 1,000 meters and a
strongly defended tunnel were stormed
and held against vigorous counter at-
tacks. During these engagements a
total of more than ICO prisoners and
some machine guns were brought In.

On the west bank of the Meuse a
carefully prepared attack was carried
out on the western slope of Hill 304.
After a short spell of preparatory Are
Posen regiments by a strong rush for-
ward captured a, French position on
both sides .of the Malancourt-Esne- s

road to a width of 2,000 meters and a
depth of 500 meters. Enemy attacks

Immediately Initiated were repulsed In
front of the captured lines.

Early this morning a Wuerttemberg
regiment stormed a 300 meter wide
portion of tho French fortified position
ih Avocourt wood. So far at both
points of penetration more than SG0
prisoners have been counted. The
amount of booty has not yet been as-

certained.

FIVE FRENCH SHIPS SUITE.

Two Merchantmen of Over 1,000
Tons Destroyed.

Paris, June 19. Two French mer-
chantmen of more than 1,600 tons and
three smaller ships were sunk by sub-
marines or mines In the week ended
June 24, according to the weekly an
nouncement Issued here In that
time there were 1,088 arrivals at French
ports and 969 sailings. The official

'statement says:
A French steamship between France

and Algeria was Ared upon by a sub-
marine without result. A French
steamship on June 23 Ared on a sub-

marine which had sunk a vessel
within sight of the Spanish coast. On
tlie sum day a submarine fired two
torpedoes against a French steamship
coming from the Mediterranean, which
avoided them by manoeuvring.

REFUSES TO QUIT

Members In Private Meeting
Decide Patriotic Duty Com-

pels Its Existence.

TO PBOTECT FATHERLAND

Elihu Boot Returns to Petro- -

PrrnooRAD, June 2. The Russian
Duma will not abide by the resolution
recently passed by the Congress of
Soldiers' and Workmen's Councils call-
ing for Its dissolution, says a resolution
passed at a private meeting of members
of the Duma held to discuss the demand.

"The Duma," says the resolution,
"having powerfully contributed to the'
abdication of Nicholas and the forma
tion of the provisional revolutionary
Government, which the entire country,
Immediately recognised, thus showing Its
conAdence In the Duma, and having In
this manner acted a a remlutlnnnrv'ln.
stltutfon Independently of Its position
ounng me old regime. Is of the opinion
that It cannot cease to exist as anorgan of national representation, and
will adhere to Its patriotic duty of rais-
ing Its voice. If necessary, ,to preserve
the fatherland from the dangers which
uireaien K ana guide itt in the right
path."'

AdMcas from Helslngfors. Finland,
say that the Soldiers and Workmen's
body there, by a vote of 17 to 13, In-
dorsed the past and present action of
revolutionary Kronstadt, and declared
the resolution passed by the Petrograd
Soldiers' and Workmen's organization In
this connection "Drofounrilv
The resolution concludes:

"We recognize Kronstadt as the van-
guard of the Russian revolutionary de-
mocracy and consider It necessary to
support It."

To Mobilise Woman Labor.
Minister of War Kerensky has Issued

an order creating a special commissionto examine the proposed law providing
for the mobilising of all women's labor.
In Issuing the order the War Minister
commented that the "crisis through
which Russia Is passing demands theutilisation of the entire national forces."

PETROGRAD FEARS RIOT.

Demonstrations
Planned for Sunday.

An Immediate offensive against the
Germans has been urged by the

Congress, according to a cable
received yesterday from the Petrograd
correspondent of the Jevth Dally For-
ward. The cable also mentions

demonstrations which are
planned for Sunday, although the Gov-
ernment Is confident It can cope with
the situation. Considerable unrest Is
said to prevail among the populace of
Petrograd and Is directed especia fy
toward the Maximalists. The despatch
says :

The Governments feels sure of being
able to cope with the planned

demonstrations on Sunday.
However, the populace of Petrograd fs
very excited and there Is much bitter-
ness against the extremist agitators."

RUSSIANS FALL BACK.

Advance on Perslan-Mesopotnml- an

Frontier Appears Checked.
London, June 29. The new Russian

advance on the
frontier seems to have been checked.
Two attacks by superior Turkish forces
threw the Russians back over the River
Abls Hlrman, south of llaneh. Further
to the south the Russians have taken up
the work of recapturing lost positions
near Mount Garran. The Russian state-
ment, follows :

There were fusillades and aerial
operations on the Russo-Rumanl-

front. Six enemy airplanes bombarded
Tecuclu, Rumania.

On the Caucasian front. In the direc-
tion of Panjwln, east of Blstan, our de-

tachments, after two attacks by su-
perior Turkish forces, retired to the
northern bank of the River Abls Hlr-
man, to the south of Baneh. North-
west of Senna our detachments occu-
pied a height and trenches near the
summit of Garran.

RUSS REPUBLIC LIKELY.

Absolute Power tn lie Vested in
Constituent tssenibly,

Washington, June 29. A Russian re-

public was forecast y by members
of the Russian mission. Any other form
of Oovornment, It wna said, wns prac-
tically Impossible and would be in direct
contravention to tho spirit and principles
of the whole Russian upheaval.

