rather thou Its Napoleon
guiding It through the stormy seas
of war into the haven of peaceful
democracy, rather than distorting Its
hard won democracy Into an ulti-
mate Imperialism?

In n sense Kerrnnky's was the first
voice of the real revolution. It was
ho who nfter listening to the Czar's
edict dissolving tho Duma rose In his
place and said : "We will not go. Wo
will stay here." Ills Instinct for
leadership . Tho Duma
stayed, and so staying accomplished
the first net, of tho revolution an act
destined to be as historic ns the re
fusal of tho States General of Franco
to disperse at 'the command of Louis

Thnt Instinct of leadership was Inv
presslvely manifested when, on the
first day of July, be called to the sob
(Hers to charge the German trenches
declaring that If they fulled he would
make the assault alone. It wns j'uv-

clsely the note of personal appeal, the
cry of Individual valor needed by an
army bedevilled by German agents,
perplexed by Intrigue, hesitant nnd
vacillating In lta conception of lta

duty: With nToar and a rush tho
troops responded and Russia Is once,
more to be counted upon as a factor
In the war.

It was such' a stroko ns Napoueok
In the magnetic appeal of his youth
applied more than once to tho revolu-
tionary soldiery of Frnnce and never
once failed.

The vlttil Importance of the mili-
tary nctlvlty of Hussla to tho cause
of the Allies makes the life of this
yrrang social revolutionist a serious
force In the war. Ills Is the most
promising personality for the militant
forces of Hussla to rally about. But
he Is physically frail a mighty soul
In a sorely racked body.

Kekknsky Is easily the most In-

teresting and In many ways the most
Important lfgurc In the wnr drama to-

day. It will be well for the world If
his part In It does not turn out a
tragic one.

march of the Southern negro seeking
employment.

Tho nlmost complete cessation of
Immigration due to the war has
caused a famine in unsKiueu iuoor in
the Industrial centres of the North.
Wages are high nnd growing higher.
No substitutes are readily found for
the hosts of southern Italians, Poles,
Slovaks and kindred races upon whom
our railways and other large con-

structive enterprises hnve relied for
their heavy work. Naturally the
employment agencies discovered the
Southern negro, nnd proceeded to
raid the territory he Inhabits. Strong,
willing, good mitured, ho seemed tho
Ideal "man with tho hoe," or with
the pick and shovel. Gayly Irrespon
slide nnd eager for new sights, be wns
readily lured from the country which
best understands him and where aa
n vide he prospers best. The prom
Ise of a dolly wage twice as great as
the South will pay for like service
and nlmost as mnch us be gets In a
week In tho cotton Held was too al-

luring. The exodus of the negro from
the South alarmed that section, oven
iik bis Invasion has affrighted cer
tain clasQ3 In tho North. It Ifi said
that the South has nfready lost more
than 1500,000 of Its workers. Era
ployment agents from Northern towns

would" 'run nn excursion train Into
a Southern village nnd take It out
loaded with alt the available field
labor of the neighborhood. Alarmed
by the raids the South tried every
available expediept to stop them
not always stopping short of vio-

lence. As Northern communities
mobbed the negroes for coming In, so
Southern communities mobbed tho
employment agents for Inducing them
to go out.

Ndlther section hns the correct rem-

edy for tho trouble. What has been
done In East S,t. Louis puts the black-

est stain of outlawry nnd crime upon
that community. No investor, no
settler but will think twice before
Intrusting cither his property or his
person to a community which lit still
In the stage of frontier barbarism.
The great Stato of Illinois will no
doubt enforco the law In this turbu-
lent community and Inflict due pun-

ishment upon the ringleaders of the
murderous mob. But It will be many
years before either Illinois or ltsrlot-ou- s

city can expunge from the na-

tional mind the harmful Impression
made by this outbreak.

But the negro is undoubtedly bet-

ter off In the South, nnd the South Is

better oft In proportion as It can keep
Its colored population nt homo. It
must pny better wages to begin with,
else economic forces will Infallibly
lure the negro awny. To-dn- y the
South understands the peril confront-
ing It In the unrest of Its working
people. But It Is nn unrest for which
the dominant clement of the South-
ern people Is wholly resionHlble.

The wnr, of course. Is the cause
of the scarcity of unskilled labor to-- j

day. The workers on whom we long
relied nre In the trenchqs
In the Dolomites and the Carpathians.
Hut If pence should set them free a
large proportion would be debarred
from seeking employment in our land
by the law for tho restriction of Im-

migration, drawn by nn Alnbamn
Congressman, and carried to enact-
ment over the President' vejo by
Southern votss.

