Twao Plans Consldered.

Two plans are under oconsideration,

The Administration is opposed to con-
tUnulng the present pension xystem dur-
Ing and after this war. Secretlary Mc-
Adoo holds that the plan he proposes
will be less wasteful, mors equitable and
more satlsfuctory both to the Governs
ment and to the pensloners.

The Soclalist party =t its city con-
vention In the Labor Temple, 343 East
Bighty-fourth street, took off Its coat
yesterday and concooted prescriptions for
the oure of most of the world's flls. It
was decided emphatically amid great
thears and gavel pounding that tha
polective sarvice act 1s well nigh the
worst thing In the world and on the
strangth of Its great unpopularity the
Soociallst party would be able at the next
election to garner In many voles,

But In order to Aght selective con-
soription or make It an issus, one who
underatood the lw of the land should
be nominated for the office of Mayar,
Bo Morris Hillquit, the Soclalist lawyer,
who Is In Chieago telling the natlonal
Sociallst party what to do, was aslected.
With nhim on the tlcket will ba Frank a.
Sleverman, ocandidate for Comptroller,
and Edward F. Cassidy, candidate for
Presldent of the Board of Alderman,

This triumvirate was taken from &
list of aix nominees. Joshua Wanhope,
Frank A, Bleverman, Eimer A. Rosen-
berg, Edward V. Canaldy and Algernon
Les wore named and declined in favor
of Lawyer Hillqult and his nomination
then was made umanimous. Algernon

Les was named also for Comptroller,
but declined in favor of Hleverman.

Mr. Cannidy In “"Consoripded.”

Two women, Mre, Bertha Mailly and
Mra. Arle F. MacDonald, were among
thoss first named for Prealdent of the
Hoard of Aldermen, together with four
mean—A. I. Bhiplacoff, Algernon Laee,
John Block and Edward F, Cassicy. All
of them declined the office, but Cassidy
waa  “conseripted” and nominated by
acclamation. Mr. Cansidy was the nomi-
nee for Mayor in 1000,

After the alats wns written out ths
convention set about Anisking the plat-
form begun yesterday. bul there wers
s0 many things wrong with the world
outsida New York city that Chalrman
Sloverman had a stranuous time keeping
things headed In the right direction.
When finally the resolutions commitiee
came in with all those wrongs on paper
the delegates had thelr chance, and two
or thres hours were necessary to maks
the phraseology clear and emphatic)
After which most of the resolutions
weare thrown out altogether,

The rioting in Hoston July 1, when a
parafa of Socialists carrying red flags
was wet upon by a band of soldlers and
sallors and the Boclallst headquarters
wis mussed up, furnished an hour or so
of polemica. The resolutions committes
wanted to denounce the wsoldiers and
sallors “with all our might,' and the
reaolution called the uniformed men
“ruMans and rowdles” acting under a
“false conslderation of pssudo-patriot-
iam."

W, M, Felgenbanm Talks Up.

It was the opinion of Willlam M.
Felgenbaum, chalrman of the resolu-
tions eommittes, that to eall the moldisrs
and sallors “ruMans and rowdled’ right
out loud would "have a salutary effect”
on magistrates and judges who rafuse
to punish them for such acta because
“Judges haven't the courage Lo say any-
thing against a man In uniform.”

AL this a man in the back of the room
wnid; “'T vant to dell you, comrades, ve
should have pasience. Don't tink ve'll
intimidate dem judges. Va should leave
oud dat rufMans and rowdles business
and only say soldlers and sallors'"

After this mort of loglc had erupted
from all corners of the room, much of
it In concert, the resolution Itself was
lost and nobody seemed to know after-
ward whether the convention had de-
nounced the actions of the scldiers and
sallors or merely failed to call them
ruffians and rowdles,

The race riota In Bast 8t. Louls made
another problem for the convention.
The resolutions committes In’ A long
resolution explained the murder and
Iynching and burning of the negroes of
East 8t, Louls ss the result of the ne-
tlons of the “capltallst class" (n im-
porting the negroes from the South,
This brought to light the possibility that
several of the delegntes had been some-
what impreased by what Col. Roosevelt
told Bamuel Gompers,

Nrookiyn Lawyer's View.

Louls B. Boudin, a Brooklyn lawyer,
was of the opinlon that the resolution
in stating that the East 8t. Louls crime
reflected a problem “that cannot be
solved as Iong as present sconomic cone
ditions last"” had not got at the real
causs, He bellaved that the “capltalist
clasa” had not 80 i uch to do with It as
race prejudics. He sald It might ba the
result of the old fashloned labor move-
ment, seen wtill In pome unions, that will
not admit negroes to thelr meamberahip.

“On ith fage,”" he declared, "It was a
beastly, miserable crime, o moan, in-
human thing that needs no explanation,**

After his talk Chalrman Flegenbaum
explnined that the lynchings were the
resuit of the attitude of the Démocrinle
party toward the negro. He eald the
Democrats teach hatred of the negroes
in the same way that the old Russian
autneracy taught the peopls to hate the
Jeaws,

A spenker from the floor then Inter-
posed : “Wilson owes his ocoupancy In
the White House to thes Damoaratio
party's misuse of negroen: 1356 slectoral
volag depended upon the suppression of
the negroes in the Bouth."

The resolution finally was defeated.

The State military censua, along with
the selective draft, was & point of strong
denunointion. Several women among
the delegntes foared that the Htate
consun would result In women being
conscripted and “sent across Lo the
trenchea” 1t was declded that this
law should be fought by the Soclalists
ih the campalgn.

Amemblyman A. 1. 8hiplacoff soothed
the women who fearad the trenches by
decliring the State military law to be
“merely & whim of an Imbecilie Asssm-
blyman and Assambly, which would re-
sult in nothing."
