OF GIRL MURDER

Slayer of Ruth Cruger Em-

phasizes Careless "Search"
of Cellar.

HAD NOT HIDDEN BODY

Confession Scut Commissioner
Woods Confirms Victim's

Good Name.

Extradition of Cocchi
to Be Refused by Italy

gOLOGNA, Italy, July 10.
the question of extra-

diting Alfred Cocchi, wanted in
New York for the murder of
Ruth Cruder, has not as yet been
settled, it is practically certain
that extradition will be refused
because the evidence that Cocchi
is a naturalized citizen of the
United States is insufficient and
incomplete and docs not change
the conflict on the subject of ex-

tradition between the American
and Italian laws.

In a 1,000 word sworn confession
signed by Alfredo Cocchi, in which lie
describes In detail the killing of Ruth
Crater, the murderer npt only empha-ilic- s

the careless, disinterested manner
In which detectives "searched" the cellar
In which the girl's body was burled, but
bots of his Influence with members of
the New York police force.

He threw the body Into the pit while
It was yet warm, he says, and covered
the opening of the excavation with a
box. Not a shovelful of earth had been
placed In the hole when the police made
their visit. The removal of the box a
few Inches would have solved the mys-

tery of the girl's disappearance, but the
searchers did not exert themselves even
to this extent,

"My reputation with the police was so
food," Cocchi explains, "that the police
detectives told me they were making
this inspection merely to be able to say
that they had done It"

The confession was cabled to Police

Cocchi makes It plain that Ruth

Cruder was slain In a successful defence
of tier honor. He killed her while she
rs" screaming for help. He says he

siw her for the flrst time In his life
when she took her skates to his shop In
West 137th street the morning of Febru-
ary 13, He at once formed the plan
uhlch he attempted to carry Into execut-
ion when she called for them by ap-
pointment a few hours later.

He tried to embrace and kiss her. but
he fought him off. She shouted loudly

for the police, and Cocchi grasped her,
he says, in an attempt to smother her
cries. He struck her once while they
foujht on the first floor of tho building.
She proved herself "strong and re-
sistant," but In the struggle she fell
through the trap door Into the cellar,
he plunging after her.

The term trap door Is used In the
confession apparently to describe the
aperture In the floor which gave access
to a hot air flue leading to the cellar.
The officials are Inclined to question
ihether the covering of this' hole or
the piping beneath had teen removed In

London. July 10. Regarding the
Matement. made by the Dutch Min-
ister t Washington that "the exports
from the Netherlands y are chiefly
dairy products, inoet of which no to
England, while some so to Germany,"
here are the Dutch official figures:

Germany received 1 J 8,063 tons of the
Dutch dairy products last year, while
England received 9,758 tons. Germany

The American
barkentlne Hlldegard, 022 tons, has been
sunk. The crew landed uninjured,

The Hlldegard was bound from Havre
for St. Thomas, West Indies, and was
attacked this morning while becalmed.
The aubmarlne fired six shots without
hitting the vessel, Then the crew of ten
American citizens took to the boats. The
submarine approached and towed the
boats back to the Hlldegard, which she
sank with bombs.

The Germans told the Americans to
row for their lives, as they were about
to attack another American vessel which
was expected.

KERMIT ROOSEVELT
JOINS ENGLISH ARMY

Commissioned in Corps Fight
ing Against Turks.

Plattsburq, July 10. JIli brother of-

ficers In the Reserve Corps training
camp bade goodby to Kermlt Roose-
velt last night when he obtained his dis-
charge to accept a commission In the
English army. Following a brief visit
to his parents at Oyster Bay, Roosevelt
will sail to join his regiment, which Is
operating against the Turks In Asia
Minor.

The offer of a staff appointment from
the British army came to Mr. Roosevelt
by cable late yesterday afternoon. He
at once sought Col. Paul A. Wolf, camp
commander, and his discharge papers
were made out last night. Roosevelt
then Joined his wife at a Plattsburg
hotel and later boarded a train for New
York. Before leaving camp he sold his
motor car.

OF 3 BILLIONS

IN SEPTEMBER

Sale of New Liberty Bonds
to Open on Fifteenth,

Wall Street Hears.

INTEREST RATE SAME

Report Unauthorized, McAdoo

Says Third Issuo Planned
for Spring.

The second Instalment of the Liberty
Ixan, amounting to 33,000,000,000, will
be offered for sale September IB, fifteen
days after the final Instalment on the
flrst loan has been paid to the Treasury
Department. This was learned yester
day on reliable authority In the financial
district, which has already begun laying
the ground work for tho next loan. Tho
rate will be 3 per cent, unless condi-

tions change materially before the offer
ing date, and the bonds will be offered
at par.

The sale of this (3,000,000,000 of Lib-
erty bonds will mark the disposal of the
entire (5,000,000,000 authorized by Con-
gress under the war finance bill, and as
soon as the loan H completed Treasury
officials and Congressional leaders will
begin work on a new bond programme
which will result ln the voting of an-
other big credit next spring, probably
larger than the present one If the war
has not come to an end at that time.

