FLOTSAM AND JETSAM FROM
WORLD OF AMATEUR SPORT

By DANIEL.
Several days ago we declared, on the

authority of members of Yalea class of
1882, that the present world conflict al-

ready had had a greater effect on our
colleges than had the civil war. The
question was treated particularly from
the standpoint of sport. In order to
satisfy ourselves; and divers corresponds
ents who have questioned the absolute
reliability of the statement that at most
colleges sport was continued through the
dark days of the early sixties we have
delved Into the records. These prove
that Intercollegiate sport, especially
baseball, really had Its beginnings dur-
ing the civil war.

After the stunning days of 1331 and
1861 the Northern colleges began to re-
vive whatever sport had been inter-
rupted and Inaugurated baseball con-
tests and track and field games. We
find that in October. 1863. right after
Chlckamauga. the Nassaus of Prince- -
ton handed the great Excelsiors of New

orK the surprise of their Jives by beat-
ing them at baseball, 12 to 11. Two
days later the Atlantic, beat the Prince-
ton team, 18 to 13. The Atlantlcs re-
peated the next year, 42 to 7.

During the war period we also And
that the Knickerbockers beat Union Col-
lege and Williams Collego defeated the
Knickerbockers. Harvard organized Its
baseball club In 1864 and lost the New
England title to the Lowells. Harvard
had been playing baseball since the start
of the war.

On July 4. 1861. tho very day the
Union troops were winning the moat de-

cisive battle of the war, at Gettysburg.
Harvard crews were taking part In a
regatta on the Charlet. The Atalantas
of New York beat the Harvard "Sixty
Sixes" In a six oared event at three
miles. The next year the Atalantas
again beat Harvard, and Yale won from
the Crimson at three miles on Lake
Quinslgamond at Worcester. The fol
lowing day the Atalantas once more
beat Harvard.

We could go right on with more evi
dence that the civil war by no means
forced the abandonment of sport In the
colleges. There was an urgent demand
for sport then and the urgency is even
greater now.
