Itoynolu's Company loses Fight
for Under Water Lands

Tnlton for Canal.

HUGHES MEETS DEFEAT

Verdict of $1,208,219 Qnashcd

and Case Sont to tho
Claims Court.

Albany, July 11. Annulling the larg-
est Judgment ever recovered against the
State of New Tork, the Court of Appeals

y laid down principles affecting
the value of lands under water which
will save tho State a sum estimated In
excess of 81G,000,000.

The decision was made In the case of
'the First Construction Company of
Brooklyn, which claimed to be the ab-

solute owners of lands under water In
Gowanus Bay taken for barge canal
purposes and upon this contention was
awarded 81.081,111, with Interest for
two years, a total recovery of $1,183,-21- 9.

Hushes Meets First Defeat.
By this decision former Supreme

Court Justice Charles E. Hughes ex-

perienced his first defeat since return-
ing to the practice of law. Mr. Hughes
was retained to argue the case In the
Court of Appeals. He was opposed by
Sanford W. Smith, First Deputy

who handled the case for
the State.

Attorney-Gener- al Merlon E. Lewis,
who carried the case from the lower
courts, pointed out ht that the de-
cision would' affect the value of all the
lands under water taken by the State
for barge canal purposes In the 'vicinity
of New York city, where fourteen ter-
minals nre to be located. The value of
these lands In a large number of cases
Is In litigation.

Tho First Construction Company, of
which former Senator William H. Rey-
nolds is president claimed ownership of
all the lands taken by tho State by vir
tue ot legislative grants made prior to
1884. The old board ot claims sustained
this claim to the extent of 1,442,022
square feet and allowed the company
compensation at the rate of 7S cents a
square foot

Sent Ilnck to Lower Court.
The Court of Appeals holds that this

was error; that the company was tho
owner of only a small portion and as to
the rest had secured from the State only
tne right to acquire title by nillng in tho
lands under water, which had never been
done, although thirty years had elapsed
elnce the right was granted.

The court further holds that failure
to comply with the conditions of the
grant requiring Tilling In rendered the
company liable to forfeiture tor non-us- e,

and that the compensation to be
awarded should be measured by the
value of such right or franchise and not
upon the theory that the company was
the absolute owner of the property.

The case Is sent back to the court of
claims to determine what compensation.
If any, the claimant Is entitled to on the
theory laid down by the Court of Ap-
peals.

BELL SYSTEM LOSES BIO TJHTT.

Chlcnuro Jndre Orders Central
Union to Operate Independently.
Chicago, July 11. The Central Union

Telephone Company, operating In Illi-
nois outside ot Chicago and In Indiana
and Ohio outside of Cleveland and Cin-
cinnati and deriving a yearly business of
$9,800,000 from Its 870.000 stations,
has been divorced from the American
Telephone and Telegraph Company and
all stock held In the C. U. T. Company
by tho A. T. and T. Company has been
ordered sold at public auction. Hence-foht- h

It will operate as a separate, inde-
pendent company.

This was brought about y by a
decree entered by Judge William E.
Dever of the Cook county Supreme
Court as a result of the aotlon brought
against the Central Union company et
al. by William A. Head et nl. The court
holds that the Bell system is a monopoly
and has been ever Blnce Its establish-
ment The decree orders that all notes
of tho C U. T. held by the A. T. and T.,
amounting to more than $40,000,000, be
surrendered and cancelled. It holds that
all stockholding of tho A. T. and T. Com
pany in the C U. T. Company is illegal
and void and orders It sold at auction.
The A. T. and T. Company is prohibited
from bidding for or buying In this stock.
The court orders an accounting against
the A. T. and T. for wrongful diversions
of business, for unfair treatment in pay
mont of originating commla
ston, for the A. T. and T.'s conduct In
handling leased wire business, for the
diversion of tolls on messages handled
jointly by both companies and for ex
penses Incurred by the C. U. T. In re
deeming the $6,000,000 of Its matured
bonds In 1912 without any proper reason
therefor.

The court holds that the A. T. and T,
Company must share with the C. U. T.
Company the losses incurred by the lat
tar through the tight made by It on be-

half of the entire Bell system and
against the independent telephone com
panics operating In Illinois, Indiana and
Ohio.

RAILROAD EARNINGS GROW.

Western Lines Show Biggest Gnlna
for Slonth. of afar.

Reports of
178 of the principal railroads of the
United States to the Interstate Com-
