STARVING BELGIANS

.TOO WEAK TO WORK

Commission for Belief Boporta

, Many Sleep to Avoid
Hunger's Panga.

Washington, July 14. Food scarcity
m Belgium has resulted in the pbyslcal
weakening of thousands of workmen to
ouch an extent that they had to abandon
work, according to the latest report of
the Commission for Itellef in Belgium,
maae puDiio by tne rooa jAa 'ministration.
, ,In one province visited by a repre-
sentative of the, commission, a general
ftrlke of workers occurred. "The men
simply explained," lays the report, "(hat
they no longer had the physical strength
to, carry on ithelr work." Later, how.
ever, when faced with absolute starva
tlon, they were forced to return to work.

jThe report continues : tThe people
were practically stiTislstlng on the Com'
mission for Belief l.i Belgium rations
ana haa utile nounsnment in tne way
W native foodstuffs.

'"In the kitchen larders there were
practically no native food products save
in exceptional cases, and no. preserves
Of any kind. The relief commission
ration was often eaten In adyance so
that the family In waiting Its next semi-week- ly

bread ration was sometimes
Without food In the house during a
day at a time.
. "As a general rule two scant meals a
day were eaten and the families, went tp
bed without supper early In the evening
to avoid the pangs or hungers

"The women and older children suf
fered especially from the fact that they
were obliged to give a part of their dally
bread ration to the father who needed
this to have strength for his dally work."

"At one time," says the report, "riots
anil demonstrations took place In a num-
ber of Industrial villages. The German
troops were obliged to Intervene at two
points. Private stores, as well as sev
eral.of the commission stores were pill
aged In different villages."

The report closes with an appeal that
"the very quietness and resignation With
which Belgium la bearing her present
double burden of starvation and oppres
sion should urge us to exert every force
and Influence In finding & solution of her
unfortunate situation."

BOMB PLOT BRINGS

APOLOGY BY BERLIN

Germany Dismisses Courier
and Sends Long Explana-

tion to Norway.

London, Juiy 14. A Copenhagen des-
patch to the Exchange Telegraph Com-
pany says It is reported officially at
Chrlsttanla that Germany haa expressed
regret to Norway for the acts of Ger-
mans in connection with the bomb plot
recently discovered.

The German reply to the Norwegian
note 'gives a long explanation of the
case, and says the German Minister at
Chrlstianla haa been directed to tender
an apology and that Aron Itautenfele, a.

German courier In wnose possession ex-

plosives were found, has been dismissed.
The German Government, the note

says, has made a thorough Investigation,
in consequence or wmcn it nnas mat
the trunks containing the bombs and
other explosives, which were sent from
Germany to Chrlstianla. were forwarded
some months npro from a central military
depot to' the chief officer of the German
Foreign Office with the request that they
bosh(pped to Chrlsttanla In the care ot
ti courier. The Foreign Office, as was
customary, did not examine the trunks,
being under the Impression that they did
not contain anything the forwarding of
which was not permitted by Interna-
tional law.

The military authorities at the depot,
the note continues, state that In order
tp, carry on warlike operations on enemy
territory they did not hesitate to permit
the passage of explosives through Nor-
wegian territory.

The German Government strongly
disapproved the proceeding of the mili-
tary authorities, whose action. It says,
can be Justified In no way, and the Ger-
man Government Instituted an Inquiry
Into tho conduct of the persons responsi-
ble. In future all trunks of couriers
will be examined by the Foreign Office.

The German Government emphasizes
that neither Herr Rautenfels nor any
other German functionary had authority
to use bombs on Norwegian territory or
against Norwegian Interests. The note
ends with an expression of the hope that
the bomb plot will not nffect the good
relations between the two Governments.

MVAHLAQ PLEDGES LOYALTY.

Mayor of Elisabeth, X. J Accepts
"Old Glory."

Mayor Mvarlag of Elizabeth. N. J..
who aroused a storm of resentment on
the Fourth of July by refusing to accept
an American flag offered to tho city by
the Recreation Commission, accepted the
nag yesterday at exercises held In Eliza-
beth and. In addition, pledged his al-
legiance to the colors and to the Gov
ernment of the United States. Several
hundred school children were among tha
crowd that heard the Mayor speak, and
to them he declared that the American
flag was not a mero combination of
colors, but represented a principle.

