Letters Held Up In Malls,

The leters addressed Lo the Adjutant-
General's office at Albany did not reach

thers until three days ago and the Post
OMce Department Is trying to Nx the
reaponsibility for the delay. In the let-
ter Gen. Crowder said:

“It is mn imperative national neces-
#ily that the serially numbered coples
of the cards all pe tn the hands of the
Adjutant-General of your State and that
the copy of the Hat for the Provoat Mar-
shal General shall be mailed before July
7. Bome of thess dutles may be tedlous.
fome may require sacrifice of time, bul
the whols nation must wait on the slow-
@t board, and every day lost now means
s day lost In the organlzstion of the
armies of the United States.

“Mme Is the most important element
In the conduct of war, It Is not difficult,
therefors, 1o seo how great Is the na-
tlon's dependence on ench particular
man in whom the President has ex-
pressed his confidence by appointment to
& local board. The responaibility Is
therefore not divided. It is singly and
directly upon you. It will be well dis-
charged If the coples of the cards reach
yoar Adjutant-General on July 7.

Appenl Not Sent (o Poards.

“In some localitles this may be diffi-
euit, but the American faculty for the
sccomplishment of the seemingly Impos-
ible was so well exemplified in the con-
dguct of registration that the Secretary
of War does not doubt that, in spite of
all difficulties, the entire country can be
roported organized and ready for tha
draft on July 7. It would be difficult to
sverestimute the value to the nation of
the thing that You are here called vpon
1o do or fo the importance that it be
donas within the lUmit herein indleated.”

The sxemption boards of New York
Siste never received this appeal. It Is
tow ocertaln that the work could not
have been done by July 7 anyway, so
great were the number of resignations,
residence disqualifications and other re-
wrding factors in the big cities,

Better progress was made in New
York city yesterday, Rowcoe 8. Conkling,
who I8 directing the exemption boards
far the Adjutant-General's office, re-
ported that all had organiged. In some
rases, however, they have not obtained
from the registration boards the cards
which must be renumbered. Mr. Conkling
said it looked as If two or three boardy
might hang behind the rest and he hoped
that each board would regard itseif as a
contestant in & race to reach the “ready”
mark firsl. The cards of only six ex-
emplion boards have reached Albany,

Fonor of State Involved,

The man who ralsed the banner of
lseal pride to stir the boards to greater
effort was Capt. Franklin 8. Hutchison,
director of the Federal bureau in the
Adjutant-General’s ofMce at Albany.

“I'he honor of the State Is Involved,”
ke mald, “This State has taken the lead
In nearly every phase of military prep-
aration. 1t would be Intolerable that It
should gain unenviable distinction by
halding back the draft. All boards must
procesd with the greatest haste. Two
members constitute a quorum And may
withnut hindrance parform all the fune-
tions of a complets board.

“1n msome instances resignatlons have
Jeft hut one man to perform the work
snd that man has gone ahend with the
entire clorieal work of the board. The
udzment and efforts of that man Are
moet commendable. The Provost Mar-
shal-General made this morning & spe-
cial ruling for New York city that
where only one member Is actually
sworn fn he is authorized to proceed
with the numbering of cards pending
sppolntment of substitutes. This cute
the way for New York city,

*It §s the duty of the men who have
the Interest of the city and nation at
heart to voluntéer without ruggestion
or invitation to the assistance of the
txemption boards throughout the eity
and State to-morrow. Those who are to
recnlve compensation undoubtedly will
join In and do thalr part.”

‘The third man,
by the exercise of common sense and
with the help of his wife and family,
went whead and did the work of three
men.  Yestorday he found out that as
he wanm a British subject he bhad no
businesa on the board at all and must
Eot off. He recelved, however, the thanks
of the United States #o fur ns Mr,
Conkling was able 1o convey them,

Study of the forms of aMdavits to be
presenied to the exemptlion hoards (o
support claims of exemption from mill-
ary sorvice reveal possibilities unsus-
pected by the ordinary man, For exam-
ple. suppose A drafted man s married
mnd his wife in dopendent upon him.
There are three wiys whercby he can
be exempted If the board so decrees,
First, he can fle hin own AMdavie, sup-
ported by aMdavite from his wife and
the head of a family living in the wame
exemption district, Hecond, without the
married man making any clalm for ex-
emption for himuself, his wife can do It
by means of an afMdavit. Third, with-
out either the husband or the wifs mak-
ing any claim, the head of & family In
the same distriet may do It

Soppose there Is a married man who
wanks to go to war. He makes no clalm
for exemption, but his wife can go right
to the exemption board and sop him If
her afMdavit of dependency |s conclusive
In the minds of ihe board. Suppose
again that the married man aml hin wife
both realime that his family could not
et along without him, but are reluctunt
te put thelr names down as having
claimed exemption. It s possible for
them to go to a friendly neighbor and
ket bhim to file an aMAdavit swearing that
of his own knowledge he states that the

manis wife or family have no

income aufliclent o support them in the
breadwinner's absence. In these circum-
stances the breadwinner could be ex-
empted—iha oMcinl word |s “discharged”
~—without either he or his wife making
any sort of aMdavit, and the man could
honoatly tell hin friends, I didn't claim
exemption ; they just gave me an honor-
able discharge.”

Patriotle Test for Notaries,

Every clalm for exemption must be
supported by an aMdavit, In some cases
by two or three affidavits. The notaries
public are going to be enriched by the
draft unless Washington finds some way
of getting them (o attest signatures
free of charge in the national interest.

Regularly ordained ministers of recog-
nized sects or denominations must file
aMdavits If they are drafled and wish to
be exempted. But their aMdavit must
be nocompanied by aMdavits of twe
heads of families who know the clergy-
man and are members of the same church
or pecl, .

There is no occanion, however, for
any one.to worry about affidavits just
now. When the order of the draft num-
bers in drawn in Washington and the
actual numbers for the first draft are
later announced all men who think of
claiming exemption will find the blank
aMdavita in all the required forms at
the headquartersa of the exemption
boards, After the exemption claim I
fled with & board the applicant will
have ten days in which to file his am-
davit
