Business Brevities.

Piece Goods Makers Indifferent.
In no branch, of the fabric field Is

there any doalre on the part of mills to
urge buyers to purchase. On the con-
trary. In soma branches orders are be-
ing ecaled down. For example, one of
the largest wool and worsted piece
foods organizations last week allotted
to Its customers only er of
the quantities they had on order. Other
producers of woollen and worsted fabrics1
allowed a decided unwillingness to name
prices on spring goods, owing to the un-
certainty as to the cost of production.

Large operators In silk fabrics would
like to place orders on spring silks at cur-
rent price levels, but manufacturers pre-

fer to wait at least until the usual time
of the opening of the spring silk market,
namely, late In August and early In Sep-

tember.

Alfred Pantl'a Garment Review.
The Alfred Fantl weekly report. In

Its review of the women's garment trade
from a buyer's point of view, y will
ay:

"There la a marked slmtllarity In the
designing of the new fall suits that
are shown by makers who specialize on
the popular priced lines. The very great
importance of this fact In relation to Its
probabje effect on buyers generally and
considered In connection with the pre-
vailing high prices is certainly discourag-
ing to those who have hoped to see suits
playing the most Important part In the
coming season's business.

"The buyers now in the market are
not taking kindly to thla combination,
and as a result are postponing their pur-
chases of suits ranging In price up to
$20 until further developments point out
the proper course of action.

"The new coat lines now being shown
by the many different coat specialist
are by long odds the best early exhibi-
tion that has ever been seen In this mar-
ket. The styles are so varied, tbe ma-
terials and trimmings so cleverly and
harmoniously manipulated that we can
readily understand why coats as a profit
rnaker appeal to so many buyers at this
early stage of the game.

"In the costume branch, a wool Jersey
model In satin combinations, with self
color embroidery, is being freely taken
by the early buyers now In New York.

"Activity In the waist division Is still
confined to the picking up of cotton
'jiba' for immediate distribution. Few
buyers are successful In getting all the
goods they are In need of, as the market
Is well cleaned up of this class of mer-
chandise."

Xllsh Prices Lull Underwear Sales.
The new high levels reached In the

quotations for spring. 1918, underwear
has had a very decided effect on trad-
ing. The enthusiastic buying that fol-

lowed the openings last year of the 1917
Jlnes, which were sold up In a day or two
with a rush of "book orders" that was
unprecedented In the trade. Is consplcu-- .
ously absent and Instead a conservative
spirit seems to prevail as to placing
Quantity orders.

The quotations on ladles' as well as
men's knit underwear have reached a

.point hardly expected, with advances of
from 40 to au per rent, over last spring.
The very much restricted output, which
probably will not be mire than CO per

i'cent. of normal, undoubtedly will be
"easily disposed of, however, nlthough It

will bo n slower process than the pro-
ducers anticipated.

by manufacturers of women's fine un
derwear. Delicate colors are In decided,)
preierence, and designs are vanea in
sue and character.

All white novelties are In fairly
strong position, especially the Oner
grades of sheer fabrics. Combinational
of embroidery with small dowered spray
effects are being featured In the smartest
lingerie lines.

s Dry Goods Notes.
In the carpeting and rug field there Is

no change In the cotton duck proposi-
tion. Mills are reported to be. well cov
ered on raw materials for some time to
come and are marking time for their
late future requirements.

In women's garments and In millinery
and also In the various lines of dress
accessories the demand continues along
active lines.

Silk taffeta senarate skirts In black
and In navy as well as silk skirts In
smart stripes and plaids continue to
lead In the summer retail selling.

During the last week cotton yarns
showed remarkably big advances over
last year's prices.

The latest express on of ths effort to
produce something different Is silk un-
dergarments embellished with hand
painted. birds, that e tha rarment a
daintiness not to be matched by any
other trimming. '

in the millinery field the biggest trim
ming business Is being done on pasted
ieatner fancies, feather "tire" rims,
feather brims and all kinds of coaue
plumage, according to the Dally Style
Letter Service, Very few wings are
being bought.

Linen Importers are getting very few
shipments from abroad, and the outlook
Is not bright for any Improvement In the
Immediate future.