Tho constituent a"Krnlily, which Is ex-

pected to open September 30, will have
In Its hands tho building of the whole
now political structure of Russia. The
provisional Government has not only
given It absolute powers as to Russia's
future government but has also en-

trusted It with all Its own executive
powers. Thus when the new Assembly
meets tne provisional uovernmeni win
pass out of existence and the executlvo
.murAr nf thn nation durlnr the conven.

I Hon period probably will bo delegated
cither to tne government revived or 10

, a special committee,
The Assembly will decide finally on

the form of government, both Federal
nnd local, tho fundamental laws, the
rights of citizens and of nationalities

wl imiliuuo iunviuil oujanu
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tlon. It Is expected' alto to discuss fully
the land 'question.

The Assembly will consist of not more
than 300 members, chosen on universal,
direct, secret, equal suffrage. Including
women. The army will probably vote as
a class. One of the most difficult ques-
tions It to arrange for the voting of the
soldiers.

RUSS ARMY PRAISED.

Vandervelde Says It Will Soon
Trouble Germany.

Paris, June 29. A despatch to the
Ilavas Agency from Stockholm quotes
an Interview with F.mllo Vandervelde,
Belgian Minister of State, on the Rus
sian situation. M. Vandervelde, who
was passing through Stockholm on his
return from Petrograd, said:

"The situation In Russia has sensibly
Improved since we arrived there six
weeks ago. As for the nrmy( the Ger-
mans will have their trouble for their
pains as far as a conference for a
separate peace and the dissolution of the
Russian military forces are concerned.

"We are convinced that Gen. Bruslloff,
the new Russian commander In chief,
was fully Justified when he said on the
day he assumed the chief command,
'The Russian army has had a grave Ill-

ness, but It Is ended and the army to-

day Is fully convalescent'
."I would add, without being too precise,

that the Germans will soon, be able .to
see for themselves the Russian army's
complete recovery-- . The army to-d- Is
hotter equipped and trained than It ever
has been. Impartial Judges are assured
that the morale also has never been
more excellent"

GERMANY BOLSTERS

UP CREDIT BY GOLD

Mark Bises in Holland, but
Coin Export Causes Despond-

ency at Home.

AiisTXRDAU, June 29. The German

mark reached y 34.15, a sharp rise
of one Aorln In 100 marks (nce yester-
day. The explanation Is that the Ger-
man Relchsbank has .exported gold to
Holland to rehabilitate the mark ex-

change. 's report shows a diminu-
tion In the Relchsbank's gold stock of
76.470,000 marks (319,117,000 at par).

Simultaneously comes the announce-
ment In the Dutch press that Wiegman's
Bank has received 12,000,000 Aorlns
(34.S00.OOO) In foreign gold. This Is
German specie from the Relchsbank.
Probably other Dutch banks have also
received consignments.

This significant action of the German
Imperial Bank Is certain to produce de-

spondency at home, hence the exhorta-
tions and explanations In the German
newspapers. What It means so far as
Holland Is concerned U that German
currency cannot be buttressed further
by such devices as raising the prices of
JVJd and steel. There la a limit to this
exploitation or Dutch necessities.

The gold was deposited obviously as
a small part of payment on the German
debt incurred In Holland, chiefly for
foodstuffs. This Is the only practicable
method of preventing further serious
damage to the marks reputation.

BOMBS FALL NEAR JERUSALEM.

On June 26 fifty bombs were dropped
on military establishments near Jeru-
salem.

A group of French
corporations Is being organized for the
purpose of trading with the United
States. Their Incorporation, which will
be announced soon, results from the ex
pert studies conducted during the last
year by the Committee France-litata-Unl- s,

composed of prominent French
business men, financiers and statesmen.

Included among them were M. Dal-rio- z,

manager of the French Line;
Baron de Neulllse, regent of the Bank
of France and a director of the Paris-Lyon- s

who was French commissioner to
the San Francisco exposition; Georges
I,cygues, formerly Minister of Tubllc
Instruction, and Raoul Peret, formerly
Minister of Commerce.

Gabriel Guist'hau, formerly Minister
of Commerce, Is president of this com-
mittee. William (1. Sharp, the Amer-
ican Ambassador, and the Prince of
Monaco are honorary presidents. Percy
Pelxotto, formerly president of the
American Chamber of Commerce of
Paris, Is the general delegate for Amer-
ica.

FISKE URGES AIR RAID
ON GERMANY'S NAVY

Saya Succ$ful Attack Would
Ruin Her. .

Rear Admiral Bradley A. FIske In a
formal letter to Alan R. Hawley, presi-
dent of the Aero Club of Amerloa, Insists
upon attacks noon the German Aeet and
the submarine bases by aircraft within
tlie next six months. letter was
made public by Mr. Hawley yesterday.

"In my opinion," says Rear Admiral
FIske, "a grave mistake Is being made

overlooking the Importance of aerial
operations against the German fleet and

bases. My opinion Is based upon
the following considerations:

"1. The danger on the sea threatens
the Allies more Immediately, vitally and
Intimately" than does the danger on land,
because It Involves the commerce of the
entire world and threatens to stop tl.th'
supply actual food and fuel.

"2. Although major operations on both
Und and sea are now practicable with
aircraft, no successes on land which can
reasonably be expected within the next
twelve months would weaken Germany
much, whereas a successful attack on her
fleet, would ruin her.

"Such an attack could be made within