A condition, not a theory, confronts
the South. With Immigration curbed,
wages for labor In the North will

be such-it- s to attract the negro,
nnd thus leave desolate the Southern
fields. To meet this situation the
people of the South must either pay
wages they now thlrtk ruinous, or
strike off the curb they hnve nppllod
to the free Incoming of the sturdy
workers of sotrthern Enropo on whom
we hnve relied for most of our heavy,
unskilled labor.

CooimmI up In city walls, where Juve
nile contempt for parental supervi
sion grows rank, where the policeman
on tho corner nnd the magistrate on
the bench replace the patriarchal
rule of a simpler duy, we forget the
line authority the father exercises
In less crowdcil communities. The
old order persists, despite our Igno
rance. The hand of parental correc
tion has not been altogether shackled.
There are settlements where It Is
still possible to enforce obedience
without consulting tho penal code or
asking whether the case falls under
Federal or Stnte Jurisdiction, in thoso
regions responsibility Is fixed. Inescap
able and unshlrked; nnd from them
John Calhoun Allen, Sr., brought
u freshening and enlivening atmos-

phere to n town too familiar with
delegated powers nnd not Accustomed
to the salutary processes of direct
action.

The Ruthless Destruction of Art by
the Teutons.

The last air raid on Venice was
less .productive of results than several
timt preceded It, by which Venetian
churches were reduced to ruins nnd
work-- s of art destroyed. The unforti-
fied lagoon Islands of Murnno and
Chtoggla were bombarded; the mu-

seum j)t ancient Venetian glass on
tho first of these nnd the Church of
San Domenlco with Its painting by
Caiipaccio on tho second must have
been especially attractive targets for
Teuton marksmanship.

Tho nttempts to destroy Venice
seem as wanton and useless ns the
ruthless destruction of a piece of fine
old Ineo or nn ancient Greek statue.
A Germanic explanation Is ready nt
hand, however, by a German writer,
who says:

"When the monuments and cathe
drals, the statues and the pictures;
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churches sad th palaces of Venice,
Milan, Florence and Home feel the
sharpness of the German sword, it will
be and Ood knows that it will be a
Just Judgment that overtakes them."

He asserts thnt the well being of
the least significant German soldier
Is of more value than the "most mag-

nificent gem of ancient or nfoderu
nrt."

Venice Is so tlistlnctly n treasure
house of antiquities nnd nrt which
could not be replaced, nnd in this
regard belongs so much more to the
whole world than to Italy alone, that
It seeing impossible for civilization
to understand the Teutonic rage for
Its destruction, nut it is in keeping
with Germanic vandalism elsewhere,
with the useless destruction of the
thirteenth century castle at Coney,
the reduction of tho superb historical
cathedral at Rhelms, and the burn
ing of the university and library of-

Louvuln. These violations of the
rights of civilization were denounced
In this country even before we

the wnr. We believed that the
preservation of these monuments was
n duty from which warfare did not
release a people, that It was a duty
that even a warring nation owed to
civilization.

The course of Germnny in filling
the world wlh these horrors seems
perfectly Incomprehensible, yet It Is
thoroughly consistent with her poli-

cies and motives in the war.

WORLD PEACE.

Abolition of Racial Rlstlnctlons Is Rec-

ommended to Prevent War.

To Tits Editor of The Sun Mr: "G.

H. M." suggests In his letter of tho 27th
"racial unity" as a solution to the prob-lem--

permanent peace He forgets that
while any distinction wtntfcoevcr Is made
between nationalities and especially be-

tween races natlonnl and race hatred
will continue to exist.

Peace cannot be secured until racial
differences are abolished and national
prejudices are no more. Only a strongly
centralised International government, not
a loose Hague convention, can effect
this change. The adoption of such a
Bovcrnmcnt would not Interfere with the
Internal government of any nation any
more than tho United Stales Government
Interferes with the Internal government
of the various States.

Competition, both commercial and po-

litical, between nations is the indirect
cause of this and most all other wars.
With the adoption of an International
government rivalry hetween nations
would cease. No destructive competition
exltts betweon the States of the United
States. Such competition creates en-

mity. Thus with the abolition of com-

petition between nations, racial and na-

tional prejudices wilt eventually end and
nations cooperate with ca;h other for
their mutual benefit.