To meet demands on the Treasury
Department ln the meantime ln financing
this country's part ln the war and the
purchases of supplies by the Allies when
the proceeds of the last loan have been
exhausted, certificates of Indebtedness
will again be Issued.

Reserve Dsnks Heady to Act.
Publication of the Informal terms of

the next loan brought a vigorous dental
yesterday from Secretary McAdoo, but
everywhere In the financial district It
was admitted that the terms were cor-
rect in so far as they had been com-
pleted. It was further stated that the
Secretary had already asked a number
of the committees In the various Fed-
eral Reserve districts that took charge of
the first Issue to retain their organization
in anticipation of the second loan. This
request has generally been granted. In
denying the terms of the loan Secretary
McAdoo Issued the follofting statement
In Waslilngton :

"My attention has Just been called to
a report circulated In New York city
that the next offering of Liberty Loan
would be made, on the 15th of September
next, and that the amount would be
33,000.000,000. This report Is wholly
unauthorized. I have not yet determined
when tho next offering shall bo made
nor what the amount shall be. I desire
to warn the public against recurrent, un
rellablo reports of this character. When
the amount and date of the offering has
been determined official announcement
will be made by the Treasury Depart-
ment."

Plans for Second Loan.
When asked of the plans for the sec-

The amount of the
lean has not been officially stated, but It
will certainly be large and will require
tha very best efforts of all of us to dis-

News of this achievement, the most
Important succcosr of the new Russian
offensive. Is conveyed In a Reuter des-
patch from Petrograd. The troops who
took Hallcz had broken through the
Austro-Germa- n lines In etstern Gallcla
on a front of some twer.t' miles south
of Hallcz, virtually surrounding the
town. Gen. Klrbach's Austrian troops
are fleeing before the Russian onslaught
and seeking refuge behind the River
Iomntca.

The fall of Hallcz probably will mean
that the Austro-Germa- n troops must re-
tire from their present line along the
Zlota Llpa on a wide front to the Gnlla
i.ipa neyonu. Italics Is sixiy-tnre- e

miles southeast of Lemberg and an lm- -
portant railroad Junction, Ighteen miles
north of Stanlslau. Its capture by the
Russians In the campaigns of 1914 and
1915 was followed by the fall of Lem-
berg.

Cossacks have pressed forward a dis-
tance of sixteen miles, following up the
advantage gained in the victorious
offensive which In two days penetrated
a depth of seven miles Into positions the
Teutons had fortified for nearly a year,
The Russians' record Is unsurpassed by
any army in tne 1917 campaign.

IN SAYING FOOD

All Denominations Pledge Aid

in Getting "Weekly lie-por- ts

on Meals.

Washington. July 10. The church
Is to become a positive force ln food
conservation ss a result of a confer-
ence here to-d- between food adminis-
tration ofllclals and prominent church-
men representing virtually every de-

nomination in the United States. A
committee from each denomination will
aid In the campaign, which will Include
weekly reports through the churches of
what each family Is accomplishing ln
saving necessities.

Pastors will be asked to keep their
congregations constantly alive to their
duty of food saving. The weekly report
system planned In furtherance of this
purpose requires that heads of families
hand In at church each Sunday a uni-
form report card showing ln detail what
has been done In his home during the
week toward conservation.

On the card alongside the column to
be lllled In by the person reporting la
printed tho food administration's re-

quirement for seven meatless meals,
seven wheatless meals and seven meals
Including dishes made from "left overs"
each week.

After addresses by Herbert Hoover,
Dr. E. I Wilbur. George A. Cullen and
other ofllclals of the food administra-
tion, the conference laid the foundation
for cooperation In the conservation work
by adopting these resolutions:

CALAIS INDICATED

BEEFLESS DAYS

FOR N.Y. HOTELS

"War Bread" to Be Served and
Use of Butter, Fats and

Pork Curtailed.

Suggestions for one beefless day each
week, with the serving of "war bread"
at every meal and a, radical curtailment
In the use of pork products and alt but-

ter and fats, have been made to Her-
bert C. Hoover, prospective national food
administrator, by the New York City
Hotel Association. It the plan Is ap-
proved by Mr. Hoover and It was de-
vised along lines suggested by him In his
food conservation announcements pa-

trons of New York hotels will probably
have their first beefless day next week.
At the same time menu cards will con-
tain announcement of the Inauguration
of one day each week on which no beef
will be nerved and of curtailment ln the
service of other products ln which con-
servation of existing supplies Is neces-
sary.

The scheme was presented to Mr.
Hoover by Thomas D. Green, proprietor
of the Woodward Hotel and president of
the Hotel Association, and John McE.
Bowman of the Blltmore, ln cooperation
with Patrick V. Kyne of Murray's.
James Churchill of Churchill's and H. E.
Taylor, representing the Society of Res- -'

taurateurs. Mr. Green and Mr. Bowman
are still In Washington conferring with
Mr. Hoover, and It Is expected that when
thty return the entire plan of conserva-
tion so far as New York's hotels and
restaurants are concerned will have been
worked out and be ready to go Into ef-

fect. The Hotel Association represents
105 hotels, which serve about 200.000
meals each day. and the Society of Res-
taurateurs Includes In Its membership all
of the big restaurants of Broadway and
many of the smaller ones ln other parts
of the city.