LbHDON, July 14 Except for local
operations, the French and British
armies, on the western front have been I

Idle during the last twenty-fou- r hours.
Stiff fighting took'plaae last night near
Lombaertxyde, in Belgium, with tha
London and Berlin reports at variance
as to the initiation of the attack and Its
outcome. .

According tos the British statement,
the Germans assailed the British posi-
tions south of the town, after heavy ar-
tillery preparation,' and; were repulsed.
The Germans, on the other hand, assert
that British attacks .in the same region
brpke down under the defenders' fire
and that the British suffered heavy
losses.

Heavy artillery fighting la in progress
near St. Quentln and between Craonne
and Courcy, with Indications of a speedy
renewal of the bitter struggle for van-
tage points on the Alsne front. West of
Navarln Farm, In Champagne, the
French made a successful Incursion Into
the German lines. Inflicting appreciable
losses and taking prisoners. In the
Woevre sector their batteries checked
the German fire.

British Version of Flsjhtlos;.
The official reports follow:
British (Day) Early last night tha

enemy attacked our positions south of
Lombaertxyde, after heavy artillery
preparation, and was repulsed. Night
raids were attempted by parties of
the enemy without success east ot
Harglcourt. west of Wameton. east
of Oostaveme and north of Tpres.
We captured a few prisoners In these
engagements and In the course of pa-
trol encounters northwest of Cherlsy.

ganized Bctrcat.

London, July 14. The victorious Uus-

slan troops continued their advance In
eastern Galtcla capturing after a
lively flght tha village of Novice, a few
miles southwest of Kalusz.

There aro Indications that the Ger
mans hava brought up troops In an en-

deavor to stay the disorganized retreat
of the Teutonic forces In this region.
The Russian1 War OfTlce reports two
counter attacks In nn attempt to dis-

lodge the Russians from ICalusr. The
assailants were repulsed.

There Is no change In the situation
elsewhere on the Russo-Gallcl- front
and the Russians, It ts assumed, have
paused to gather their forcea for a re-

newed, drive. The German War Office
again reports considerable activity on.
the northern end of the line, near
Dvlnsk and Smorgon, but the yetrograd
statement contains nothing to Indicate
that an offensive In that section Is In
prospect

The official reports follow:
Russian On the Lower Lomnloa,

between the confluence with the Dnies-
ter River and Kalusz, there was rifle
firing. In the neighborhood of the
town of Kalusz the enemy made two
attacks from the direction of Moaclska
and near Gartenel (7 Ugartahal)
and attempted to dislodge our troops
occupying Kalusz, but was repulsed.
In the battle of Kalusz our valiant
commander. CoL Tlmofeer of the
Rosatyn regiment was killed.

We occupied, after fighting, the vil-
lage of Novica, southwest of Kalusz.
Elsewhere the situation Is unchanged.

Aviation A squadron of our air-
planes In a flight over the railway
station of Purmont, south of Dvlnsk,
dropped bombs.

German Army group of Prince
Leopold Near Dvlnsk and Smorgon
lively fighting activity continues.

In eastern Gallcla tho gunfire was
lively only In the Brzezany sector.
Heavy rain has restricted the fighting
south of the Dniester River, In which
quarter there were local collisions only
south of Kalusz. Elsewhere the situa-
tion was unchanged.

Found Town Abandoned.
The lighting rosmltlng In the capture

of Kaluez subjected tho revolutionary
nrmy to the severest test, according to
the Ttuuty SIovo, which says that the
Russian cavalry entered the town at
noon Wednesday and found It aban-
doned by the garrison. The Russians
were eoon attacked, however, by fresh
enemy forces which were rushed from
the fortress.