Both wide and narrow ribbons In
all the leading shades are In active re
quest, and a large yardage Is going un- -
aer oraer.

Gray Goods Prices Shaded.
The persistent quiet period In cloth

trading for civilian purposes has led to
a desire on the part of a few buyers of
staple print cloths for convertlnr to
realize some of the profits on gray goods
contracts they own.

Toward the end of the oast week late
contracts of 3s U Inch 64x0s were of
fered at 10 H cents, or U cent a yard
less than the tOD flrures. and 4 varri SO
square gbods were offered at 14 cents, or

cent Deiow the recent top.
Brown sheetings and drills remained

unchanged, and In other lines, where the
upward movement was not so rapid as
in gray cloths, the tendency was still
toward a readjustment to a higher price
level. Wide sheetings are expected to
be advanced to a new list at any time.

Olnghams for the new spring season
were being shown and purchased
steadily. The demand was decidedly
better than a year ago. Some lines of
white goods and wash fabrics for the
new spring season were also being or-
dered. Colored cottons continued firm.
The export demand was greatly scat-
tered, but made a full total.

It was still noted that retail prices
were considerably below the parity of
values In wholesale markets. Thus far
no Indication of lower costs of produc-
tion can be seen.

The nearer ball was putted firm whenthe t'i balls were ott the Rrren and Itwas never necessary for tho hall to be
touched. Of course, there can be no
stymie play In modal scoring, hut
former yearn a ball In front was lifted
and the rpot marked.

Somo golfers, when the new Western
rule was promulgated, felt that the
Roller who was further from the hole
would receive somo aid In the v. ay of
knowledge as to the strength of the
greens and the roll, but this theory hu
not been proved In tho tournament jutt
finished. The stymie was saved and not
the slightest mental effort waa necessary,
after the first two or three holes, to get
Into the swing of tho thing.

When the match play came on, then
was a, different story from many of thj
contestants. All wcro very glad that
the stymie had been consigned to (hi
Junk heap of golf, but many, Including
Mr. Outmet, felt that It was an Injus-
tice to force tho player having his ball
noarer the hole to putt nut when Uie

balls were not In a stymlo line.
Ilule? Is t'liMnxril.

The real object of a stymlo rule la to
prevent tho unfairness which comes when
one ball shuts off the avenue to tho holt.
Therefore, although by having the nearer
ball putted out first, the chance of a
stymie Is eliminated entirely, there doei
seem no reason why tho bulls should not
be played as always, the ball farther
away being played first.

The Western golfers and those In au-

thority were quick to see the iiccdleM-nes- s

of that section of the rule which
has met with disfavor, and before the
final yesterday the rule was changed

The new rule still abolishes stymies,
whether due to the faulty play of the
owner of the stymied ball or to the ac-

cidental position of his opponent's ball,
but requires tho ball further from the
hole to be played first, tinlcsn a stymie
exist. In that case, the nearer ball is to
be played first or lifted, at the option
of Its owner. The rulo reads;

"When both balls nre on tho puttlnc
green, If the player of the ball farthest
from the hole claims thaV the nearer
ball Interferes with Ills putt, tho nearer
ball, upon request, shall be lifted or
played at the option of Its owner"

There are some golfers who may im-

agine that Hobby Jones's defeat In the
first round was nit Indication of his lack
of class. But a first round defeat at the
hands of a crack golfer Is more of a
credit than a victory over a second
rate golfer, provided the scoring Is low
and the contest close. In meeting Net
Sawyer the young Southern champion
was up against an opponent who na
then at the top ot his game, cool and
collected at oil times, and prepared to
squash for 1917 the threats of a suc-

cessful Southern Invasion.
The match was at 18 holes and once In

the lead Sawyer refused to come back
Jones, when 3 dawn, rallied In beautiful
fashion by holing long putts for 3s.
a stroke under par in each case, tlu'
even that did not sutllce. At the long
sixteenth with Sawyer only 1 up, Jones
played a fine mashle shot from the
rough and holed a ten foot putt.

Sawyer was on the green forty feet
away. He took an ususually long time
to "get set" for tho putt, but when he
did lilt It, bang Into the cup It went a'
the end of Its Journey.