Tentative regulations governing the
plan have been arranged, and probably
will be made permanent They are .

First Individual service of bread and
butter of uniform weight, the rolls to
weigh from 1 to m ounces.

Second At least 10 per cent, of other
flour to be used In making wheat bread
and rolls.

Third Most breakfast rolls will be
baked of other than wheat flour.

Fourth Stale bread and toast trim-
mings are to bo made Into "war bread"
for guests and employees.

Fifth Elimination of rough bread,
which requires more butter than smooth
bread,

Sixth Elimination of toast as a gar-
nish to meat dishes.

Seventh Discourage the use of fresh
pork.

Eighth Broiling, roasting, braising
and stewing Is to be encouraged ami
frying discouraged to conserve butter
and lard.

Ninth Service of veal, lamb and
suckling pig to be discouraged.

Tenth Beef to be eliminated one day
each week other than Friday.

Eleventh Cheese Is to be removed
ftom free lunch counters.

Twelfth The uee of sea food, fresh
vegetables and fruits Is to be encour-
aged.

Tho "war bread" which Is to be baked
In the hotels ts based on a simple recipe
and can be made by any housewife. It
Is: On the basis of a butter tub of stale
bread, crusts, &c, add ten quarts of
water and ten ounces of salt ; soak
thoroughly and strain through a flour
slove. For this quantity use one-ha- lf

pound of yeast ami enough fluur to mnke
n very stiff dough.

RUSSIA'S WOMEN

Amsterdam, July 10. It Is now re-

garded as certain that the Kaiser and
Chancellor von Bethmann-Hollwe- g are
determined to continue tho war to gain
territory and Indemnity for Germany,
and that to reconcile the German people
to tho sacrifices entailed they will grant
Internal reforms. Universal suffrage for
Prussia Is likely to be granted Imme-

diately.
According to a Berne despatch, Dr. von

Bethmann-Hollwe- g announced to the
Main Committee of the Reichstag the
determination to fight on for Germany's
profit ln theso words: "I repeat Hint
peace without annexations Is not nc.
ceptable to us. We cannot declare our
terms of peace. We must fight and
conquer."

The Berne despatch quotes the Berlin
Lokalameiger'a account of the Imperial
Chancellor's declaration as follows :

"I do not deny that we have great
difficulties to overcome. So have oui
enemies. Let us see whether their dif-
ficulties or ours are greater. I am sure
we can win If we hold out.

"Nothing was further from my Inten-
tions than to cling to my post, but now
it Is a question of protecting the Father-
land from Injury, and for this reason I
consider It neceiwry to retain my post."

Concessions "Definitely Mncle."
I have already telegraphed the report

that Foreign Secretary Zlmmermann
and Helfferlch. Secre-
tary of the Interior, were about to be
sacrificed by the Chancellor. Tho iiorf- -
nucne I olkszettung says :

"A number of Prussian Ministers, In-
cluding, alas I the best talents, will re-

sign becauso they are unwilling to co-
operate ln carrying out concessions now
definitely made, but only granted under
compulsion and pressure."

Chancellor von Bethmann-Hollwe-

says the paper, promised the Reichstag
that he would consent to the resignation
from the Cabinet of Dr. Zlmmermann
and Dr. Helfferlch.

The reform concessions iere granted
nt the meeting of the Crown Council
which the Kaiser called yesterday. It Is
regarded as certain that tho most Impor-
tant concession was the granting of
practically universal suffrage to Prussia,
the reform long insistently demanded.

The Crown Council was In session
fully three hours. This w.is ono of the
longest sessions of this body since the
notable session thnt preceded the mo-
bilization decree by which tho Kaiser
ushered In tho war In 1914. All the
Ministers of Prussia as well at of the
German empire wern prese it, with the
Kaiser's naval and military udvlsers.

Knlaer Ilehlnd Chancellor.
At the meeting it was shown that

the Kaiser has complete conlldenco In
Chancellor von Bethmann-Hollwe- ac-
cording to the Berllnrr TagcMatt The
Kaiser and his Chancellor conferred un-
til midnight following the term nation
of the council.

The same newspaper adds It believes
tho whole matter will end In compro-
mise, for tho Chancellor seems more
firmly established with the political par-tic- s

Tho Socialist of the Centre at-
tach no importance to n chango of
Chancellor without chango of system,
while the Radicals also nre believed to
prefer Hollweg to Home one elne who
might well be worse.

A decision has been reached In ref-
erence to a Prussian franchise bill
which, with slight restrictions, will In-

troduce universal and equal suffrage In
Prussia, according to the VofJIraselfiina.

Furthermore. Confervntivo Ministers
In Prussia will bo replaced by Liberal
Ministers, particularly the Ministers of
Public Worship and the Interior, who
are to be replaced by representatives of
the Left.

Even If Dr. von Bethmann-Hollwe- g

has strengthened his position by new
retirements and by Facrltlclng his col-

leagues Helfferlch and Zimmennann, as
well ns by the dismissal of flvo Ministers
of Prussia, It will hardly bo given to
him to conclude peace,