After a stiff fight the Russians were
compelled to fall Ijack. Reinforced, they
returned and drove the Germans out
At 2 o'clock In the afternoon tho Ger-
mans, supported by an armored train,
counter attacked and again occupied
Kalusz. But they were once more ex-
pelled with heavy losses. Sanguinary
house to house fighting, mostly with the
bayonet, ensued until S o'clock in the
evening.

Tho Germans, says this paper, used
explosive bullets with their machine
guns. The Russians took few prisoners.
In some houses tho German gunners were
found chained to the guns.

BRITAIN PAYS TRIBUTE.

Lloyd Georire Congratulates Itns- -
Inns on Ililtllp Successes,

London, July 14. David Lloyd George,
British Premier, sent to-d- a telegram
to Prince Lvoff, Russian Prime Minis-
ter, congratulating the Russian Govern-
ment and people on the success of the
Russian offensive. The text of the tele
gram reads:

"Heartiest congratulations of the Brit
ish Government on the success of the
Russian offensive. It Is a splendid tribute
to tho practical wisdom and determina-
tion of tho Russian Government and peo-
ple that only a few months after the
revolution, whereby they won freedom
for themselves, they should have struck
so great a blow for tho freedom of the
world.

"This news, coming as It does In th
last phase of the great battle against
autocratic rule, nan uccn of Immense en
couragement to us all. for It shows that
free Russia clearly sew there can be
no lasting peace nnd no reconstruction
of tho worm upon better lines until Ser
bl.t, Belgium and tho other, despoiled
nations have been rescued 'from tho
blasting tyranny of rallltory despotism
and until responsibility of governments
to their peonies has been clearly estab
lished from ono end of Europe to the
other.

"Convey my congratulations to the
Minister for War (Kerensky) for tha
brilliant part he played In this glorious
tnumpn ot itussian arms."

ENGLISH QUEEN PAYS
FIRST VISIT TO FRONT
Returns Safely With King,

Who Praises troops.
London, July 14. The King returned
y from his fourth visit to the front.

He was accompanied to the front for the
first time by tho Queen. He issued a
special order to tho armies in the field,
saying,

"I leave you with feelings of admlra.
tion and gratitude for past achievements
and with confidence In your future
efforts. On all sides I have witnessed
scenes or your triumphs. The battle,
fields of the Somme, the Am re. Arras
Vlmy and Messinea have shown me what
great results can bo attained by the
courage and devotion of nil arms and
services under efficient commanders and
staff b.

"It was a great pleasuro for the
Queen to accompony me nnd become per
sonally acquainted with the excellent ar
rangements for tho care of the sick and
wounded, whose welfare Is ever close
to her heart. For the last three years
the armies of the empire and the work-
ers In the home land behind them have
rlBen superior to every difficulty und
every trial. The splendid successes
already gained In concert with our gal-
lant allies have advanced us well on tho
way toward the completion of tho task
we undertook,

"There are doubtless fierce struggles
rtlll to como and heavy strains of our
endurance to ne pome, nut bo the road
before u long or short, the spirit and
pluck which nnve brought ynu no far
will never fall, nnd under God's guldnnce
final nnd complete victory In our Just

'PULL' NOT TO SAVE SLACKERS,

Illll Aimed at Sons of IVniilthy Is
Intrnduccd.

Wash irm ton, July 14. To prevent
sons of Influential people from escaping
tho draft oy obtaining unskilled employ
ment In munition factories nnd various
departments of the Government Hepre
sentatlve Tague, Democrat, of Massa
chusetts Introduced a reeolutlon y

limiting exemptions to "those who are
recognised as mechanics or artisans In
labor who are necessary to and cupable
of performing tne work or aiding In na-
tional defence and the conservation of
tho nation's resources."

The resolution says "It has been
shown that preference Is now being
given In various departments of the
Government and In fnctorles and ship-
yards now engaged In the manufacture
of munitions to tho extent of engaging
at very low wages tho sons of men of
means, presumably for the purpose of
aiding them In avoiding military duty."

FEDERALIZE YARDS

Now Clash Over Adoption of

Ferris Design for Wooden
Ships.

Steel Ship Building Plants to
Bo Commandeered This

Week.

WASHiffOTOt. July 14. Major-Ge-

Goethals announced to-d-ay his plans
for the federalization ot all the steel
shipbuilding plants In the United States,
which are to fill the Government con
tracts for 1,651,572 tons of shipping.

Orders will go out Monday for com
mandeering the contracts for the 209
ships representing this tannage. Agents
of tho Emergency Fleet Corporation, of
which Gen. Goothals Is tne head, have
been despatched to the fifteen large
ateelshlpblldlng plants of America to
superintend the transfer to Government
authority, and all the yards will begin
at once to speed up the construction by
the 'use of overtime and double shifts.

Jfevr Clash Impending;.
Gen. Goethals. regardless of the views

that Chairman Denman entertains of his
plans, will Inaugurate the full pro-
gramme of construction, which he an
nounced yesterday In a letter to Den-
man. This, Including construction al-

ready under way, Involves the building
of 448 wooden ships, aggregating 1,561,- -
000 tons, 77 steel ships ot 643,800 tons,
and 400 fabricated steel ships of 2,500,- -
000 tons, a total figuring In comman-
deered shlpa of more than 0,260,000
tons.

The General's assumption of supreme
authority plainly antagonised Chairman
Denman. Another clash between the
two will take place Monday, when Den
man will launch an attack against cer
tain features of the Goethals pro-
gramme, unless their differences are
patched up In the meantime.

Denman professes to be In accord witn
Goethals's programme In the main, but
he Intends to fight for the Inclusion In
the programme of a large number of
quickly built wooden ships, preferably
of the Hough design. He will make his
flght on this Issue and probably will In-

corporate In It his contention that It Is
not the function of Goethals to make
programmes, but to carry them out

The wooden ships already contractea
for by Goethals are mostly of a de- -
s gn by Theodore Ferris. Tney ad
mittedly aro superior ships, but require
considerably longer to build than the
simple Hough type. Denman wants
more wooden shlpd and a large share of
them of Hough design, for tne sake oi
expedition.

Under arrangements made oy aoetn- -
als the shipyards affected will rnnlnue
to hire and pay for labor and continue
In charge of constructions except as
their plans are modified oy tne Govern-
ment's needs. The yards will continue
to furnish, ot their own expense, labor
and materials and will receive from the
Government Instead of from the Individ
ual, firm or Government which con
tracted for the ship the balance of the
contract prices on the dates and con-
ditions provided In the contract. The an-
nouncement to-d- provided for the fol- -
I .1 innl , itna t,l .or.. ffl-- tll
speeding up measures instituted at the
demand of the Government:

1. Tho prices paid will be minus the
amount saved by elimination of non-
essential refinements and plus addi-
tional expense of changes In specifica-
tions determined upon by Gen. Goeth-
als.

2. If there Is an Increase In the
scale of wages nt a yard this will
be borne by the Government If found
Justifiable and approved by Gen.
Goethals.

3. The Government will pay the
overtime allowance (over yard basis)
on the rost of direct labir on any
ehlp or will adopt some other equitable
basis ns to tho overtime expense.

4. If an extra shift Is added the
Government will bear all added ex-

pense.

Rnris Mx Months After Peace.
Adjustment will be made of amounts

already paid on the contract by the
orlslnals purchasers. Great Britain Is
building most of tha ships In American
yards at present. Whether Great Britain
nnd other buyers of shipping will be al-

lowed to buy back their ships after com.
pletlon Is a policy which will be decided
by the State Department

The Federalization of the yards. Gen.
Goethals ald, will end six months after
peace Is declared, subject to completion
of ships under way.

Figures In the hands of Gen. Goethals
show that wh'lo the steel shlpa on the
stocks have a total tonnage ot 1,511,172,
these yards hava a possible aggregate
tonnage of 2,283,481 within the next
eighteen months through the addition ot
new contracts with the fleet corporation.

The Bethlehem Steel Corporation Is
far above all other companies In poten-
tial productivity. It has sixty-thre- e

ships building or under contract nndiwlll
he able to have completed or under con-
struction 105 additional ships by Janu-
ary 1, 1919. This would add 920,000
tons to Its product, bringing It to an ag.
